10 percent of the individual's monthly benefit under AS 39.35.370.  14

the manner prescribed by the administrator. Before accepting an election to participate in the 14 

defined benefit retirement plan, the administrator shall provide the employee who plans on 15 

making an election to participate in the defined benefit retirement plan with information, 16 

including calculations to illustrate the effect of moving the employee's retirement plan from 17 

the defined contribution retirement plan to the defined benefit retirement plan as well as other 18 

information that informs the employee of potential consequences of the employee's election.
