 25-16-717.  Intervention in firearm cases. 
 (a)  The Attorney General shall intervene in a case against a resident 
of Arkansas who is prosecuted by the United States Government after January 
1, 2021, for any federal law, rule, regulation, or order relating to the 
manufacture, sale, transfer, or possession of a firearm, a firearm accessory, 
or ammunition owned or manufactured if the person was acting in accordance 
with § 5-73-134 or § 12-15-101. 
 (b)  An intervention under this section shall be for the sole purpose 
of defending the propriety of the laws of the State of Arkansas." 
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
