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A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING THE BOARD OF DIRECTORSOF THE DENVERHEALTH AND
HOSPITAL AUTHORITY.

Bill Summary

The Denver health and hospital authority (authority) provides
health care servicesfor all citizensof Denver, regardless of ability to pay.
The authority is currently governed by a 9-member board of directors
(board) that isresponsiblefor the operation of theauthority. Themembers
of the board are appointed by the Denver mayor, and each member serves
a5-year term.

Shading denotes HOUSE amendment. Double underlining denotes SENATE amendment.
Capital |ettersindicate new material to be added to existing statute.
Dashes through the words indicate deletions from existing statute.
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The bill increases the number of members on the board from 9 to
11 beginning on July 1, 2015. The initial and subsequent terms of both
new members appointed by the mayor are 5 years.

The bill deletes a reference to the Denver board of health and
hospitals, as that board no longer exists.

In addition, the bill eliminates the current process for removing a
board member from the board and creates a new process for a board
member to beremoved fromthe board. Currently, any board member may
only beremoved by the mayor or by the Denver city council for any cause
that rendersthe member unfit for the position. Beginning on July 1, 2015,
any member may be removed upon a unanimous vote of the board,
excluding the member to be removed, and approval of the mayor. A
member removed from the board pursuant to the new removal process
does not have the right to appeal the board's decision.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 25-29-103, amend
(2) and (4) asfollows:

25-29-103. Denver health and hospital authority - repeal.
(2) PrRIOR TO JuLY 1, 2015, the authority shall be governed by a
nine-member board of directors, whteh AND ON AND AFTERJULY 1, 2015,
THE AUTHORITY SHALL BE GOVERNED BY AN ELEVEN-MEMBER BOARD OF
DIRECTORS. THE BOARD shall be responsible for the operation of the
health system. The mayor shall appoint the members of the board whose
appointments shall be conditioned upon confirmation by the Denver city
council. Of the nine members first appointed, four shall serve aterm of
two years and five shall serve a term of five years. Thereafter, all

members, INCLUDING THE TWO MEMBERS FIRST APPOINTED FOR TERMS

BEGINNING ON JULY 1, 2015, shall serve five-year terms. Fhe-seven
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servetheadthorityH-any-€apactty: Actions of the board shall require the
affirmative vote of the mgjority of the total membership of theboard. The

board shall annually elect a chairperson from among its members. Any
member may be el ected to serve successive terms as chairperson.

(4 (& (1) PRIORTOJULY 1, 2015, any member may be removed
pursuant to city ordinance for any cause which renders the member unfit
for the position after written notice has been provided to the member by
the mayor or council of the city stating the specific grounds which
constitute cause for removal and upon providing the member an
opportunity to be heard.

(I1) THISPARAGRAPH (8) ISREPEALED, EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015.

(b) ONANDAFTERJULY 1, 2015, ANY MEMBER MAY BE REMOVED
UPON A UNANIMOUSVOTE OF THE BOARD, EXCLUDING THE MEMBER TO BE
REMOVED, AND APPROVAL OF THEMAY OR. PRIORTO THEREMOVAL OF THE
MEMBER, THE BOARD SHALL PROVIDE WRITTEN NOTICE TO THE MEMBER.
A MEMBER REMOVED FROM THE BOARD PURSUANT TO THIS PARAGRAPH
(b) DOES NOT HAVE THE RIGHT TO APPEAL THE BOARD'S DECISION TO
REMOVE THE MEMBER FROM THE BOARD.

SECTION 2. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
