AS ALL FEES COLLECTED FOR SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE DIVISION
ASSOCIATED WITH THE ANIMAL AGRICULTURE SECTOR IN SUBSECTION
(1.3) OF THIS SECTION. THE DIVISION SHALL TRANSMIT THE FEES TO THE
STATE TREASURER, WHO SHALL CREDIT THEM TO THE ANIMAL FEEDING

OPERATION FUND. ANY UNEXPENDED AND UNENCUMBERED MONEYS
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REMAINING IN THE ANIMAL FEEDING OPERATIONS FUND AT THE END OF
ANY FISCAL YEARREMAIN IN THEANIMAL FEEDING OPERATIONSFUND AND
SHALL NOT BE TRANSFERRED OR REVERT TO THE GENERAL FUND OR ANY
OTHER FUND. THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY SHALL ANNUALLY APPROPRIATE
THE MONEYS IN THE ANIMAL FEEDING OPERATIONS FUND TO THE
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLICHEALTHAND ENVIRONMENT FOR THE DIRECT AND
INDIRECT COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE PERMITTING AND OVERSIGHT OF
ANIMAL FEEDING OPERATIONS UNDER THIS ARTICLE.

(1.7) COMMENCINGIN 2016, THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLICHEALTH
AND ENVIRONMENT SHALL REPORT ANNUALLY TO THE SENATE
AGRICULTURE AND NATURAL RESOURCES COMMITTEE AND THE HOUSE OF
REPRESENTATIVESAGRICULTURE, LIVESTOCK, AND NATURAL RESOURCES
COMMITTEE, OR THEIR SUCCESSOR COMMITTEES, ON THE ENVIRONMENTAL
AGRICULTURE PROGRAM. THE REPORT MUST INCLUDE THE NUMBER OF
PERMITS PROCESSED, THE NUMBER OF INSPECTIONS CONDUCTED, THE
NUMBER OF ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS TAKEN, AND THE COSTSASSOCIATED
WITH ALL PROGRAM ACTIVITIES DURING THE PRECEDING YEAR. THE
DEPARTMENT SHALL SUBMIT THE REPORT ON OR BEFORE MARCH 31 OF
EACH YEAR.

SECTION 2. Effectivedate- applicability. Thisact takes effect
July 1, 2015, and applies to fees collected on or after said date.

SECTION 3. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
