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A BILL FOR AN ACT

CONCERNING ADDITIONAL COMPREHENSIVE REPORTING101

REQUIREMENTS FOR SCHOOL DISCIPLINE REPORTS, AND, IN102

CONNECTION THEREWITH, REQUIRING A POST-ENACTMENT103

REVIEW OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THIS ACT.104

Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://www.leg.state.co.us/billsummaries.)

The bill adds sexual assaults and the unlawful use of marijuana on
school grounds, in a school vehicle, or at a school activity or sanctioned
event to the current list of conduct and discipline code violations that a
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school is required to report as part of the safe school reporting
requirements. Incidents of sexual assaults must only be reported in the
aggregate, without any identifying information. The bill clarifies that the
term "law enforcement" includes school resource officers.

The division of criminal justice (division) shall compile and report
on the number of arrests, summons, and tickets that occurred on school
grounds and the court dispositions of those cases. The division shall
prepare a retroactive report using the best available data for the 2013-14
and 2014-15 school years.

The scheduled post-enactment review of House Bill 12-1345 will
now include a review of this bill, including a review of the report to be
compiled by the division. The post-enactment review of House Bill
12-1345 is extended to 180 days after the 4-year anniversary of the
passage of this bill.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  Legislative declaration. (1)  The general assembly2

determines and declares that:3

(a)  In 2011, the general assembly created a task force to study and4

assess practices and statutes concerning zero tolerance practices in5

schools and the interaction of school discipline practices with the juvenile6

justice system;7

(b)  The following year, as a result of the work of this task force,8

the general assembly passed House Bill 12-1345, which contained9

requirements for law enforcement agencies and district attorneys to10

annually report  contacts with students. The purpose of this data was to11

discover the extent to which minor offenses committed by students in12

schools result in contact with law enforcement agencies and, ultimately,13

entrance into the criminal justice system.14

(c)  Only seventy-four out of two hundred forty-six, or thirty15

percent, of law enforcement agencies and only six out of twenty-two, or16

twenty-seven percent, of district attorneys have complied with these17
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reporting requirements;1

(d)  Due to inconsistent data collection methods and procedures,2

even the limited data currently collected from law enforcement agencies3

and district attorneys cannot be used since it is unreliable and not4

submitted in such a way that permits statewide comparison; and5

(e)  A number of additional problems with school discipline6

reports have arisen, including:7

(I)  Schools are not required to separately report instances of8

sexual assault in school safety reports and, as a result, they report sexual9

assault in the ambiguous "other" category; and10

(II)  Despite the legalization of marijuana in the state, schools do11

not separate marijuana-related incidents from general drug-related12

incidents that occur on school property, in school vehicles, or at school13

activities or sanctioned events.14

(2)  Therefore, it is the intent of the general assembly to ensure that15

high-level, consistent, and easily accessible school safety data is available16

to parents and other interested parties by:17

(a)  Ensuring that school reporting requirements reflect important18

and relevant issues such as sexual assault and marijuana-related incidents;19

and20

(b)  Implementing a new data collection method that is less21

burdensome for law enforcement agencies and that permits a relevant,22

reliable, and in-depth statewide analysis.23

(2)  Safe school plan. In order to provide a learning environment12

that is safe, conducive to the learning process, and free from unnecessary13

A LINK ON THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION'S WEB SITE HOMEPAGE. Such11

THE report shall MUST include, but need not be limited to, the following12

specific information for the preceding school year:13

(IV)  The number of conduct and discipline code violations. Each14

of which violations shall VIOLATION MUST be reported only in the most15

serious category that is applicable to that violation, including but not16

limited to specific information identifying the number of, and the action17

taken with respect to, each of the following types of violations:18

(C)  Use, possession, or sale of a drug or controlled substance,19

OTHER THAN MARIJUANA, on school grounds, in a school vehicle, or at a20

school activity or sanctioned event;21

(C.5)  THE UNLAWFUL USE, POSSESSION, OR SALE OF MARIJUANA ON22

SCHOOL GROUNDS, IN A SCHOOL VEHICLE, OR AT A SCHOOL ACTIVITY OR23

SANCTIONED EVENT;24

(VII)  The average class size for each public elementary school,25

middle school or junior high school, and senior high school in the state26

calculated as the total number of students enrolled in the school divided27
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by the number of full-time teachers in the school; and1

(VIII)  The school's policy concerning bullying prevention and2

education, including information related to the development and3

implementation of any bullying prevention programs; AND4

(IX)  THE NUMBER OF ACTS OF SEXUAL VIOLENCE ON SCHOOL5

GROUNDS, IN A SCHOOL VEHICLE, OR AT A SCHOOL ACTIVITY OR6

(c)  Internet safety plan. (II)  Each school district is encouraged14

to structure the internet safety plan so as to incorporate the internet safety15

topics into the teaching of the regular classroom curricula, rather than16

isolating the topics as a separate class. Each school district is encouraged17

to use available internet safety curricula resources, including but not18

limited to materials available through nonprofit internet safety19

foundations that are endorsed by the federal government. Each school20

district is also encouraged to work with the local law enforcement21

agencies for the jurisdiction in which the school district is located in22

developing the internet safety curricula, especially with regard to topics23

that address personal safety on the internet, internet predator24

identification, privacy issues, and homeland security issues. Each school25

district is also encouraged to collaborate with parents and teachers in26

developing the internet safety curricula, including collaborating with27
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district and statewide organizations that represent parents and teachers.1

(3)  Agreements with state agencies. Each board of education2

shall cooperate and, to the extent possible, develop written agreements3

with law enforcement, officials, the juvenile justice system, and social4

services, as allowed under state and federal law, to keep each school5

environment safe. Each board of education shall adopt a policy whereby6

procedures will be used following instances of assault upon, disorderly7

conduct toward, harassment of, the making knowingly of a false8

allegation of child abuse against, or any alleged offense under the9

"Colorado Criminal Code" directed toward a school teacher or school10

employee or instances of damage occurring on the premises to the11

personal property of a school teacher or school employee by a student.12

Such procedures shall include, at a minimum, the following provisions:13

(c)  The school administration shall report the incident to the14

district attorney or the appropriate local law enforcement, agency or15

officer, who WHICH shall, upon receiving such report, investigate the16

incident to determine the appropriateness of filing criminal charges or17

initiating delinquency proceedings.18

SECTION 9. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,19

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate20

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.21
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
