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A BILL FOR AN ACT

CONCERNING CREATION OF MARIJUANA PERMITTED ECONOMIC101

INTEREST REGISTRATIONS, AND, IN CONNECTION THEREWITH,102

MAKING AN APPROPRIATION.103

Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://www.leg.state.co.us/billsummaries.)

The bill creates a permitted economic interest registration
(registration) in both the regulated medical marijuana and retail marijuana
systems. A registration can be held by a person or company with the
ability to enter into different types of financial arrangements with a
medical marijuana or retail marijuana licensee as long as the registrant
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cannot and does not exercise any control over the licensee. A registration
may only be issued to a person or company who is entering into an
agreement with an established medical or retail marijuana licensee.

CONVERTIBLE DEBT INSTRUMENT, OPTION AGREEMENT, WARRANT, OR ANY11

OTHER RIGHT TO OBTAIN AN OWNERSHIP INTEREST WHEN THE HOLDER OF12

SUCH INTEREST IS A NATURAL PERSON WHO IS A LAWFUL UNITED STATES13

RESIDENT AND WHOSE  RIGHT TO CONVERT INTO AN OWNERSHIP INTEREST14

IS CONTINGENT ON THE HOLDER QUALIFYING AND OBTAINING A LICENSE15

AS AN OWNER UNDER THIS ARTICLE; OR SUCH OTHER AGREEMENTS AS MAY16

BE PERMITTED BY RULE OF THE STATE LICENSING AUTHORITY.17

SECTION 5.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 39-28.8-501, add (4)7

(c) as follows:8

39-28.8-501.  Marijuana tax cash fund - creation - distribution9

- repeal. (4)  The state treasurer shall make the following transfers from10

the fund to the general fund:11

(c)  ON AUGUST 15, 2015, ONE HUNDRED SEVENTEEN THOUSAND12

ONE HUNDRED TWENTY-EIGHT DOLLARS.13

SECTION 6. Appropriation. (1) For the 2015-16 state fiscal14

year, $127,563 is appropriated to the department of revenue for use by the15

marijuana enforcement division. This appropriation is from the marijuana 16

cash fund created in section 12-43.3-501 (1) (a), C.R.S., and is based on17

an assumption that the division will require an additional 1.4 FTE. To18

implement this act, the division may use this appropriation for marijuana19

enforcement.20

(2) For the 2015-16 state fiscal year, $7,790 is appropriated to the21

department of public safety for use by the Colorado bureau of22

investigation. This appropriation is from reappropriated funds received23

from the department of revenue under subsection (1) of this section. To24

implement this act, the bureau may use this appropriation for operating25

expenses related to identification.26

SECTION 7.  Act subject to petition - effective date. This act27
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takes effect at 12:01 a.m. on the day following the expiration of the1

ninety-day period after final adjournment of the general assembly (August2

5, 2015, if adjournment sine die is on May 6, 2015); except that, if a3

referendum petition is filed pursuant to section 1 (3) of article V of the4

state constitution against this act or an item, section, or part of this act5

within such period, then the act, item, section, or part will not take effect6

unless approved by the people at the general election to be held in7

November 2016 and, in such case, will take effect on the date of the8

official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.9
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
