101 CONCERNING THE CONTINUATION OF THE REGULATION OF ATHLETIC

102 TRAINERS BY THE DEPARTMENT OF REGULATORY AGENCIES,
103 AND, IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, IMPLEMENTING THE
104 RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE 2014 SUNSET REPORT ISSUED BY

Sunset Process - Senate Business, Labor, and Technology
Committee. In accordance with the recommendations of the department
of regulatory agencies (department) contained in its sunset review, the
bill:

1 Sunsets the "Athletic Trainer Practice Act" and the
registration of athletic trainersby the department'sdivision
of professions and occupations;

Creates an exemption in the "Medical Practice Act" that
permits an athletic trainer to render athletic training
services if the athletic trainer possesses the requisite
gualifications and renders services within the defined
athletic trainer scope of practice and under the direction of
alicensed health care provider; and

Grantsthe Colorado medical board authority to adopt rules
to specify the types of services qualified athletic trainers
may provide and the types of health care providers under
whose direction qualified athletic trainers must work.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, repeal article 29.7
of title 12.

SECTION 2. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 12-36-106, amend
(3) (s); and add (8) asfollows:

12-36-106. Practice of medicine defined - exemptions from
licensing requirements - unauthorized practice by physician
assistants and anesthesiologist assistants - penalties - definitions -
rules.

(8) (8) THE BOARD SHALL PROMULGATE RULES:

(I) SPECIFYING THE TYPES OF SERVICES THAT A QUALIFIED
ATHLETIC TRAINER MAY RENDER PURSUANT TO PARAGRAPH (S) OF
SUBSECTION (3) OF THIS SECTION,;

(I1) SPECIFYING THE LICENSED HEALTH CARE PROVIDERS UNDER
WHOSE DIRECTION A QUALIFIED ATHLETIC TRAINER MUST RENDER
SERVICES; AND

(rnn REGARDING ANY OTHER MATTERS RELEVANT TO
IMPLEMENTING AND ENFORCING THE EXEMPTION AUTHORIZED IN
PARAGRAPH (S) OF SUBSECTION (3) OF THIS SECTION.

(I) WITHIN THE ATHLETIC TRAINER SCOPE OF PRACTICE; AND

PROVIDER, AS DEFINED IN BOARD RULES.

(I) "ATHLETE" MEANSAN INDIVIDUAL WHO, IN ASSOCIATION WITH
AN EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION, AN ORGANIZED COMMUNITY SPORTS
PROGRAM OR EVENT, OR A PROFESSIONAL, AMATEUR, OR RECREATIONAL
ORGANIZATION OR SPORTS CLUB, PARTICIPATES IN GAMES, SPORTS,
RECREATION, OREXERCISE REQUIRING PHY SICAL STRENGTH, FLEXIBILITY,

RANGE OF MOTION, SPEED, STAMINA, OR AGILITY.
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(I1) "ATHLETIC TRAINER SCOPE OF PRACTICE" MEANSANY OF THE
FOLLOWING FUNCTIONS PERFORMED BY A QUALIFIED ATHLETIC TRAINER:

(A) DEVELOPING AND IMPLEMENTING CONDITIONING PROGRAMS
FOR ATHLETES,

(B) PERFORMING STRENGTH TESTING USING MECHANICAL DEVICES
OR OTHER STANDARD TECHNIQUES;,

(C) APPLYING TAPE, BRACES, AND PROTECTIVE DEVICES TO
PREVENT INJURY;

(D) SUPERVISINGATHLETICEQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE TOASSURE
SAFETY;

(E) ASSESSING, DURING A SCREENING PROCESS, PHYSICAL
LIMITATIONS, INCLUDING THOSE PREVIOUSLY DIAGNOSED BY A PHYSICIAN,
THAT MAY POSE A RISK OF INJURY TO AN ATHLETE;

(F) DETERMINING THE LEVEL OF FUNCTIONAL CAPACITY,
DECREASED RANGE OF MOTION, OR MUSCULAR WEAKNESS OF AN INJURED
ATHLETE IN ORDER TO ESTABLISH THE EXTENT OF AN INJURY;

(G) ADMINISTERING STANDARD TECHNIQUES OF FIRST AID;

(H) USING EMERGENCY CARE EQUIPMENT TO AID AN INJURED
ATHLETE BY FACILITATING SAFE TRANSPORTATION TO AN APPROPRIATE
MEDICAL FACILITY;

(I) REFERRINGANATHLETE TOAPPROPRIATEMEDICAL PERSONNEL
AS NEEDED;

(J) USING EXERCISE AND OTHER THERAPIES FOR WHICH THE
ATHLETIC TRAINER HAS RECEIVED FORMAL TRAINING, NOT INCLUDING
DRUGS, TO RESTORE AN INJURED ATHLETE TO NORMAL FUNCTION;

(K) MAINTAINING ATHLETIC TRAINING RECORDS,

(L) ORGANIZING A MEDICAL CARE SERVICE DELIVERY SYSTEM FOR
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ATHLETES WHEN NEEDED;

(M) ESTABLISHING PLANS TO MANAGE AN ATHLETE'S MEDICAL
EMERGENCIES,

(N) EDUCATING AND COUNSELING ATHLETESON TOPICSRELATED
TO SPORTSHEALTH;

(O) INSTRUCTING STUDENT ATHLETIC TRAINERS; AND

(P) EDUCATING AND COUNSELING THE GENERAL PUBLIC WITH
RESPECT TO APPROPRIATE ATHLETIC TRAINING PROGRAMS.

(111) "QUALIFIED ATHLETIC TRAINER" MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL:

(A) WHO HAS A BACCALAUREATE DEGREE GRANTED BY AN
ACCREDITED COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY OR A COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY
APPROVED BY THE STATE EDUCATIONAL BOARD OR DEPARTMENT IN
ANOTHER STATE, WHICH DEGREE IS IN A FIELD RELATED TO ATHLETIC
TRAINING AS DEFINED BY THE COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY THAT GRANTED
THE DEGREE; OR

(B) WHO HAS A BACCALAUREATE DEGREE WITH A MAJOR IN
ATHLETIC TRAINING THAT WAS GRANTED THROUGH A COLLEGE OR
UNIVERSITY PROGRAM THAT IS ACCREDITED BY A NATIONAL ATHLETIC
TRAINING STANDARDS ORGANIZATION DESIGNATED BY THE BOARD.

SECTION 5. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 25-43-103, amend
(4) (c) asfollows:

25-43-103. Organized school athletic activities - concussion
guidelinesrequired. (4) (c) After aconcussed athlete hasbeen evaluated
and received clearance to return to play from a health care provider, an
organization or association of which a school or school district is a
member, a private or public school, a private club, a public recreation
facility, or an athletic league may allow a regtstered QUALIFIED athletic
trainer, AS DEFINED IN SECTION 12-36-106 (8) (d) (lIl), C.R.S., with
specific knowledge of the athlete's condition to manage the athlete's
graduated return to play.

SECTION 6. Effective date. This act takes effect July 1, 2015.

SECTION 7. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
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1 determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

2 preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
