committed.

Sec. 502. Subsection (a) of section 46b-133 of the general statutes is
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October
1, 2024):

(a) Nothing in this part shall be construed as preventing the arrest of

a child, with or without a warrant, as may be provided by law, or as
preventing the issuance of warrants by judges in the manner provided
by section 54-2a, except that no child shall be taken into custody on such
process except on apprehension in the act, or on speedy information, or
in other cases when the use of such process appears imperative.
Whenever a child is arrested and charged with a delinquent act, such
child (1) shall be brought before a judge of the Superior Court not later
than the fifth business day after such arrest, unless required sooner
pursuant to subsection (e) of this section, and (2) [may] (A) shall, if
arrested for the commission of a felony or a class A misdemeanor, be

required to submit to the taking of such child's fingerprints, and may be

subject to the taking of such child's photograph and physical

description, or (B) may, if arrested for the commission of any other

delinquent act, be required to submit to the taking of [his] such child's

photograph, physical description and fingerprints. Notwithstanding the
provisions of section 46b-124, the name, photograph and custody status
of any child arrested for the commission of a capital felony under the
provisions of section 53a-54b in effect prior to April 25, 2012, or class A
felony may be disclosed to the public.

Sec. 503. Section 53a-225 of the general statutes is repealed and the
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2024):

(a) For purposes of this section, "criminal act" means criminal act, as
defined in section 53a-224.

(b) A person is guilty of enticing a juvenile to commit a criminal act
if such person is [twenty-three] twenty-one years of age or older and
knowingly causes, encourages, solicits, recruits, intimidates or coerces a
person under eighteen years of age to commit or participate in the

commission of a criminal act.

(c) Enticing a juvenile to commit a criminal act is a (1) class A
misdemeanor for first offense, and (2) class D felony for any subsequent
offense."
