A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend Chapter 1A of Title 20 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to early1

care and learning, so as to provide for criminal background checks of potential employees2

of child care learning centers and family child care learning homes; to provide for powers3

and authority of the Department of Early Care and Learning; to revise provisions relating to4

the licensing, commissioning, permitting, and registration of early care and education5

programs; to amend Code Section 16-12-1.1 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated,6

relating to restrictions on persons with criminal records with regard to child, family, or7

group-care facilities, so as to revise terminology; to amend Code Section 25-2-13 of the8

Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to regulation of fire and other hazards in9

buildings presenting special hazards to persons or property, so as to revise terminology; to10

provide for related matters; to provide for an effective date; to repeal conflicting laws; and11

for other purposes.12

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:13

SECTION 1.14

Chapter 1A of Title 20 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to early care and15

learning, is amended by revising Article 1, relating to general provisions, as follows:16

"ARTICLE 117

20-1A-1.18

The Department of Early Care and Learning is created as a department of the executive19

branch of state government and shall have the duties, responsibilities, functions, powers,20

and authority set forth in this chapter and otherwise provided by law.  The Department of21

Early Care and Learning is the successor to the Office of School Readiness and shall have22

the duties, responsibilities, functions, powers, authority, employees, office equipment,23
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furniture, and other assets formerly held by the Office of School Readiness.  The24

Department of Early Care and Learning shall be a separate budget unit.25

20-1A-2.26

As used in this chapter, the term:27

(1)  'Board' means the Board of Early Care and Learning.28

(2)  'Change of ownership applicant' means any licensed or commissioned early care and29

education program applying for a new license or commission to operate an early care and30

education program.31

(2)(3)  'Child care learning center' means any place operated by a person, society, agency,32

corporation, institution, or group wherein are received for pay for group care for less than33

24 hours per day, without transfer of legal custody, 19 seven or more children under 1834

years of age; provided, however, that this term shall not include a private school which35

provides kindergarten through grade 12 education, meets the requirements of Code36

Section 20-2-690, and is accredited by one or more of the entities listed in37

subparagraph (A) of paragraph (6) of Code Section 20-3-519 and which provides care38

before, after, or both before and after the customary school day to its students as an39

auxiliary service to such students during the regular school year only.40

(3)(4)  'Commissioner' means the commissioner of early care and learning.41

(4)(5)  'Department' means the Department of Early Care and Learning.42

(5)(6)  'Early care and education programs' include all family day-care homes, group43

day-care support centers, family child care learning homes, and care learning centers,44

regardless of whether such homes or centers offer education.45

(6)(7)  'Early childhood' means the period of childhood from birth to age six.46

(7)  'Family day-care home' means a private residence operated by any person who47

receives therein for pay for supervision and care fewer than 24 hours per day, without48

transfer of legal custody, at least three but not more than six children under 13 years of49

age who are not related to such person and whose parents or guardians are not residents50

in the same private residence; provided, however, that the total number of unrelated51

children cared for in such home, for pay and not for pay, may not exceed six children52

under 13 years of age at one time.53

(8)  'Family child care learning home' means a private residence operated by any person54

who receives therein for pay for supervision and care fewer than 24 hours per day,55

without transfer of legal custody, at least three but not more than six children under 1356

years of age who are not related to such person and whose parents or guardians are not57

residents in the same private residence; provided, however, that the total number of58
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unrelated children cared for in such home, for pay and not for pay, may not exceed six59

children under 13 years of age at one time.60

(8)  'Group day-care home' means any place operated by any person or group wherein are61

received for pay not less than seven nor more than 18 children under 18 years of age for62

care and supervision for less than 24 hours per day.63

(9)  'License' means the document issued by the department authorizing the operation of64

a family child care learning home or child care learning center.65

(10)  'Permit' means the temporary document issued by the department authorizing a66

family child care learning home or child care learning center to operate without a license67

for a limited term to be determined by the department.68

(11)  'Registration' means the document issued by the department to any business entity69

operating as a support center.70

(12)  'Support center' means any business entity registered with the department that makes71

available potential employees for family child care learning homes or child care learning72

centers and that receives no children for care.  Such term shall include but not be limited73

to a temporary staffing agency, a university, or an independent contractor.74

20-1A-3.75

(a)  There is created a Board of Early Care and Learning and a commissioner of early care76

and learning.77

(b)  The board shall consist of one member from each congressional district appointed by78

the Governor.  In as far as it is practical, the members of the board shall be representative79

of all areas and functions encompassed within the early childhood care and education80

community.  In appointing members to their initial terms, the Governor shall designate five81

members for two-year terms, four members for three-year terms, and four members for82

five-year terms.  Subsequent appointments shall be for five-year terms.  Members shall83

serve until their successors are appointed.  In the event of a vacancy on the board for any84

reason other than expiration of a term, the Governor shall appoint a person from the same85

congressional district to fill the vacancy for the unexpired term.86

(c)  The board shall elect from its members a chairperson and such other officers as the87

board considers necessary.  The board shall adopt bylaws for the conduct of its activities.88

