Service and served in various departments of the ministry, including Administration,

WHEREAS, he served in many different capacities on Nigeria's diplomatic missions in
Athens, Greece; Bonn, Germany; Seoul, South Korea; and Banjul, Gambia, where he served

as Acting High Commissioner for more than five years; and
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WHEREAS, Geoffrey Teneilabe was appointed Ambassador by President Goodluck
Jonathan in May, 2012.
