WHEREAS, Alan Essig has a long history of service to the State of Georgia in both the

public and private sectors; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Essig came to Georgia after working as a legislative budget analyst for the

New York State Finance Committee; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Essig worked as a Senior Research Associate with the Fiscal Research
Center of the Andrew Young School of Policy Studies at Georgia State University; and

WHEREAS, he has served the State of Georgia in positions of responsibility and authority
in both the executive and legislative branches for many years, serving as Deputy Policy
Director for the Georgia Governor's Office, Committee Aide for both the Georgia State
Senate and the Georgia House of Representatives Appropriations Committees, Assistant
Commissioner for the Georgia Department of Human Resources, Director of the Georgia
State Senate Research Office, and Deputy Director of the Budgetary Responsibility

Oversight Committee; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Essig holds a bachelor's degree in history from the State University of New
York at Buffalo and a master's degree in public administration from the State University of

New York at Albany; and

WHEREAS, Georgia Trend magazine named Mr. Essig one of the 100 Most Influential
Georgians in 2011, 2012, and 2013; and
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WHEREAS, he has been quoted as an authority on fiscal matters in many state and national
publications, including the New York Times, The Atlanta Journal-Constitution, Savannah
Morning News, Albany Herald, and NPR Weekend Edition; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Essig served in the nonprofit world as the founding Executive Director of
the Georgia Budget Policy Institute from 2004-2015, during which time he built that
organization into a responsible and credible source of research and analysis on a range of

budgetary and fiscal matters important to the people of this state; and

WHEREAS, under his leadership, the Georgia Budget Policy Institute has become an
important source of information to the public, to advocates, to legislators, and to elected

officials in state government in Georgia.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE that the members of this body
commend Alan Essig on his distinguished career; on his effective, unselfish, and dedicated
