the balances of the general fund, the Medicaid contingency and reserve
account, the state tuition reserve account, and the counter-cyclical
revenue and economic stabilization fund (less any outstanding loans).
Changes the name of the state tuition reserve fund to an account within
the state general fund. Prohibits the budget agency from enforcing a
policy or procedure against certain agencies and officials by refusing
to allot money from the personal services/fringe benefits contingency
fund to the official or agency. Establishes the securities rating
settlement fund for the purpose of depositing and distributing money
received under a multistate agreement related to litigation concerning
securities rating agencies.

Provides that a
problem solving court that is a veteran's court may assume jurisdiction
over a veteran who: (1) meets certain eligibility requirements; and (2)
is referred to the problem solving court by a court in another
jurisdiction. Specifies that a court may consider as a mitigating factor
that a person convicted of a crime has posttraumatic stress disorder,
traumatic brain injury, or a postconcussive brain injury. Provides that
if a court suspends a sentence and orders probation for such a person,
the court may require the person to receive treatment for the person's
injuries. Provides that the document storage fee is $5 after June 30,
2015, and before July 1, 2017, and $2 after June 30, 2017.

1 SECTION 1.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]

3 (a) The following definitions apply throughout this act:
4 (1) "Augmentation allowed" means the governor and the budget agency are
5 authorized to add to an appropriation in this act from revenues accruing to the
6 fund from which the appropriation was made.

The fund shall be
5 kept intact by separate entries in the auditor of state's office, and no part of the fund
6 shall be used for any purpose other than the lawful purpose of the fund or revert
7 to any other fund at any time. However, any unencumbered excess above any prescribed
8 amount may be transferred to the state general fund at the close of each fiscal year
9 unless otherwise specified in the Indiana Code.

13 For the conduct of state government, its offices, funds, boards, commissions, departments,

38 Included in the above appropriations for house and senate expenses are funds for
39 a legislative business per diem allowance, meals, and other usual and customary
40 expenses associated with legislative affairs. Except as provided below, this allowance
41 is to be paid to each member of the general assembly for every day, including Sundays,
42 during which the general assembly is convened in regular or special session, commencing
43 with the day the session is officially convened and concluding with the day the session
44 is adjourned sine die. However, after five (5) consecutive days of recess, the legislative
45 business per diem allowance is to be made on an individual voucher basis until the
46 recess concludes.

48 Each member of the general assembly is entitled, when authorized by the speaker of the

13 of residence to the state capitol. However, if the member traveled by a means other
14 than by motor vehicle, and the member's usual place of residence is more than one
15 hundred (100) miles from the state capitol, the member is entitled to reimbursement
16 in an amount equal to the lowest air travel cost incurred in traveling from the usual
17 place of residence to the state capitol. During the period the general assembly is
18 convened in regular or special session, the mileage allowance shall be limited to
19 one (1) round trip each week per member.

22 SECTION 12.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
23
24 In accordance with IC 20-20-38, the budget agency, with the advice of the board
25 of education and the budget committee, may proportionately augment or reduce
26 an allocation of federal funds made under SECTION 11 of this act.
27
28 SECTION 13.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
29
30 Utility bills for the month of June, travel claims covering the period June 16 to
31 June 30, payroll for the period of the last half of June, any interdepartmental
32 bills for supplies or services for the month of June, and any other miscellaneous
33 expenses incurred during the period June 16 to June 30 shall be charged to the
34 appropriation for the succeeding year. No interdepartmental bill shall be recorded
35 as a refund of expenditure to any current year allotment account for supplies or
36 services rendered or delivered at any time during the preceding June period.
37
38 SECTION 14.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
39
40 The budget agency, under IC 4-10-11, IC 4-12-1-13, and IC 4-13-1, in cooperation
41 with the Indiana department of administration, may fix the amount of reimbursement
42 for traveling expenses (other than transportation) for travel within the limits of Indiana.
43 This amount may not exceed actual lodging and miscellaneous expenses incurred. A
44 person in travel status, as defined by the state travel policies and procedures established
45 by the Indiana department of administration and the budget agency, is entitled to a meal
46 allowance not to exceed during any twenty-four (24) hour period the standard meal
47 allowances established by the federal Internal Revenue Service.
48
49 All appropriations provided by this act or any other statute, for traveling and
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1 hotel expenses for any department, officer, agent, employee, person, trustee, or
2 commissioner, are to be used only for travel within the state of Indiana, unless
3 those expenses are incurred in traveling outside the state of Indiana on trips that
4 previously have received approval as required by the state travel policies and
5 procedures established by the Indiana department of administration and the budget
6 agency. With the required approval, a reimbursement for out-of-state travel expenses
7 may be granted in an amount not to exceed actual lodging and miscellaneous expenses
8 incurred.  A person in travel status is entitled to a meal allowance not to exceed during
9 any twenty-four (24) hour period the standard meal allowances established by the

