DIGEST OF INTRODUCED BILL

Synopsis: Immunity for not prohibiting firearms. Provides that a
person who does not prohibit: (1) an individual from possessing a
firearm on the person's property; or (2) the person's employees from
possessing a firearm while the employees are acting within the scope
of their employment; is immune from civil liability with respect to any
claim based on the person's failure to adopt such a policy.

A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning civil
procedure.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Indiana:

SECTION 1. IC 34-30-20.5 IS ADDED TO THE INDIANA CODE
AS A NEW CHAPTER TO READ AS FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE
JULY 1, 2015]:

Chapter 20.5. Firearms: Immunity for Not Prohibiting
Possession of a Firearm

Sec. 1. As used in this chapter, ""employee" includes a person
working as an employee, as a contractor, or as a volunteer.
"Employment" has a corresponding meaning.

Sec. 2. Except as provided in section 3 of this chapter, a person
who does not prohibit:

(1) an individual from possessing a firearm on the person's
property; or

(2) the person's employees from possessing a firearm while
the employees are acting within the scope of their
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employment;
is immune from civil liability with respect to any claim based on
the person's failure to adopt such a policy.
Sec. 3. The immunity described in section 2 of this chapter does
not apply to a person whose conduct or failure to act is the result
of gross negligence or willful or wanton misconduct.
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
