HOUSE BILL No. 1370

A BILL FOR AN ACT to amend the Indiana Code concerning
public safety.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Indiana:

SECTION 1. IC 36-8-10.5-6 IS AMENDED TO READ AS
FOLLOWS [EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2017]: Sec. 6. (a) A full-time
firefighter must successfully complete the minimum basic training
requirements established by this chapter before the firefighter may
perform the duties of a full-time firefighter for the political subdivision.

(b) A volunteer firefighter must successfully complete the
minimum basic training requirements established by this chapter
before performing the emergency response duties of a volunteer
firefighter.

tb) (¢) A volunteer firefighter who has successfully completed the
minimum basic training requirements established by this chapter may
be elected or appointed to membership in more than one (1) volunteer
fire department.