The members of the board shall receive per diem and expense reimbursement as shall be89

determined and approved by the Office of Planning and Budget in conformity with rates90

and allowances determined for members of other state boards.91

(d)  The board shall determine policies and promulgate rules and regulations for the92

operation of the department including:93
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(1)  Functions formerly performed by the Office of School Readiness, including, but not94

limited to, Even Start;95

(2)  Functions transferred to the department from the Department of Human Resources96

(now known as the Department of Human Services) relating to day-care centers (now97

known as child care learning centers), group day-care homes (now known as child care98

learning centers), family day-care homes (now known as family child care learning99

homes), and other functions as agreed upon by the department and the Department of100

Human Resources (now known as the Department of Human Services) in accordance101

with Code Section 20-1A-8;102

(3)  Functions transferred to the department from the Georgia Child Care Council103

pursuant to Code Section 20-1A-63; and104

(4)  Functions relating to early childhood education programs transferred from the105

Department of Education by agreement in accordance with Code Section 20-1A-17.106

(e)  The board shall oversee the budget of the department and shall submit an annual107

request for funding to the Office of Planning and Budget in accordance with Code Section108

45-12-78.109

(f)  The commissioner shall be the chief administrative and executive officer of the110

department.  The commissioner shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the111

Governor.  The commissioner shall be in the unclassified service as defined by Code112

Section 45-20-2 and shall receive a salary to be determined by the Governor.113

(g)  The commissioner shall have the authority to employ all personnel of the department,114

subject to the provisions of this chapter, all applicable provisions of other laws governing115

public employment, and the policies, procedures, rules, and regulations of the board.116

20-1A-4.117

The Department of Early Care and Learning shall have the following powers and duties:118

(1)  To administer such programs and services as may be necessary for the operation and119

management of voluntary pre-kindergarten, which shall be known as 'Georgia's Pre-K120

Program';121

(2)  To administer such programs and services as may be necessary for the operation and122

management of preschool and child development programs, such as Even Start and child123

care regulation and food programs;124

(3)  To act as the agent of the federal government in conformity with this chapter and the125

administration of any federal funds granted to the state to aid in the furtherance of any126

functions of the department;127

(4)  To assist local units of administration in this state so as to assure the proliferation of128

services under this chapter;129
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(5)  To regulate early care and education programs in accordance with this chapter;130

(6)  To perform the functions set out in Code Section 20-1A-64, relating to improvement131

of the quality, availability, and affordability of child care in this state;132

(7)  To serve as the Head Start state collaboration office;133

(8)  To establish and collect annual fees for licensure, registration, or commission of early134

care and education programs.  Such fees so established shall be reasonable and shall be135

determined in such a manner that the total amount of fees established shall help defray136

the direct and indirect costs to the department in performing such function.  The137

department shall remit all fees collected to the general fund of the state;138

(9)  To recommend in writing to the owner of any early care and learning education139

program licensed by the department that such program carry liability insurance coverage140

sufficient to protect its clients.  Any such program which after receiving such141

recommendation is not covered by liability insurance shall post that fact in a conspicuous142

place in the program and shall notify the parent or guardian of each child under the care143

of the program in writing.  Such notice shall be in at least 1/2 inch letters.  Each such144

parent or guardian must acknowledge receipt of such notice in writing and a copy of such145

acknowledgment shall be maintained on file at the program at all times while the child146

attends the program and for 12 months after the child's last date of attendance.  Failure147

to do so may subject the owner of the program to a civil fine of $1,000.00 for each such148

infraction;149

(10)  To administer any programs assigned to it administratively by the Governor150

pursuant to his or her powers or any programs for which the Governor designates the151

department as the lead agency in the state for a federal program;152

(11)  To perform any other functions as agreed upon between the department and the153

Department of Human Resources (now known as the Department of Human Services),154

pursuant to Code Section 20-1A-8;155

(12)  To perform any other functions as agreed upon between the department and the156

Department of Education, in accordance with Code Section 20-1A-17; and157

(13)  To exercise the powers reasonably necessary to accomplish the purposes of this158

chapter, including, but not limited to, contracting for services; and159

(14)  To solicit and accept donations, contributions, grants, bequests, gifts of money and160

property, facilities, or services, with or without consideration, from any person, firm, or161

corporation or from any state, county, municipal corporation, local government, or162

governing body, or from the federal government to enable it to carry out its functions and163

purpose.164
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20-1A-5.165

This chapter shall not be construed to impair or affect the rights of persons previously166

transferred to the Office of School Readiness who were members of the Teachers167