10 federal Internal Revenue Service for properly approved travel within the continental
11 United States and a minimum of $50 during any twenty-four (24) hour period for
12 properly approved travel outside the continental United States. However, while
13 traveling in Japan, the minimum meal allowance shall not be less than $90 for any
14 twenty-four (24) hour period. While traveling in Korea and Taiwan, the minimum
15 meal allowance shall not be less than $85 for any twenty-four (24) hour period.
16 While traveling in Singapore, China, Great Britain, Germany, the Netherlands, and
17 France, the minimum meal allowance shall not be less than $65 for any twenty-four
18 (24) hour period.
19
20 In the case of the state supported institutions of postsecondary education, approval
21 for out-of-state travel may be given by the chief executive officer of the institution,
22 or the chief executive officer's authorized designee, for the chief executive officer's
23 respective personnel.
24
25 Before reimbursing overnight travel expenses, the auditor of state shall require
26 documentation as prescribed in the state travel policies and procedures established
27 by the Indiana department of administration and the budget agency. No appropriation
28 from any fund may be construed as authorizing the payment of any sum in excess of
29 the standard mileage rates for personally owned transportation equipment established
30 by the federal Internal Revenue Service when used in the discharge of state business.
31 The Indiana department of administration and the budget agency may adopt policies
32 and procedures relative to the reimbursement of travel and moving expenses of new
33 state employees and the reimbursement of travel expenses of prospective employees
34 who are invited to interview with the state.
35
36 SECTION 15.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
37
38 Notwithstanding IC 4-10-11-2.1, the salary per diem of members of boards, commissions,
39 and councils who are entitled to a salary per diem is equal to the amount of the
40 legislative business per diem allowance for members of the general assembly as determined
41 under SECTION 3 of this act. However, members of boards, commissions, or councils
42 who receive an annual or a monthly salary paid by the state are not entitled to
43 the salary per diem provided in IC 4-10-11-2.1.
44
45 SECTION 16.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
46
47 No payment for personal services shall be made by the auditor of state unless the
48 payment has been approved by the budget agency or the designee of the budget agency.
49
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1 SECTION 17.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
2
3 No warrant for operating expenses, capital outlay, or fixed charges shall be issued to
4 any department or an institution unless the receipts of the department or institution
5 have been deposited into the state treasury for the month. However, if a department or
6 an institution has more than $10,000 in daily receipts, the receipts shall be deposited
7 into the state treasury daily.
8
9 SECTION 18.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]

10
11 In case of loss by fire or any other cause involving any state institution or department,
12 the proceeds derived from the settlement of any claim for the loss shall be deposited in
13 the state treasury, and the amount deposited is hereby reappropriated to the institution
14 or department for the purpose of replacing the loss. If it is determined that the loss shall
15 not be replaced, any funds received from the settlement of a claim shall be deposited
16 into the state general fund.
17
18 SECTION 19.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
19
20 If an agency has computer equipment in excess of the needs of that agency, then the
21 excess computer equipment may be sold under the provisions of surplus property sales,
22 and the proceeds of the sale or sales shall be deposited in the state treasury. The amount
23 so deposited is hereby reappropriated to that agency for other operating expenses of the
24 then current year, if approved by the director of the budget agency.
25
26 SECTION 20.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
27
28 This act does not authorize any rehabilitation and repairs to any state buildings,
29 nor does it allow that any obligations be incurred for lands and structures, without
30 the prior approval of the budget director or the director's designee. This SECTION
31 does not apply to contracts for the state universities supported in whole or in part
32 by state funds.
33
34 SECTION 21.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
35
36 If an agency has an annual appropriation fixed by law, and if the agency also receives
37 an appropriation in this act for the same function or program, the appropriation in
38 this act supersedes any other appropriations and is the total appropriation for the
39 agency for that program or function.
40
41 SECTION 22.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
42
43 The balance of any appropriation or funds heretofore placed or remaining to the
44 credit of any division of the state of Indiana, and any appropriation or funds provided
45 in this act placed to the credit of any division of the state of Indiana, the powers,
46 duties, and functions whereof are assigned and transferred to any department for
47 salaries, maintenance, operation, construction, or other expenses in the exercise
48 of such powers, duties, and functions, shall be transferred to the credit of the
49 department to which such assignment and transfer is made, and the same shall be
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1 available for the objects and purposes for which appropriated originally.
2
3 SECTION 23.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
4
5 The director of the division of procurement of the Indiana department of administration,
6 or any other person or agency authorized to make purchases of equipment, shall not
7 honor any requisition for the purchase of an automobile that is to be paid for from any
8 appropriation made by this act or any other act, unless the following facts are shown
9 to the satisfaction of the commissioner of the Indiana department of administration or

10 the commissioner's designee:
11 (1) In the case of an elected state officer, it shall be shown that the duties of the
12 office require driving about the state of Indiana in the performance of official duty.
13 (2) In the case of department or commission heads, it shall be shown that the statutory
14 duties imposed in the discharge of the office require traveling a greater distance
15 than one thousand (1,000) miles each month or that they are subject to official duty
16 call at all times.
17 (3) In the case of employees, it shall be shown that the major portion of the duties
18 assigned to the employee require travel on state business in excess of one thousand
19 (1,000) miles each month, or that the vehicle is identified by the agency as an integral
20 part of the job assignment.
21
22 In computing the number of miles required to be driven by a department head or an
23 employee, the distance between the individual's home and office or designated official
24 station is not to be considered as a part of the total. Department heads shall annually
25 submit justification for the continued assignment of each vehicle in their department,
26 which shall be reviewed by the commissioner of the Indiana department of administration,
27 or the commissioner's designee. There shall be an insignia permanently affixed on
28 each side of all state owned cars, designating the cars as being state owned. However,
29 this requirement does not apply to state owned cars driven by elected state officials
30 or to cases where the commissioner of the Indiana department of administration or
31 the commissioner's designee determines that affixing insignia on state owned cars
32 would hinder or handicap the persons driving the cars in the performance of their
33 official duties.
34
35 SECTION 24.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
36
37 When budget agency approval or review is required under this act, the budget agency
38 may refer to the budget committee any budgetary or fiscal matter for an advisory
39 recommendation. The budget committee may hold hearings and take any actions
40 authorized by IC 4-12-1-11, and may make an advisory recommendation to the budget
41 agency.
42
43 SECTION 25.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
44
45 The governor of the state of Indiana is solely authorized to accept on behalf of the
46 state any and all federal funds available to the state of Indiana. Federal funds
47 received under this SECTION are appropriated for purposes specified by the federal
48 government, subject to allotment by the budget agency. The provisions of this
49 SECTION and all other SECTIONS concerning the acceptance, disbursement,
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1 review, and approval of any grant, loan, or gift made by the federal government
2 or any other source to the state or its agencies and political subdivisions shall
3 apply, notwithstanding any other law.
4
5 SECTION 26.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
6
7 Federal funds received as revenue by a state agency or department are not available
8 to the agency or department for expenditure until allotment has been made by the
9 budget agency under IC 4-12-1-12(d).