Retirement System of Georgia created in Chapter 3 of Title 47 and who elected to continue168

membership in such retirement system in accordance with previous law.169

20-1A-6.170

The department shall succeed to all rules, regulations, policies, procedures, and pending171

and finalized administrative orders of the Office of School Readiness which are in effect172

on September 30, 2004.  Such rules, regulations, policies, and procedures shall remain in173

effect until amended, repealed, superseded, or nullified by the board or commissioner, as174

applicable.175

20-1A-7.176

Each newly printed publication, poster, banner, or sign created for the pre-kindergarten177

program by the department or a provider of pre-kindergarten services shall refer to the178

program as 'Georgia's Pre-K Program.'179

20-1A-8.180

(a)  Effective October 1, 2004, the department shall carry out all of the functions and181

exercise all of the powers formerly held by the Department of Human Resources (now182

known as the Department of Human Services) for the regulation and licensure of early care183

and education programs and any other functions as agreed upon by the department and the184

Department of Human Resources.  Subject to subsection (c) of this Code section, all185

persons employed by and positions authorized for the Department of Human Resources to186

perform functions relating to the licensure and certification of early care and education187

programs and any other functions as agreed upon by the department and the Department188

of Human Resources on September 30, 2004, shall on October 1, 2004, be transferred to189

the department.  All office equipment, furniture, and other assets in possession of the190

Department of Human Resources which are used or held exclusively or principally by191

personnel transferred under this subsection shall be transferred to the department on192

October 1, 2004.193

(b)  Effective October 1, 2004, notwithstanding the advisory functions of the Georgia Child194

Care Council included in Code Section 20-1A-63, the department shall carry out the195

functions and exercise the powers formerly held by the Georgia Child Care Council under196

former Article 11 of Chapter 5 of Title 49.  Subject to subsection (c) of this Code section,197

all persons employed by and positions authorized for the Georgia Child Care Council to198
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perform functions relating to the recommendation of measures to improve the quality,199

availability, and affordability of child care in this state on September 30, 2004, shall on200

October 1, 2004, be transferred to the department.  All office equipment, furniture, and201

other assets in possession of the Georgia Child Care Council or the Department of Human202

Resources, (now known as the Department of Human Services) which are used or held203

exclusively or principally by personnel transferred under this subsection shall be204

transferred to the department on October 1, 2004.205

(c)  All transfers of employees and assets provided for in subsections (a) and (b) of this206

Code section shall be subject to the approval of the commissioner, and such personnel or207

assets shall not be transferred if the commissioner determines that a specific employee or208

asset should remain with the transferring agency.209

(d)  Employees of the department shall serve in the unclassified service as defined by Code210

Section 45-20-2.  Persons who have transferred to the department pursuant to subsections211

(a) and (b) of this Code section who are in the classified service as defined by Code Section212

45-20-2 at the time of the transfer may elect to remain in such classified service and be213

governed by the provisions thereof; provided, however, that if any such person accepts a214

promotion or transfers to another position, that person shall become an employee in the215

unclassified service.216

(e)  All rights, credits, and funds in the Employees' Retirement System of Georgia created217

in Chapter 2 of Title 47 which are possessed by state personnel transferred by provisions218

of this Code section to the department, or otherwise held by persons at the time of219

employment with the department, are continued and preserved, it being the intention of the220

General Assembly that such persons shall not lose any rights, credits, or funds to which221

they may be entitled prior to becoming employees of the department.  No employment222

benefit of any employee transferring to the department shall be impaired.223

(f)  Funding for functions and positions transferred to the department under this Code224

section shall be transferred as provided in Code Section 45-12-90.225

20-1A-9.226

The department shall succeed to all rights and responsibilities relating to licensure and227

regulation of day-care centers (now known as child care learning centers), group day-care228

homes (now known as child care learning centers), and family day-care homes (now known229

as family child care learning homes), including such rules, regulations, policies,230

procedures, and pending and finalized administrative orders of the Department of Human231

Resources (now known as the Department of Human Services), the Georgia Child Care232

Council, and the Office of State Administrative Hearings, where applicable, which are in233

effect on September 30, 2004, and which relate to the functions transferred to the234
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department pursuant to Code Section 20-1A-8.  Such rights, responsibilities, licenses issued235

pursuant to previous law, procedures, and orders shall remain in effect until amended,236

repealed, superseded, or nullified by the commissioner.  Such rules, regulations, and237

policies shall remain in effect until amended, repealed, superseded, or nullified by the238

board.239

20-1A-10.240

(a)  The department is authorized and empowered to establish, maintain, extend, and241

improve throughout the state, within the limits of funds appropriated for such purposes, the242

regulation of early care and education programs by providing consultation and making243

recommendations concerning establishment and implementation of such programs and by244

licensing and inspecting periodically all such programs to ensure their adherence to this245

chapter and rules and regulations promulgated by the board.  An early care and education246

program registered as a support center shall be subject only to paragraph (3) of subsection247