10
11 SECTION 27.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
12
13 A contract or an agreement for personal services or other services may not be
14 entered into by any agency or department of state government without the approval
15 of the budget agency or the designee of the budget director.
16
17 SECTION 28.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
18
19 Except in those cases where a specific appropriation has been made to cover the
20 payments for any of the following, the auditor of state shall transfer, from the
21 personal services appropriations for each of the various agencies and departments,
22 necessary payments for Social Security, public employees' retirement, health
23 insurance, life insurance, and any other similar payments directed by the budget
24 agency.
25
26 SECTION 29.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
27
28 Subject to SECTION 24 of this act as it relates to the budget committee, the budget
29 agency with the approval of the governor may withhold allotments of any or all
30 appropriations contained in this act for the 2015-2017 biennium, if it is considered
31 necessary to do so in order to prevent a deficit financial situation.
32
33 SECTION 30.  [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]
34
35 CONSTRUCTION
36
37 For the 2015-2017 biennium, the following amounts, from the funds listed as follows,
38 are hereby appropriated to provide for the construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation,
39 repair, purchase, rental, and sale of state properties, capital lease rentals, and the
40 purchase and sale of land, including equipment for such properties and other projects
41 as specified.

(2) the form of property.43

(b) The term includes stabilization work and the maintenance of historic building materials.44
Sec. 5. (a) As used in this chapter, "qualified expenditures" means expenditures for preservation45

or rehabilitation that are chargeable to a capital account and limited to a project to the exterior of46
a building.47
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(b) The term does not include costs that are incurred to do the following:1
(1) Acquire a property or an interest in a property.2
(2) Pay taxes due on a property.3
(3) Enlarge an existing structure.4
(4) Pay realtor's fees associated with a structure or property.5
(5) Pay paving and landscaping costs.6
(6) Pay sales and marketing costs.7

Sec. 6. As used in this chapter, "rehabilitation" means the process of returning a property to a8
state of utility through repair or alteration that makes possible an efficient contemporary use while9
preserving the parts or features of the property that are significant to the historical or architectural10
values of the property.11

Sec. 7. (a) The office may award a grant to a person in the year in which the person completes12
the preservation or rehabilitation of historic property and obtains the certifications required under13
section 8 of this chapter.14

(b) The maximum amount of a grant awarded under this section is equal to twenty percent15
(20%) of the qualified expenditures that:16

(1) the person makes for the preservation or rehabilitation of historic property; and17
(2) are approved by the office.18

Sec. 8. The office may award a grant to a person if all the following conditions are met:19
(1) The historic property is:20

(A) located in Indiana;21
(B) at least fifty (50) years old; and22
(C) owned by the person.23

(2) The office certifies that the historic property is listed in the register of Indiana historic sites24
and historic structures.25
(3) The office certifies that the person submitted a proposed preservation or rehabilitation26
plan to the division that complies with the standards of the division.27
(4) The office certifies that the preservation or rehabilitation work that is the subject of the28
grant substantially complies with the proposed plan referred to in subdivision (3).29
(5) The preservation or rehabilitation work is completed in not more than:30

(A) two (2) years; or31
(B) five (5) years if the preservation or rehabilitation plan indicates that the preservation32
or rehabilitation is initially planned for completion in phases.33

The time in which work must be completed begins when the physical work of construction or34
destruction in preparation for construction begins.35
(6) The historic property is:36

(A) actively used in a trade or business;37
(B) held for the production of income; or38
(C) held for the rental or other use in the ordinary course of the person's trade or business.39

(7) The qualified expenditures for preservation or rehabilitation of the historic property40
exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000).41

Sec. 9. The office may provide the certifications referred to in section 8(3) and 8(4) of this42
chapter if a person's proposed preservation or rehabilitation plan complies with the standards of43
the office and the person's preservation or rehabilitation work complies with the plan.44

Sec. 10. The total amount of grants awarded under this chapter in a particular state fiscal year45
may not exceed the amount appropriated by the general assembly to the office for making grants46
under this chapter in that state fiscal year.47

In the event the budget agency and a majority15
of the members of the budget committee shall differ upon any item, matter, or amount to be included in16
such report and bills, the recommendation of the budget agency shall be included in the budget bill or17
bills, and the particular item, matter or amount, and the extent of and reasons for the differences between18
the budget agency and the budget committee shall be stated fully in the budget report. The budget19
committee shall submit the budget report and the budget bill or bills to the governor before:20

(1) the second Monday of January in the year immediately following the calendar year in which the21
budget report and budget bill or bills are prepared, if the budget report and budget bill or bills are22
prepared in a calendar year other than a calendar year in which a gubernatorial election is held; or23
(2) the third Monday of January, if the budget report and budget bill or bills are prepared in the same24
calendar year in which a gubernatorial election is held.25

The governor shall deliver to the house members of the budget committee such bill or bills for26
introduction into the house of representatives.27

(b) Whenever during the period beginning thirty (30) days prior to a regular session of the general28
assembly the budget report and budget bill or bills have been completed and printed and are available for29
distribution, upon the request of a member of the general assembly an informal distribution of one (1)30
copy of each such document shall be made by the budget committee to such members. During business31
hours, and as may be otherwise required during sessions of the general assembly, the budget agency shall32
make available to the members of the general assembly so much as they shall require of its accumulated33
staff information, analyses and reports concerning the fiscal affairs of the state and the current budget34
report and budget bill or bills.35