(m) of this Code section, paragraphs (1), (3), and (6) of subsection (b) and paragraphs (1),248

(4), and (5) of subsection (c) of Code Section 20-1A-12, Article 2 of this chapter, and the249

rules and regulations promulgated by the board regarding criminal records checks;250

provided, however, that adverse action taken against the registration of a support center251

shall constitute a contested case within the meaning of Chapter 13 of Title 50, the 'Georgia252

Administrative Procedure Act.'253

(b)  Child care learning centers operated as part of a local church ministry or a nonprofit254

religious school or a nonprofit religious charitable organization may notify the department255

annually and be commissioned in lieu of being licensed upon request for commission.256

Commissioned child care learning centers shall operate in accordance with the same257

procedures, standards, rules, and regulations which are established by the board for the258

operation of licensed child care learning centers.  Any child care learning center operated259

as part of a local church ministry or a nonprofit religious school or a nonprofit religious260

charitable organization may elect to apply for a commission as provided for in261

subsection (c) of this Code section.262

(c)  All early care and education programs that care for children shall be licensed or263

commissioned annually, and all licenses and commissions issued by the department shall264

be subject to annual renewal by the department in accordance with procedures, standards,265

rules, and regulations to be established by the board; provided, however, that the266

department may require persons who operate family day-care homes to register with the267

department.268

(d)  The department shall publish in print or electronically and make available to early care269

and education programs and interested persons a list of guidelines for quality child care.270

(e)  After an early care and education program has been licensed, commissioned, permitted,271

or registered by the department as provided in this chapter, the program shall not be272

required to have a permit to operate a food service establishment as required in Code273

Section 26-2-371, provided that rules and regulations for food service have been274

incorporated in the regulations for licensing, commissioning, or registering, or permitting275

such programs.276

(f)  The department shall not be authorized to prescribe, question, or regulate the specific277

content of educational curriculum taught by an early care and education program, except278

to the extent that a program operates Georgia's Pre-K Program or any other voluntary279

educational program administered by the department.280

(g)  Persons who operate licensed, commissioned, or permitted early care and education281

programs shall be required to post in a conspicuous place next to telephones in the home282

or center the telephone numbers of the nearest or applicable providers of emergency283

medical, police, and fire services.284

(h)  Persons who operate licensed, commissioned, or permitted early care and education285

programs shall post signs prohibiting smoking to carry out the purposes of Chapter 12A of286

Title 31.287

(i)  Child Group day-care homes and child care learning centers shall provide a minimum288

of 35 square feet of usable space consisting of indoor play areas, rest areas, and dining289

facilities for each child present in the facility.  Child care learning centers will be allowed290

to designate in writing to the department two one-hour periods daily during which 25291

square feet of usable space per child for children aged three years and older may be292

provided.  Notwithstanding the limitation to 18 children prescribed in Code Section293

20-1A-2, group day-care homes will be allowed to designate in writing to the department294

two one-hour periods daily during which 25 square feet of usable space per child for295

children aged three years and older may be provided.  Notwithstanding the limitation to six296

children prescribed in Code Section 20-1A-2, a family day-care child care learning home297

operator may care for two additional children aged three years and older for two designated298

one-hour periods daily.  Notwithstanding the provisions of this subsection, all other299

applicable rules and regulations shall apply.300

(j)  The department shall assist applicants, licensees license holders, registrants, or persons301

holding commissions commission holders, and permit holders in meeting applicable rules302

and regulations of the department for early care and education programs.303

(k)(1)  Application for a license, commission, or registration, or permit for an early care304

and education program shall be made to the department upon forms furnished by the305

department.  Upon receipt of an application for a license, commission, registration, or306

commission permit and upon presentation by the applicant of evidence that the early care307
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and education program meets the rules and regulations prescribed by the department, the308

department shall issue such early care and education program a license, registration, or309

commission for a one-year period, or permit in accordance with procedures, standards,310

rules and regulations established by the board.311

(2)  The On and after May 12, 2010, the following annual fees shall apply to applications312

for licensure, registration, any license or commission as a child care learning center,313

group day-care home, or family day-care home:314

(A)  Capacity of fewer than one to 25 children . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .315 $   50.00 

(B)  Capacity of 26 to 50 children . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .316 100.00 

(C)  Capacity of 51 to 100 children . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .317 150.00 

(D)  Capacity of 101 to 200 children . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .318 200.00 

(E)  Capacity of more than 200 children . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .319 250.00

(l)(1)  If the department finds that an early care and education program that currently320

cares for children plans to undergo a change in ownership, the department may issue a321

permit to such program to facilitate such change of ownership without disruption of care.322