(c) The budget report shall include at least the following five (5) parts:36
(1) A statement of budget policy, including but not limited to recommendations with reference to37
the fiscal policy of the state for the coming budget period, and describing the important features of38
the budget.39

(3) The detailed data on actual receipts and expenditures for the previous fiscal year or two (2) fiscal42
years depending upon the length of the budget period for which the budget bill or bills is proposed,43
the estimated receipts and expenditures for the current year, and for the ensuing budget period, and44
the anticipated balances at the end of the current fiscal year and the ensuing budget period. Such45
data shall be supplemented with necessary explanatory schedules and statements, including a46
statement of any differences between the recommendations of the budget agency and of the budget47
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committee.1
(4) A description of the capital improvement program for the state and an explanation of its relation2
to the budget.3
(5) The budget bills.4
(6) A list of tax expenditures for individual income tax and corporate income tax under5
IC 6-3.1 for the previous fiscal year, the current fiscal year, and the ensuing budget period.6

(d) The budget report shall cover and include all special and dedicated revenue funds as well as the7
general revenue fund and shall include the estimated amounts of federal aids, for whatever purpose8
provided, together with estimated expenditures therefrom.9

(e) The budget agency shall furnish the governor with any further information required concerning the10
budget, and upon request shall attend hearings of committees of the general assembly on the budget bills.11

SECTION 44. IC 4-12-1-13, AS AMENDED BY P.L.205-2013, SECTION 64, IS AMENDED TO12
READ AS FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]: Sec. 13. (a) During the interval between sessions13
of the general assembly, the budget agency shall make regular or, at the request of the governor, special14
inspections of the respective institutions of the state supported by public funds.

Except as24
otherwise provided by IC 4-15-2.2, the budget agency shall establish classifications and schedules for25
fixing compensation, salaries and wages of all classes and types of employees of any state agency or state26
agencies, and any and all other such classifications affecting compensation as the budget agency shall27
deem necessary or desirable. The classifications and schedules thus established shall be filed in the office28
of the budget agency. Requests by an appointing authority for salary and wage adjustments or personal29
service payments coming within such classifications and schedules shall become effective when approved30
by, and upon the terms of approval fixed by, the budget agency. All personnel requests pertaining to the31
staffing of programs or agencies supported in whole or in part by federal funds are subject to review and32
approval by the state personnel department under IC 4-15-2.2.33

(c) The budget agency shall review and approve, for the sufficiency of funds, all payments for personal34
services which are submitted to the auditor of state for payment.35

(d) The budget agency shall review all contracts for personal services or other services and no contract36
for personal services or other services may be entered into by any agency of the state before the written37
approval of the budget agency is given. Each demand for payment submitted by an agency to the auditor38
of state under these contracts must be accompanied by a copy of the budget agency approval.

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(f) Except as provided in subsection subsections (g), (h), and (i), the budget agency may adopt such1
policies and procedures not inconsistent with law as it may deem advisable to facilitate and carry out the2
powers and duties of the agency, including the execution and administration of all appropriations made3
by law.

(g) The budget agency may not enforce or apply any policy or procedure, unless specifically authorized5
by this chapter or an applicable statute, against or in relation to the following officials or agencies, unless6
the official or agency consents to comply with the policy or procedure, or emergency circumstances justify7
extraordinary measures to protect the state's budget or fiscal reserves:8

(1) The judicial department of the state.9
(2) The general assembly, the legislative services agency, or any other entity of the legislative10
department of the state.11
(3) The attorney general.12
(4) The auditor of state.13
(5) The secretary of state.14
(6) The superintendent of public instruction.15
(7) The treasurer of state.16

(h) The budget agency may not enforce a policy or procedure against an official or an agency17
specified in subsection (g)(1) through (g)(7) by refusing to allot money from the personal18
services/fringe benefits contingency fund to the official or agency.19

(i) The budget agency may not withhold or refuse to allot appropriations for a state educational20
institution without review by the budget committee.21

17 (9) To prepare and administer an indirect cost allocation plan for the state of Indiana.
18 (10) To perform such tasks related to the above powers and duties as may be required by the
19 governor.
20 (c) Staff members and other employees of the federal aid management division shall be appointed in
21 the same manner prescribed by law for selection of other personnel of the budget agency. The governor

may, at the governor's discretion, appoint a chief of the federal aid management division.22

(B) on the participant's last day of service, an elected or appointed officer.47
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(2) After June 30, 2007, and before July 1, 2017, The participant terminates has terminated service:1
(A) from the employer; or2
(B) as an elected or appointed officer.3

(3) By the earlier of the participant's last day of service or July 1, 2017, the participant has4
completed:5

(A) fifteen (15) years of service with the employer; or6
(B) ten (10) years of service as an elected or appointed officer.7

(4) This subdivision does not apply to an elected or appointed officer. By the participant's last8
day of service with the participant's employer, the participant has applied to receive a normal,9
unreduced retirement benefit from the public employee retirement fund of which the10
participant is a member.11

(b) The amount of the contribution to a participant's subaccount under this section is the product of:12
(1) the participant's years of service (rounded down to the nearest whole year):13

(B) as an elected or appointed officer, determined on the earlier of:17

(c) For a participant who has service with more than one (1) employer, the participant's years of service21

(d) The participant's employer must credit the additional contribution made under this section to the26
participant's subaccount not later than sixty (60) days after the participant's last day of service.27

(2) Nonrecurring administrative expenses incurred to carry out the purposes of this chapter.1

(1) An organization or group that promotes tourism in Indiana may apply to the partnership3
council to provide matching funds for an organization or group's tourism campaign.4
(2) If the partnership council approves a campaign in subdivision (1), the partnership council5
shall determine the amount of money the partnership council will match when the organization6
or group spends that amount of money on the campaign.7
(3) The organization or group shall submit copies of paid invoices to indicate the amount of8
money that has been spent on the approved campaign.9
(4) The partnership council shall match the funds that the group or organization has paid up10
to the determined amount of money of the matching grant determined under subdivision (2).11
(5) The partnership council is not obligated to match more than one million dollars ($1,000,000)12
per year under this section.13