If such program complies with all licensing requirements prior to the expiration of the323

permit, the department may issue a license to such program in accordance with this Code324

section.325

(2)  If the department finds that any early care and education program applicant does not326

meet rules and regulations prescribed by the department but is attempting to meet such327

rules and regulations, the department may, in its discretion, issue a temporary license,328

registration, or commission to such early care and education program, but such temporary329

license, registration, or commission shall not be issued for more than a one-year period.330

Upon presentation of satisfactory evidence that such program is making progress toward331

meeting prescribed rules and regulations of the department, the department may, in its332

discretion, reissue such temporary license, registration, or commission for one additional333

period not to exceed one year.  As an alternative to a temporary license, registration, or334

commission, the department, in its discretion, may issue a restricted license, registration,335

or commission which states the restrictions on its face.336

(m)  The department shall refuse to issue a license, registration, or commission,337

registration, or permit upon a showing of:338

(1)  Noncompliance with the rules and regulations for family day-care homes, group339

day-care homes, family child care learning homes or child care learning centers which340

are designated in writing to the facilities as being related to children's health and safety;341

(2)  Flagrant and continued operation of an unlicensed, unregistered, or uncommissioned,342

or unpermitted facility in contravention of the law;343
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(3)  Prior license, registration, or commission, registration, or permit denial or revocation344

within one year of application; or345

(4)  Failure to pay the required annual license or commission fee for licensure,346

registration, or commission of early care and education programs.347

(n)  All licensed, registered, or commissioned, or permitted early care and education348

programs shall prominently display the license, registration, or commission, or permit349

issued to such program by the department at some point near the entrance of the premises350

of such program that is open to view by the public.351

(o)  The department's action revoking or refusing to renew or issue a license, commission,352

registration, or commission permit required by this Code section shall be preceded by353

notice and opportunity for a hearing and shall constitute a contested case within the354

meaning of Chapter 13 of Title 50, the 'Georgia Administrative Procedure Act,' except that355

only 30 days' notice in writing from the commissioner's designee shall be required prior to356

license, registration, or commission such revocation or refusal to renew and except that357

hearings held relating to such action by the department may be closed to the public if the358

hearing officer determines that an open hearing would be detrimental to the physical or359

mental health of any child who will testify at that hearing.360

(p)  It shall be the duty of the department to inspect at regular intervals all licensed,361

registered, or commissioned, or permitted early care and education programs within the362

state.  The department shall have right of entrance, privilege of inspection, and right of363

access to all children under the care and control of the licensee, registrant, or commissionee364

license, commission, or permit holder.365

(q)  If any flagrant abuses, derelictions, or deficiencies are made known to the department366

or its duly authorized agents during their inspection of any licensed, commissioned, or367

permitted early care and education program or if, at any time, such are reported to the368

department, the department shall immediately investigate such matters and take such action369

as conditions may require.370

(r)  If any abuses, derelictions, or deficiencies are found in the operation and management371

of any early care and education program, including failure to pay the required annual372

license or commission fee for licensure, registration, or commission, they shall be brought373

immediately to the attention of the management of such program; and if correctable, but374

not corrected within a reasonable time, the department shall revoke the license, registration,375

or commission, registration, or permit of such program in the manner prescribed in this376

Code section.377

(s)  The department may require periodic reports from early care and education programs378

in such forms and at such times as the department may prescribe.379
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(t)  Any person who shall operate an early care and education program without a license,380

commission, registration, or commission issued by the department or permit shall be guilty381

of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine of not less than382

$50.00 nor more than $200.00 or by imprisonment not exceeding 12 months, or both, for383

each such offense.  Each day of operation without a license, commission, registration, or384

commission permit shall constitute a separate offense.385

(u)  The department may, without regard to the availability of other remedies, including386

administrative remedies, seek an injunction against the continued operation of an early care387

and education program without a license, commission, registration, or commission or388

permit or the continued operation of an early care and education program in willful389

violation of this chapter or of any regulation of the department or of any order of the390

department.391

(v)  Each family child care learning home and child care learning center shall be required392

to obtain a separate license, commission, or permit for each facility and shall have a393

separate director for each facility.  The term 'licensed child care learning center' shall394

include a commissioned child care learning center and any references in this Code to a395

licensed child care learning center, including criminal, administrative, and civil provisions396

applicable to licensed child care learning centers, shall include and apply to commissioned397

child care learning centers unless otherwise provided in this Code section.398

20-1A-10.1.399

A determination by the department regarding payments and eligibility pursuant to any400

federal program or grant shall be preceded by notice and opportunity for a hearing and shall401

constitute a contested case within the meaning of Chapter 13 of Title 50, the 'Georgia402