(e) The money in the fund at the end of a state fiscal year does not revert to the state general fund14
but remains in the fund.15

(f) The treasurer of state shall invest the money in the fund not currently needed to meet the16
obligations of the fund in the same manner as other public funds may be invested. Interest that17
accrues from these investments shall be deposited in the state general fund.18

(b) The committee shall review any Medicaid state plan amendments, waiver requests, or revisions to38
any Medicaid state plan amendments or waiver requests, to implement or continue the implementation39
of this chapter for the purpose of establishing favorable review of the amendments, requests, and revisions40
by the United States Department of Health and Human Services.41

(c) The committee shall meet at the call of the chair. The members serve without compensation.42
(d) A quorum consists of at least three (3) members. An affirmative vote of at least three (3) members43

of the committee is necessary to approve Medicaid state plan amendments, waiver requests, or revisions44
to the Medicaid state plan or waiver requests.45

(e) The following apply to the approvals and any other determinations required by the committee46
under IC 12-15-44.5 and section 13.3 of this chapter:47
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(1) The committee shall be guided and subject to the intent of the general assembly in the1
passage of IC 12-15-44.5 and section 13.3 of this chapter.2
(2) The chair of the committee shall report any approval and other determination by the3
committee to the budget committee.4
(3) If, in taking action, the committee's vote is tied, the committee shall follow the following5
procedure:6

(d) A Christel House Academy that, before July 1, 2013, was granted a charter by the mayor of41

Indianapolis to establish an adult high school may be entitled to state funding after June 30, 2015, if the42
adult high school was not in operation on May 1, 2013.43

(e) (d) The state funding under this section shall be paid each state fiscal year under a schedule set by44
the budget agency and approved by the governor. However, the schedule shall provide for at least twelve45
(12) payments, that one (1) payment shall be made at least every forty (40) days, and the aggregate of the46
payments in each state fiscal year shall equal the amount required under this section.

(b) Increases or increments in a local salary scale range must be based upon a combination of the27
following factors:28

(1) A combination of the following factors taken together may account for not more than thirty-three29
percent (33%) of the calculation used to determine a teacher's increase or increment:30

(A) The number of years of a teacher's experience.31
(B) The attainment of either:32

(i) additional content area degrees beyond the requirements for employment; or33
(ii) additional content area degrees and credit hours beyond the requirements for employment,34
if required under an agreement bargained under IC 20-29.35

(2) The results of an evaluation conducted under IC 20-28-11.5.36
(3) The assignment of instructional leadership roles, including the responsibility for conducting37
evaluations under IC 20-28-11.5.38
(4) The academic needs of students in the school corporation.39

(c) A teacher rated ineffective or improvement necessary under IC 20-28-11.5 may not receive any raise40
or increment for the following year if the teacher's employment contract is continued. The amount that41
would otherwise have been allocated for the salary increase of teachers rated ineffective or improvement42
necessary shall be allocated for compensation of all teachers rated effective and highly effective based43
on the criteria in subsection (b).44

(d) A teacher who does not receive a raise or increment under subsection (c) may file a request with the45
superintendent or superintendent's designee not later than five (5) days after receiving notice that the46
teacher received a rating of ineffective.

Sec. 4. The board of trustees of Indiana University shall facilitate the development and operation34
of Indiana University-Purdue University Fort Wayne as a multisystem metropolitan university,35
including the goals and policies described in section 2 of this chapter.

the study, progress made in completing the study, and other matters relevant to the study. Any39
information shared in these meetings or otherwise provided to the participants in these meetings,40
except for the final report, may be treated as confidential advisory or deliberative material. Unless41
a different arrangement is agreed to by the chancellor of Indiana University-Purdue University42
Fort Wayne, the Indiana University-Purdue University Fort Wayne Community Council, and the43
Indiana University-Purdue University Fort Wayne Senate for a particular meeting, the meeting44
shall be conducted on the Indiana University-Purdue University Fort Wayne campus.

(B) Petroleum.21
(C) Other pollutants.22

(6) Remediate environmental contamination, including the following, found on any real property or23
structures acquired for redevelopment purposes:24

(A) Hazardous substances.25
(B) Petroleum.26
(C) Other pollutants.27

(7) Repair and maintain structures acquired for redevelopment purposes.28
(8) Remodel, rebuild, enlarge, or make major structural improvements on structures acquired for29
redevelopment purposes.30
(9) Survey or examine any land to determine whether it should be included within an area needing31
redevelopment to be acquired for redevelopment purposes and to determine the value of that land.32
(10) Appear before any other department or agency of the unit, or before any other governmental33
agency in respect to any matter affecting:34

(A) real property acquired or being acquired for redevelopment purposes; or35
(B) any area needing redevelopment within the jurisdiction of the commissioners.36

(11) Institute or defend in the name of the unit any civil action.37
(12) Use any legal or equitable remedy that is necessary or considered proper to protect and enforce38
the rights of and perform the duties of the department of redevelopment.39
(13) Appoint an executive director, appraisers, real estate experts, engineers, architects, surveyors,40
and attorneys.41
(14) Appoint clerks, guards, laborers, and other employees the commission considers advisable,42
except that those appointments must be made in accordance with the merit system of the unit if such43
a system exists.44
(15) Prescribe the duties and regulate the compensation of employees of the department of45
redevelopment.46
(16) Provide a pension and retirement system for employees of the department of redevelopment by47
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using the Indiana public employees' retirement fund or a retirement plan approved by the United1
States Department of Housing and Urban Development.2
(17) Discharge and appoint successors to employees of the department of redevelopment subject to3
subdivision (14).4
(18) Rent offices for use of the department of redevelopment, or accept the use of offices furnished5
by the unit.6
(19) Equip the offices of the department of redevelopment with the necessary furniture, furnishings,7
equipment, records, and supplies.8
(20) Expend, on behalf of the special taxing district, all or any part of the money of the special taxing9
district.10
(21) Contract for the construction of:11