Administrative Procedure Act.'403

20-1A-11.404

(a)  Any person who violates the provisions of Code Section 20-1A-10 or who hinders,405

obstructs, or otherwise interferes with any representative of the department in the discharge406

of that person's official duties in making inspections as provided in such Code section or407

in investigating complaints as provided in such Code section shall be guilty of a408

misdemeanor.409

(b)(1)  Any person, license holder, commission holder, or permit holder who:410

(A)  Violates any licensing, commissioning, or registration permitting provision of this411

chapter or any rule, regulation, or order issued under this chapter or any term,412

condition, or limitation of any license, commission, or registration certificate permit413
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issued under this chapter thereby subjecting a child in care to injury or a life-threatening414

situation; or415

(B)  Commits any violation for which a license, commission, or registration certificate416

permit may be revoked under rules or regulations issued pursuant to this chapter417

may be subject to a civil penalty, to be imposed by the department, not to exceed418

$500.00.  If any violation is a continuing one, each day of such violation shall constitute419

a separate violation for the purpose of computing the applicable civil penalty.420

(2)  Whenever the department proposes to subject a person, license holder, commission421

holder, or permit holder to the imposition of a civil penalty under this subsection, it shall422

notify such person, license holder, commission holder, or permit holder in writing:423

(A)  Setting forth the date, facts, and nature of each act or omission with which the424

person, license holder, commission holder, or permit holder is charged;425

(B)  Specifically identifying the particular provision or provisions of the Code section,426

rule, regulation, order, or license, commission, or registration certificate permit427

requirement involved in the violation; and428

(C)  Advising of each penalty which the department proposes to impose and its amount.429

Such written notice shall be sent by registered or certified mail or statutory overnight430

delivery by the department to the last known address of such person, license holder,431

commission holder, or permit holder.  The person, license holder, commission holder, or432

permit holder so notified shall be granted an opportunity to show in writing, within such433

reasonable period as the department shall by rule or regulation prescribe, why such434

penalty should not be imposed.  The notice shall also advise such person, license holder,435

commission holder, or permit holder that, upon failure to pay the civil penalty436

subsequently determined by the department, if any, the penalty may be collected by civil437

action.  Any person, license holder, commission holder, or permit holder upon whom a438

civil penalty is imposed may appeal such action pursuant to Chapter 13 of Title 50, the439

'Georgia Administrative Procedure Act.'440

(3)  A civil penalty finally determined under this Code section may be collected by civil441

action in the event that such penalty is not paid as required.  On the request of the442

department, the Attorney General is authorized to institute a civil action to collect a443

penalty imposed pursuant to this subsection.  The Attorney General shall have the444

exclusive power to compromise, mitigate, or remit such civil penalties as are referred to445

the Attorney General for collection.446

(4)  All moneys collected from civil penalties shall be paid to the state for deposit in the447

general fund.448
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20-1A-12.449

(a)  This Code section shall be applicable to any early care and education program which450

is subject to regulation by the department in accordance with this chapter.  For purposes451

of this Code section, the term 'license' shall be used to refer to any license, registration, or452

commission, or permit issued by the department pursuant to the provisions of this chapter453

and the term 'licensing requirements' shall be used to refer to any conditions related to the454

issuance and retention of any license, commission, or permit pursuant to the provisions of455

this chapter.456

(b)  The department shall have the authority to take any of the actions enumerated in457

(2)  Failed or refused to provide the department with access to the premises subject to464

regulation or information pertinent to the initial or continued licensing of the program;465

(3)  Failed to comply with the licensing requirements or registration requirements of this466

state;467

(4) Failed to pay the annual fee for licensure, registration, or commission of early care468

and education programs required by subsection (k) of Code Section 20-1A-10; or469

(5)  Failed to comply with any provisions of this Code section chapter.470

(c)  When the department finds that any applicant or holder of a license or registration has471

violated any provision of subsection (b) of this Code section or laws, rules, regulations, or472

formal orders related to the initial or continued licensing of the program, the department,473

subject to notice and opportunity for hearing, may take any of the following actions:474

(1)  Refuse to grant a license or registration; provided, however, that the department may475

refuse to grant a license or registration without holding a hearing prior to taking such476

action.  The early care and education program shall have the right to appeal the denial in477

accordance with subsection (o) of Code Section 20-1A-10; provided, however, that the478

program shall remain closed until the appeal decision is issued;479

(2)  Administer a public reprimand;480

(3)  Suspend any license or registration for a definite period or for an indefinite period in481

connection with any condition which may be attached to the restoration of said license482

or registration;483

(4)  Prohibit any applicant or holder of a license or registration from allowing a person484

who previously was involved in the management or control, as defined by rule, of any485
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program which has had its license or registration revoked or denied within the past 12486

months to be involved in the management or control of such program;487

(5)  Revoke any license or registration;488

(6)  Impose a fine, not to exceed a total of $25,000.00, of up to $500.00 per day for each489

violation of a law, rule, regulation, or formal order related to the initial or ongoing490

licensing requirement of any program;491

(7)  Impose a late fee of up to $250.00 for failure of an early care and education program492

to pay the annual fee for licensure, registration,  or commission required by subsection493