(A) local public improvements (as defined in IC 36-7-14.5-6) or structures that are necessary for12
redevelopment of areas needing redevelopment or economic development within the corporate13
boundaries of the unit; or14
(B) any structure that enhances development or economic development.15

(22) Contract for the construction, extension, or improvement of pedestrian skyways.16
(23) Accept loans, grants, and other forms of financial assistance from the federal government, the17
state government, a municipal corporation, a special taxing district, a foundation, or any other18
source.19
(24) Provide financial assistance (including grants and loans) to enable individuals and families to20
purchase or lease residential units in a multiple unit residential structure within the district.21
However, financial assistance may be provided only to individuals and families whose income is at22
or below the unit's median income for individuals and families, respectively.23
(25) Provide financial assistance (including grants and loans) to neighborhood development24
corporations to permit them to:25

(A) provide financial assistance for the purposes described in subdivision (24); or26
(B) construct, rehabilitate, or repair commercial property within the district.27

(26) Require as a condition of financial assistance to the owner of a multiple unit residential28
structure that any of the units leased by the owner must be leased:29

(A) for a period to be determined by the commission, which may not be less than five (5) years;30
(B) to families whose income does not exceed eighty percent (80%) of the unit's median income31
for families; and32
(C) at an affordable rate.33

(27) This subdivision does not apply to a redevelopment commission in a county for which the total34
amount of net property taxes allocated to all allocation areas or other tax increment financing areas35
established by a redevelopment commission, military base reuse authority, military base36
development authority, or another similar entity in the county in the preceding calendar year37
exceeded nineteen percent (19%) of the total net property taxes billed in the county in the preceding38
calendar year. Subject to prior approval by the fiscal body of the unit that established the39
redevelopment commission, expend money and provide financial assistance (including grants and40
loans):41

(A) in direct support of:42
(i) an active military base located within the unit; or43
(ii) an entity located in the territory or facilities of a military base or former military base44
within the unit that is scheduled for closing or is completely or partially inactive or closed, or45
an entity that is located in any territory or facilities of the United States Department of Defense46
within the unit that are scheduled for closing or are completely or partially inactive or closed;47
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including direct support for the promotion of the active military base or entity, the growth of the1
active military base or entity, and activities at the active military base or entity; and2
(B) in support of any other entity that provides services or direct support to an active military3
base or entity described in clause (A).4

The fiscal body of the unit that established the redevelopment commission must separately approve5
each grant, loan, or other expenditure for financial assistance under this subdivision. The terms of6
any loan that is made under this subdivision may be changed only if the change is approved by the7
fiscal body of the unit that established the redevelopment commission. As used in this subdivision,8
"active military base" has the meaning set forth in IC 36-1-4-20.9
(28) Provide revenue to a public transportation corporation from property tax proceeds10
allocated under section 39 of this chapter as specified in a resolution adopted under11
IC 36-9-4-59.12
(29) Provide revenue to a school corporation, for deposit in the school corporation's13
transportation fund established under IC 20-40-6-4, from property tax proceeds allocated14
under section 39 of this chapter as specified in a resolution adopted under section 39.6 of this15
chapter.16

(b) Conditions imposed by the commission under subsection (a)(26) remain in force throughout the17
period determined under subsection (a)(26)(A), even if the owner sells, leases, or conveys the property.18
The subsequent owner or lessee is bound by the conditions for the remainder of the period.19

(c) As used in this section, "pedestrian skyway" means a pedestrian walkway within or outside of the20
public right-of-way and through and above public or private property and buildings, including all21
structural supports required to connect skyways to buildings or buildings under construction. Pedestrian22
skyways constructed, extended, or improved over or through public or private property constitute public23
property and public improvements, constitute a public use and purpose, and do not require vacation of24
any public way or other property.25

(d) All powers that may be exercised under this chapter by the redevelopment commission may also26
be exercised by the redevelopment commission in carrying out its duties and purposes under IC 36-7-14.5.27
However, if a power pertains to issuing bonds or incurring an obligation, the exercise of the power must28
first be specifically approved by the fiscal or legislative body of the unit, whichever applies.29

(e) A commission may not exercise the power of eminent domain.30

"Allocation area" means that part of a redevelopment project area to which an allocation provision of33

a declaratory resolution adopted under section 15 of this chapter refers for purposes of distribution and34
allocation of property taxes.35

"Base assessed value" means the following:36
(1) If an allocation provision is adopted after June 30, 1995, in a declaratory resolution or an37
amendment to a declaratory resolution establishing an economic development area:38

(A) the net assessed value of all the property as finally determined for the assessment date39
immediately preceding the effective date of the allocation provision of the declaratory resolution,40
as adjusted under subsection (h); plus41
(B) to the extent that it is not included in clause (A), the net assessed value of property that is42
assessed as residential property under the rules of the department of local government finance,43
as finally determined for any assessment date after the effective date of the allocation provision.44

(2) If an allocation provision is adopted after June 30, 1997, in a declaratory resolution or an45

(A) an allocation provision adopted before June 30, 1995, in a declaratory resolution or an7
amendment to a declaratory resolution establishing a redevelopment project area expires after8
June 30, 1997; and9
(B) after June 30, 1997, a new allocation provision is included in an amendment to the10
declaratory resolution;11

the net assessed value of all the property as finally determined for the assessment date immediately12
preceding the effective date of the allocation provision adopted after June 30, 1997, as adjusted13
under subsection (h).14
(4) Except as provided in subdivision (5), for all other allocation areas, the net assessed value of all15
the property as finally determined for the assessment date immediately preceding the effective date16
of the allocation provision of the declaratory resolution, as adjusted under subsection (h).17
(5) If an allocation area established in an economic development area before July 1, 1995, is18
expanded after June 30, 1995, the definition in subdivision (1) applies to the expanded part of the19
area added after June 30, 1995.20
(6) If an allocation area established in a redevelopment project area before July 1, 1997, is expanded21