(k) of Code Section 20-1A-10 within 30 days of the due date as established by the494

department; or495

(8)  Limit or restrict any license as the department deems necessary for the protection of496

the public or enforcement of any law, rule, regulation, or formal order related to the497

licensing requirements of any program, including, but not limited to, restricting some or498

all services of or admissions into a program for a time certain.499

In taking any of the actions enumerated in this subsection, the department shall consider500

the seriousness of the violation, including the circumstances, extent, and gravity of the501

prohibited acts, and the hazard or potential hazard created to the health or safety of the502

public.503

(d)  The department may shall deny a license or registration or otherwise restrict a license504

or registration for any applicant who has had a license or registration denied, revoked, or505

suspended within one year of the date of an application or who has transferred ownership506

or governing authority of a program subject to regulation by the department within one507

year of the date of a new application when such transfer was made in order to avert denial,508

revocation, or suspension of a such license or registration.509

(e)  With regard to any contested case instituted by the department pursuant to this Code510

section or other provisions of law which may now or hereafter authorize remedial or511

disciplinary grounds and action, the department may, in its discretion, dispose of the action512

so instituted by settlement.  In such cases, all parties, successors, and assigns to any513

settlement agreement shall be bound by the terms specified in such agreement and violation514

of such agreement thereof by any applicant or holder of a license shall constitute grounds515

for any action enumerated in subsection (c) of this Code section.516

(f)  The department shall have the authority to make public or private investigations or517

examinations inside or outside of this state to determine whether the provisions of this518

Code section or any other law, rule, regulation, or formal order relating to the any licensing519

requirement of a program has been violated.  Such investigations may be initiated at any520

time, in the discretion of the department, and may continue during the pendency of any521

action initiated by the department pursuant to subsection (c) of this Code section.522
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(g)  For the purpose of conducting any investigation, inspection, or survey, the department523

shall have the authority to require the production of any books, records, papers, or other524

information related to the initial or continued any licensing requirement of any program.525

(j)  In an administrative or legal proceeding under this Code section, a person or entity539

claiming an exemption or an exception granted by law, rule, regulation, or formal order has540

the burden of proving this exemption or exception.541

(k)  This Code section and all actions resulting from its provisions shall be administered542

in accordance with Chapter 13 of Title 50, the 'Georgia Administrative Procedure Act.'543

(l)  The provisions of this Code section shall be supplemental to and shall not operate to544

prohibit the department from acting pursuant to those provisions of law which may now545

or hereafter authorize remedial or disciplinary grounds and action for the department.  In546

cases where those other provisions of law so authorize other disciplinary grounds and547

actions, but this Code section limits such grounds or actions, those other provisions shall548

apply.549

(m)  The board is authorized to promulgate rules and regulations to implement the550

provisions of this Code section.551

20-1A-13.552

(a)  As used in this Code section, the term:553

(1)  'Emergency order' or 'order' means a written directive by the commissioner or the554

commissioner's designee placing a monitor in an early care and education a program or555

providing notice of intended emergency closure of an early care and education a program.556

(2)  'Monitor' means a person designated by the department to remain on site in a program557

as an agent of the department, observing conditions.558
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(3)  'Preliminary hearing' means a hearing held by the Office of State Administrative559

Hearings as soon as possible after the order is entered at the request of a program which560

has been affected by an emergency order placing a monitor in the program or upon notice561

of intended emergency closure of a program in accordance with Chapter 13 of Title 50,562

the 'Georgia Administrative Procedure Act.'563

(4)  'Program' means a child care learning center or a family child care learning home.564

(b)(1)  The commissioner or his or her designee may order the emergency placement of565

a monitor or monitors in an early care and education a program upon a finding that rules566

and regulations of the department are being violated which threaten the health, safety, or567

welfare of children in the care of the program and when one or more of the following568

conditions are present:569

(A)  The program is operating without a license, commission, or registration permit;570

(B)  The department has denied application for license, registration, or commission, or571

permit or has initiated action to revoke the existing license, registration, or commission,572

or permit of the program; or573

(C)  Children are suspected of being subjected to injury or life-threatening situations574

or the health or safety of a child or children is in danger.575

(2)  A monitor may be placed in a program for no more than ten consecutive calendar576

days, during which time the monitor shall observe conditions and regulatory compliance577

with any recommended remedial action of the department.  Upon expiration of the578

ten-day period, should the conditions warrant, the initial ten-day period may be extended579

for an additional ten-day period.  The monitor shall report to the department.  The580

monitor shall not assume any administrative or child-caring responsibility within the581

program, nor shall the monitor be liable for any actions of the program.  The salary and582