Except as provided in section 39.3 of this chapter, "property taxes" means taxes imposed under IC 6-1.124
on real property. However, upon approval by a resolution of the redevelopment commission adopted25
before June 1, 1987, "property taxes" also includes taxes imposed under IC 6-1.1 on depreciable personal26
property. If a redevelopment commission adopted before June 1, 1987, a resolution to include within the27
definition of property taxes, taxes imposed under IC 6-1.1 on depreciable personal property that has a28
useful life in excess of eight (8) years, the commission may by resolution determine the percentage of29
taxes imposed under IC 6-1.1 on all depreciable personal property that will be included within the30
definition of property taxes. However, the percentage included must not exceed twenty-five percent (25%)31
of the taxes imposed under IC 6-1.1 on all depreciable personal property.32

(b) A declaratory resolution adopted under section 15 of this chapter on or before the allocation33
deadline determined under subsection (i) may include a provision with respect to the allocation and34
distribution of property taxes for the purposes and in the manner provided in this section. A declaratory35
resolution previously adopted may include an allocation provision by the amendment of that declaratory36
resolution on or before the allocation deadline determined under subsection (i) in accordance with the37
procedures required for its original adoption. A declaratory resolution or amendment that establishes an38
allocation provision must include a specific finding of fact, supported by evidence, that the adoption of39
the allocation provision will result in new property taxes in the area that would not have been generated40
but for the adoption of the allocation provision. For an allocation area established before July 1, 1995, the41
expiration date of any allocation provisions for the allocation area is June 30, 2025, or the last date of any42
obligations that are outstanding on July 1, 2015, whichever is later. A declaratory resolution or an43
amendment that establishes an allocation provision after June 30, 1995, must specify an expiration date44
for the allocation provision. For an allocation area established before July 1, 2008, the expiration date may45
not be more than thirty (30) years after the date on which the allocation provision is established. For an46
allocation area established after June 30, 2008, the expiration date may not be more than twenty-five (25)47
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years after the date on which the first obligation was incurred to pay principal and interest on bonds or1
lease rentals on leases payable from tax increment revenues. However, with respect to bonds or other2
obligations that were issued before July 1, 2008, if any of the bonds or other obligations that were3
scheduled when issued to mature before the specified expiration date and that are payable only from4
allocated tax proceeds with respect to the allocation area remain outstanding as of the expiration date, the5
allocation provision does not expire until all of the bonds or other obligations are no longer outstanding.6
The allocation provision may apply to all or part of the redevelopment project area. The allocation7
provision must require that any property taxes subsequently levied by or for the benefit of any public body8

(H) Reimburse the unit for rentals paid by it for a building or parking facility that is physically42
located in or physically connected to that allocation area under any lease entered into under43

(I) For property taxes first due and payable before January 1, 2009, pay all or a part of a property45
tax replacement credit to taxpayers in an allocation area as determined by the redevelopment46
commission. This credit equals the amount determined under the following STEPS for each47
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taxpayer in a taxing district (as defined in IC 6-1.1-1-20) that contains all or part of the allocation1
area:2
STEP ONE: Determine that part of the sum of the amounts under IC 6-1.1-21-2(g)(1)(A),3
IC 6-1.1-21-2(g)(2), IC 6-1.1-21-2(g)(3), IC 6-1.1-21-2(g)(4), and IC 6-1.1-21-2(g)(5) (before4
their repeal) that is attributable to the taxing district.5

If not all the taxpayers in an allocation area receive the credit in full, each taxpayer in the16
allocation area is entitled to receive the same proportion of the credit. A taxpayer may not receive17
a credit under this section and a credit under section 39.5 of this chapter (before its repeal) in the18
same year.19
(J) Pay expenses incurred by the redevelopment commission for local public improvements that20
are in the allocation area or serving the allocation area. Public improvements include buildings,21
parking facilities, and other items described in section 25.1(a) of this chapter.22
(K) Reimburse public and private entities for expenses incurred in training employees of23
industrial facilities that are located:24

(i) in the allocation area; and25
(ii) on a parcel of real property that has been classified as industrial property under the rules26
of the department of local government finance.27

The allocation fund may not be used for operating expenses of the commission.4
(4) Except as provided in subsection (g), before July 15 of each year, the commission shall do the5
following:6

(A) Determine the amount, if any, by which the assessed value of the taxable property in the7
allocation area for the most recent assessment date minus the base assessed value, when8
multiplied by the estimated tax rate of the allocation area, will exceed the amount of assessed9
value needed to produce the property taxes necessary to make, when due, principal and interest10
payments on bonds described in subdivision (3), plus the amount necessary for other purposes11
described in subdivision (3).12
(B) Provide a written notice to the county auditor, the fiscal body of the county or municipality13
that established the department of redevelopment, and the officers who are authorized to fix14
budgets, tax rates, and tax levies under IC 6-1.1-17-5 for each of the other taxing units that is15
wholly or partly located within the allocation area. The notice must:16

(i) state the amount, if any, of excess assessed value that the commission has determined may17
be allocated to the respective taxing units in the manner prescribed in subdivision (1); or18

(1) the assessed value of the property for the assessment date with respect to which the allocation39
and distribution is made; or40

(d) Property tax proceeds allocable to the redevelopment district under subsection (b)(3) may, subject42
to subsection (b)(4), be irrevocably pledged by the redevelopment district for payment as set forth in43
subsection (b)(3).44