related costs and travel and subsistence allowance as defined by department policy of583

placing a monitor in a program shall be reimbursed to the department by the program,584

unless the order placing the monitor is determined to be invalid in a contested case or by585

final adjudication by a court of competent jurisdiction, in which event the cost shall be586

paid by the department.587

(3)  Upon a closure, the program shall be required to immediately notify the parent or605

guardian of each child enrolled in the program.  Upon a closure, the commissioner or his606

or her designee shall immediately conduct a review into the circumstances of the minor's607

death or the circumstances where a child's safety or welfare is in imminent danger.  If the608

commissioner determines that the program where such minor's death occurred or where609

imminent danger exists fails to meet the specifications and requirements of this chapter,610

the commissioner shall immediately revoke such program's license in accordance with611

subsection (o) of Code Section 20-1A-10, commission, or permit.  The program shall612

have the right to appeal the revocation in accordance with subsection (o) of Code Section613

20-1A-10; provided, however, that the program shall remain closed until the appeal614

decision is issued.  If the commissioner determines that the administration or conditions615

of the program were not the cause of the minor's death or that a child's safety and welfare616

is not in imminent danger or if the department has not issued a revocation notice within617

the initial closure period, the commissioner shall immediately reopen the program for its618

continued operation.619

(d)  An emergency order shall contain the following:620

(1)  The scope of the order;621

(2)  The reasons for the issuance of the order;622

(3)  The effective date of the order if other than the date the order is issued;623

(4)  The person to whom questions regarding the order are to be addressed; and624

(5)  Notice of the right to a preliminary hearing.625

(e)  Unless otherwise provided in the order, an emergency order shall become effective626

upon its service.  Service of an emergency order may be made upon the owner of the627

facility, the director of the facility, or any other agent, employee, or person in charge of the628

facility at the time of the service of the order.629

(f)  A request for a preliminary hearing shall be made in writing within 48 hours from the630

time of service, excepting weekends.  The request shall be made to the representative of631

demonstration of new and innovative approaches to delivery of services upon a showing667

the potential to improve service delivery;670

(4)  Waivers or variances which affect an entire class of programs may only be approved671

by the board and shall be for a time certain, as determined by the board.  A notice of the672

proposed variance or waiver affecting an entire class of programs shall be made in673

accordance with the requirements for notice of rule making in Chapter 13 of Title 50, the674

'Georgia Administrative Procedure Act'; or675

(5)  Variances or waivers which affect only one program in a class may be approved or676

denied by the department and shall be for a time certain, as determined by the677

department.  The department shall maintain a record of such action and shall make this678

information available to the board and all other persons who request it.679

(b)  The department may exempt classes of programs from regulation when, in the680

department's judgment, regulation would not permit the purpose intended or the class of681

programs is subject to similar requirements under other rules and regulations.  Such682

exemptions shall be provided in rules and regulations promulgated by the board.683

(a)  As used in this chapter, the term 'inspection warrant' means a warrant authorizing a685

search or inspection of private property where such a search or inspection is one that is686

necessary for the enforcement of any of the provisions of laws authorizing licensure,687

inspection, or regulation by the department.688

(2)  The warrant describes, either directly or by reference to the affidavit, the property712

upon which the inspection is to occur and is sufficiently accurate that the executor of the713

warrant and the owner or possessor of the property can reasonably determine from it the714

property of which the warrant authorizes an inspection;715

(3)  The warrant indicates the conditions, objects, activities, or circumstances which the716

inspection is intended to check or reveal; and717

(4)  The warrant refers, in general terms, to the statutory or regulatory provisions sought718

to be enforced.719

(f)  No facts discovered or evidence obtained in an inspection conducted under authority720

of an inspection warrant issued pursuant to this chapter shall be competent as evidence in721

any criminal proceeding against any party.722

granted; provided, however, that this division shall not apply to a violation of Chapter779

(6)(5)  'Employee' means any person, other than a director, who is 17 years of age or795

older and is employed by a center an early care and education program to perform at any796

of the center's facilities any duties which involve personal contact between that person797

and any child being cared for at the facility and also includes any adult person who798

resides at the facility or who, with or without compensation, performs duties for the799

center early care and education program which involve personal contact between that800

person and any child being cared for by the center early care and education program;801

(13)  'License' means the document issued by the department to authorize the center to820

which it is issued to operate a facility.821

(14)(12)  'Preliminary records check determination' means a satisfactory or unsatisfactory822

determination by the director based only upon a comparison of GCIC information823

obtained solely from a law enforcement agency within the state with other than824

fingerprint information regarding the person upon whom the records check is being825

performed for purposes of this article.826

(15)(13)  'Provisional employee' means an individual other than a director whose duties827

involve personal contact between that person and any child being cared for at the facility828

and who is hired for a limited period of employment.829