(e) Notwithstanding any other law, each assessor shall, upon petition of the redevelopment45
commission, reassess the taxable property situated upon or in, or added to, the allocation area, effective46
on the next assessment date after the petition.47
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(f) Notwithstanding any other law, the assessed value of all taxable property in the allocation area, for1
purposes of tax limitation, property tax replacement, and formulation of the budget, tax rate, and tax levy2
for each political subdivision in which the property is located is the lesser of:3

(1) the assessed value of the property as valued without regard to this section; or4
(2) the base assessed value.5

(g) If any part of the allocation area is located in an enterprise zone created under IC 5-28-15, the unit6
that designated the allocation area shall create funds as specified in this subsection. A unit that has7
obligations, bonds, or leases payable from allocated tax proceeds under subsection (b)(3) shall establish8
an allocation fund for the purposes specified in subsection (b)(3) and a special zone fund. Such a unit9
shall, until the end of the enterprise zone phase out period, deposit each year in the special zone fund any10
amount in the allocation fund derived from property tax proceeds in excess of those described in11
subsection (b)(1) and (b)(2) from property located in the enterprise zone that exceeds the amount12
sufficient for the purposes specified in subsection (b)(3) for the year. The amount sufficient for purposes13
specified in subsection (b)(3) for the year shall be determined based on the pro rata portion of such14
current property tax proceeds from the part of the enterprise zone that is within the allocation area as15
compared to all such current property tax proceeds derived from the allocation area. A unit that has no16
obligations, bonds, or leases payable from allocated tax proceeds under subsection (b)(3) shall establish17
a special zone fund and deposit all the property tax proceeds in excess of those described in subsection18
(b)(1) and (b)(2) in the fund derived from property tax proceeds in excess of those described in subsection19
(b)(1) and (b)(2) from property located in the enterprise zone. The unit that creates the special zone fund20
shall use the fund (based on the recommendations of the urban enterprise association) for programs in job21
training, job enrichment, and basic skill development that are designed to benefit residents and employers22
in the enterprise zone or other purposes specified in subsection (b)(3), except that where reference is23
made in subsection (b)(3) to allocation area it shall refer for purposes of payments from the special zone24
fund only to that part of the allocation area that is also located in the enterprise zone. Those programs25
shall reserve at least one-half (1/2) of their enrollment in any session for residents of the enterprise zone.26

(h) The state board of accounts and department of local government finance shall make the rules and27
prescribe the forms and procedures that they consider expedient for the implementation of this chapter.28
After each general reassessment of real property in an area under IC 6-1.1-4-4 and after each reassessment29
in an area under a reassessment plan prepared under IC 6-1.1-4-4.2, the department of local government30
finance shall adjust the base assessed value one (1) time to neutralize any effect of the reassessment of31
the real property in the area on the property tax proceeds allocated to the redevelopment district under32
this section. After each annual adjustment under IC 6-1.1-4-4.5, the department of local government33
finance shall adjust the base assessed value one (1) time to neutralize any effect of the annual adjustment34
on the property tax proceeds allocated to the redevelopment district under this section. However, the35
adjustments under this subsection:36

(1) may not include the effect of phasing in assessed value due to property tax abatements under37
IC 6-1.1-12.1;38
(2) may not produce less property tax proceeds allocable to the redevelopment district under39
subsection (b)(3) than would otherwise have been received if the general reassessment, the40
reassessment under the reassessment plan, or the annual adjustment had not occurred; and41
(3) may decrease base assessed value only to the extent that assessed values in the allocation area42
have been decreased due to annual adjustments or the reassessment under the reassessment plan.43

Assessed value increases attributable to the application of an abatement schedule under IC 6-1.1-12.1 may44
not be included in the base assessed value of an allocation area. The department of local government45
finance may prescribe procedures for county and township officials to follow to assist the department in46
making the adjustments.47
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(i) The allocation deadline referred to in subsection (b) is determined in the following manner:1
(1) The initial allocation deadline is December 31, 2011.2
(2) Subject to subdivision (3), the initial allocation deadline and subsequent allocation deadlines are3
automatically extended in increments of five (5) years, so that allocation deadlines subsequent to4
the initial allocation deadline fall on December 31, 2016, and December 31 of each fifth year5
thereafter.6
(3) At least one (1) year before the date of an allocation deadline determined under subdivision (2),7
the general assembly may enact a law that:8

(A) terminates the automatic extension of allocation deadlines under subdivision (2); and9
(B) specifically designates a particular date as the final allocation deadline.10

READ AS FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2015]: Sec. 39.6. (a) The governing body of a school12
corporation may adopt a resolution to request that a redevelopment commission that has13
established an allocation area under this chapter that includes any territory of the school14
corporation shall provide revenue from property tax proceeds allocated to the redevelopment15
commission under this chapter.16

(b) A redevelopment commission may provide revenue to a school corporation under this section17
only if the redevelopment commission and the legislative body of the unit that established the18
redevelopment commission adopt substantially similar resolutions agreeing to provide the revenue19
to the school corporation. Such a resolution must set forth at least the following:20

(1) The boundaries of the allocation area from which the annual revenue from allocated21
property tax proceeds will be provided.22
(2) The annual amount of revenue that will be provided, which may not exceed the amount of23
property tax revenue received by the redevelopment commission under this chapter that is24
attributable to the school corporation's transportation fund tax rate for the school25
corporation's transportation fund under IC 20-40-6.26
(3) The first and last year that the revenue will be provided.27

(c) Before the legislative body of the unit or the redevelopment commission may adopt a28
resolution under this section to provide revenue to the school corporation, the legislative body of29
the unit and the redevelopment commission must hold a joint public hearing. The proper officers30
of the unit and the redevelopment commission must publish a notice of the public hearing in31
accordance with IC 5-3-1.
