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AN ACT relating to elections. 1 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky: 2 

Section 1.   KRS 83A.045 is amended to read as follows: 3 

(1) Except as provided in KRS 83A.047, partisan elections of city officers shall be 4 

governed by the following provisions, regardless of the form of government or 5 

classification of the city: 6 

(a) A candidate for party nomination to city office shall file his or her nomination 7 

papers with the county clerk of the county not earlier than the first Wednesday 8 

after the first Monday in November of the year preceding the year in which the 9 

office will appear on the ballot and not later than the first Friday following the 10 

first Monday in January before the day fixed by KRS Chapter 118 for holding 11 

a primary for the office sought. Signatures for nomination papers shall not be 12 

affixed on the document to be filed prior to the first Wednesday after the first 13 

Monday in November of the year preceding the year in which the office will 14 

appear on the ballot. All nomination papers shall be filed no later than 4 p.m. 15 

local time when filed on the last day on which the papers are permitted to be 16 

filed; 17 

(b) An independent candidate for nomination to city office shall not participate in 18 

a primary, but shall file his or her nomination papers with the county clerk of 19 

the county not earlier than the first Wednesday after the first Monday in 20 

November of the year preceding the year in which the office will appear on 21 

the ballot and not later than the first Tuesday after the first Monday in June 22 

before the day fixed by KRS Chapter 118 for holding a regular election for the 23 

office. Signatures for nomination papers shall not be affixed on the document 24 

to be filed prior to the first Wednesday after the first Monday in November of 25 

the year preceding the year in which the office will appear on the ballot. All 26 

nomination papers shall be filed no later than 4 p.m. local time when filed on 27 
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the last day on which the papers are permitted to be filed; and 1 

(c) A candidate for city office who is defeated in a partisan primary shall be 2 

ineligible as a candidate for the same office in the regular election. However, 3 

if a vacancy occurs in the party nomination for which he or she was an 4 

unsuccessful candidate in the primary, his or her name may be placed on the 5 

ballot[voting machines] for the regular election as a candidate of that party if 6 

he or she has been duly made the party nominee after the vacancy occurs, as 7 

provided in KRS 118.105. 8 

(2) Except as provided in KRS 83A.047, nonpartisan elections of city officers shall be 9 

governed by KRS 83A.050, 83A.170, 83A.175, and the following provisions, 10 

regardless of the form of government or classification of the city: 11 

(a) A candidate for city office shall file his or her nomination papers with the 12 

county clerk of the county not earlier than the first Wednesday after the first 13 

Monday in November of the year preceding the year in which the office will 14 

appear on the ballot and not later than the first Friday following the first 15 

Monday in January before the day fixed by KRS Chapter 118 for holding a 16 

primary for nominations for the office. Signatures for nomination papers shall 17 

not be affixed on the document to be filed prior to the first Wednesday after 18 

the first Monday in November of the year preceding the year in which the 19 

office will appear on the ballot. All nomination papers shall be filed no later 20 

than 4 p.m. local time when filed on the last day on which the papers are 21 

permitted to be filed; 22 

(b) Any city of the home rule class may by ordinance provide that the nomination 23 

and election of candidates for city office in a nonpartisan election shall be 24 

conducted pursuant to the provisions of this subsection: 25 

1. A city may forgo conducting a nonpartisan primary for the nomination 26 

of candidates to city office, regardless of the number of candidates 27 
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running for each office, and require all candidates to file their 1 

nomination papers with the county clerk of the county not earlier than 2 

the first Wednesday after the first Monday in November of the year 3 

preceding the year in which the office will appear on the ballot and not 4 

later than the first Tuesday after the first Monday in June before the day 5 

fixed by KRS Chapter 118 for holding a regular election for the office. 6 

Signatures for nomination papers shall not be affixed on the document to 7 

be filed prior to the first Wednesday after the first Monday in November 8 

of the year preceding the year in which the office will appear on the 9 

ballot; 10 

2. All nomination papers shall be filed no later than 4 p.m. local time when 11 

filed on the last day on which the papers are permitted to be filed; 12 

3. If a city does not conduct a primary pursuant to this subsection, the 13 

election of candidates to city office shall be governed by the provisions 14 

of this subsection, KRS 83A.175(2) to (6), and KRS Chapters 116 to 15 

121; 16 

4. In the absence of a primary pursuant to this subsection, the number of 17 

candidates equal to the number of city offices to be filled who receive 18 

the highest number of votes cast in the regular election for each city 19 

office shall be elected; 20 

5. Candidates shall be subject to all other applicable election laws pursuant 21 

to this chapter and KRS Chapters 116 to 121; 22 

6. If a vacancy occurs in a candidacy for city office in any city which has 23 

not held a primary pursuant to this subsection after the expiration of 24 

time for filing nomination papers, or if there are fewer candidates than 25 

there are offices to be filled, the vacancy in candidacy shall be filled by 26 

write-in voting; and 27 
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7. At the regular election, the voters shall be instructed to vote for one (1) 1 

candidate, except when there is more than one (1) candidate for which 2 

voters may vote, the instruction "vote for up to .... candidates" shall be 3 

used on the ballot; and 4 

(c) A candidate for city office who is defeated in a nonpartisan primary shall be 5 

ineligible as a candidate for the same office in the regular election. 6 

Section 2.   KRS 116.045 is amended to read as follows: 7 

(1) Any person may register as a voter during the period registration is open if he or she 8 

possesses, or will possess on the day of the next regular election, the qualifications 9 

set forth in KRS 116.025. 10 

(2) The county clerk shall cause all registration to be closed the fourth Tuesday 11 

preceding through the first Monday following any primary or general election, and 12 

the twenty-eight (28) days prior to and seven (7) days following any special 13 

election. If the last day of registration falls on a state or federal holiday, the period 14 

runs until the end of the next day which is not a Saturday or Sunday nor a state or 15 

federal holiday. During the period that registration is closed, the county clerk may 16 

accept and process registrations. Any voter who registers during the period that 17 

registration is closed, except for any registered voter who transfers his or her 18 

registration pursuant to KRS 116.085(2) or (3), shall not be permitted to vote in the 19 

upcoming election. 20 

(3) In all counties, the county clerk shall receive registrations, transfers, or changes of 21 

party affiliation at branch offices at any place in the county during those periods that 22 

the registration books are open except for those transfers pursuant to KRS 23 

116.085(2) or 116.085(3). However, notice in the manner provided by KRS Chapter 24 

424 shall be given at least three (3), but not more than fourteen (14), days in 25 

advance of the time and place of any branch registration, and ten (10) days' written 26 

notice shall be given to the county executive committee of each major political 27 
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party in the county in which the branch registration is to be held. 1 

(4) Any person may register to vote or may change his or her party affiliation in any of 2 

the following ways: 3 

(a) In person; 4 

(b) By mail; 5 

(c) By means of the federal post card application, if the person is a resident of 6 

Kentucky and a member of the Armed Forces, or a dependent of members of 7 

the Armed Forces, or overseas citizen; 8 

(d) By mail-in application form prescribed by the Election Assistance[Federal 9 

Election] Commission pursuant to the National Voter Registration Act of 10 

1993; or 11 

(e) By other methods of registration, or reregistration, approved by the State 12 

Board of Elections, including the use of voluntary interested groups and 13 

political parties, under the proper supervision and directions of the county 14 

clerk, which may include door to door canvassing. 15 

(5) Upon receipt of the form prescribed by the State Board of Elections or the Election 16 

Assistance[Federal Election] Commission pursuant to the National Voter 17 

Registration Act of 1993, properly filled out and signed by the applicant, the county 18 

clerk shall register the applicant. 19 

(6) Any individual or group shall have access to a reasonable number of voter 20 

registration forms including the mail-in application form prescribed by the Election 21 

Assistance[Federal Election] Commission pursuant to the National Voter 22 

Registration Act of 1993 in the county clerk's office. The individual or group shall 23 

act under the proper supervision and directions of the county clerk and shall return 24 

these completed forms to the county clerk for official registration by the county 25 

clerk. 26 

(7) No later than December 31, 1994, the Transportation Cabinet shall equip all driver's 27 
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license agencies to comply with the provisions of the National Voter Registration 1 

Act of 1993. The Secretary of State shall provide assistance and interpretation to the 2 

Transportation Cabinet in determining the requirements of the National Voter 3 

Registration Act of 1993. 4 

(8) The county clerk shall enter the specific party identification of the voter with a 5 

political party, political organization, or political group as defined in KRS 118.015, 6 

or independent status, as indicated by the voter on the voter registration form, into 7 

the statewide voter registration system. The State Board of Elections shall 8 

promulgate regulations under KRS Chapter 13A to provide for tracking of the 9 

registration of voters identifying with political organizations and political groups as 10 

defined in KRS 118.015, and voters of independent status. 11 

Section 3.   KRS 116.046 is amended to read as follows: 12 

(1) The county clerk shall provide voter registration forms annually to each principal 13 

or assistant principal of every public high school, each area technology 14 

center[vocational school], and[ upon request,] private schools, and each school 15 

shall have a designated person[who shall designate a person in each school] who 16 

shall be responsible for informing students and school personnel of the availability 17 

of the registration forms and assist them in properly registering. The completed 18 

forms shall be returned to the county clerk, for official registration by the county 19 

clerk. 20 

(2) Any person designated to assist in registration in subsection (1) of this section shall 21 

fulfill this responsibility in an impartial and fair manner and shall not recruit a 22 

registrant for any particular party. 23 

(3) The State Board of Education shall implement annual programs of public education 24 

regarding elections, voting procedures, and election fraud, which shall include an 25 

audio-visual presentation for high school juniors and seniors. The State Board of 26 

Education, after consultation with the State Board of Elections, shall update the 27 
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public education programs required by this section as relevant statutory changes 1 

occur, as different types of voting systems[machines] are used, or as more effective 2 

methods of presentation shall be developed. 3 

Section 4.   KRS 116.112 is amended to read as follows: 4 

(1) The State Board of Elections shall establish a voter registration purge program 5 

using the change-of-address information supplied by the United States Postal 6 

Service through its licensees or other sources to identify voters whose addresses 7 

may have changed. 8 

(2) (a) If it appears from information provided by the postal service or other sources 9 

that a voter has moved to a different address in the same county in which the 10 

voter is currently registered, the State Board of Elections shall provide to the 11 

county board of elections the information necessary to change the registration 12 

records to show the new address and the State Board of Elections shall send to 13 

the new address a notice of the change by forwardable mail on a form 14 

prescribed by the State Board of Elections and a postage prepaid, pre-15 

addressed return form by which the voter may verify or correct the address 16 

information. 17 

(b) If the county board of elections requests authorization from the State Board of 18 

Elections to send address confirmation notices as provided in this subsection, 19 

the State Board of Elections shall grant the request. 20 

(3) (a) If it appears from information provided by the postal service or other sources 21 

that a voter has moved to a different address not in the same county, the State 22 

Board of Elections shall send to the address from which the voter was last 23 

registered, by forwardable mail, a notice on a form prescribed by the State 24 

Board of Elections, with a postage prepaid and pre-addressed return card on 25 

which the voter may state his current address. 26 

(b) If a county board of elections requests authorization from the state board to 27 
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send address confirmation notices as provided in this subsection, the state 1 

board shall grant the request. 2 

(4) The state or county boards of elections shall not remove the name of a voter from 3 

the registration records on the ground that the voter has changed his residence 4 

unless the voter: 5 

(a) Confirms in writing that the voter has changed residence to a place outside the 6 

county; or 7 

(b) 1. Has failed to respond to the notice described in subsection (3) of this 8 

section; and 9 

2. Has not voted or appeared to vote and, if necessary, correct the 10 

registration records of the voter's address in an election during the period 11 

beginning on the date of the notice and ending on the day after the date 12 

of the second general election for Federal office that occurs after the date 13 

of the notice. 14 

 If a county board of elections requests authorization from the state board to conduct 15 

purges of voters in its county in accordance with the provisions of this subsection, 16 

the state board shall grant the request. 17 

(5) The State Board of Elections shall establish an inactive list of all voters who fail to 18 

respond to the notice described in subsection (3) of this section and do not vote or 19 

appear to vote in an election during the period beginning on the date of the notice 20 

and ending on the day after the date of the second general election for 21 

federal[Federal] office that occurs after the date of the notice. If a county board of 22 

elections requests authorization from the state board to establish an inactive list of 23 

voters for its county, the state board shall grant the request. 24 

(6) The State Board of Elections shall complete, not later than ninety (90) days prior to 25 

the date of a primary or regular[general] election, any program the purpose of 26 

which is to systematically remove the names of ineligible voters from the 27 
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registration records. 1 

(7) Voters placed on an inactive list are to be counted only for purposes of voting and 2 

not for purposes of establishing or modifying precincts, calculating the amount of 3 

reimbursement of county clerks by the State Board of Elections for certain election-4 

related expenses, or reporting official statistics, except as provided by the Election 5 

Assistance[Federal Election] Commission's regulations promulgated pursuant to the 6 

National Voter Registration Act of 1993. 7 

(8) (a) The State Board of Elections and county boards of elections shall maintain for 8 

at least two (2) years and shall make available for public inspection and, where 9 

available, photocopying at a reasonable cost, all records concerning the 10 

implementation of programs and activities conducted for the purpose of ensuring 11 

the accuracy and currency of the registration records, except to the extent that the 12 

records relate to the declination to register to vote or the identity of a voter 13 

registration agency through which any particular voter is registered. 14 

(b) The records maintained pursuant to paragraph (a) of this subsection shall 15 

include lists of the names and addresses of all persons to whom notices 16 

described in subsection (3) are sent, and information concerning whether each 17 

person has responded to the notice as of the date that inspection of the records 18 

is made. 19 

Section 5.   KRS 116.113 is amended to read as follows: 20 

(1) Upon receipt of notification from the Cabinet for Health and Family Services or 21 

other reliable sources of the death of a person, the State Board of Elections shall 22 

within five (5) days cause the removal of the name of that person from the voter 23 

registration records it maintains, except that no voter's name may be removed 24 

during the period of time the registration books are closed for any primary, general, 25 

or special election. 26 

(2) Upon receipt of notification from the circuit clerk that a person has been declared 27 
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incompetent, the State Board of Elections shall within five (5) days cause the 1 

removal of the name of that person from the voter registration records it maintains, 2 

except that no voter's name may be removed during the period of time the 3 

registration books are closed for any primary, general, or special election. 4 

(3) Upon receipt of notification from the Administrative Office of the Courts that a 5 

person has been convicted of a felony offense, the State Board of Elections shall 6 

within five (5) days cause the removal of the name of that person from the voter 7 

registration records it maintains, except that no voter's name may be removed 8 

during the period of time the registration books are closed for any primary, general, 9 

or special election. 10 

(4) Upon receipt of notification from a local or state jurisdiction that a voter has 11 

registered to vote in the new local or state jurisdiction outside of the 12 

Commonwealth, the State Board of Elections shall within five (5) days cause the 13 

removal of the name of that person from the voter registration records that it 14 

maintains, except that no voter's name may be removed during the period of time 15 

the registration books are closed for any primary, regular, or special election. 16 

(5)[(4)] Following the purge of a name from the records of the State Board of 17 

Elections, the state board shall notify the clerk of the county in which the voter 18 

lived of the action; and the county clerk shall within ten (10) days update the county 19 

voter registration files to reflect the necessary change. If a protest is filed by the 20 

voter, the county board shall hear it at its next regular monthly meeting. If the 21 

county board decides in favor of the protesting voter, the voter's registration record 22 

shall be restored, including his voting record. If the protest is filed while the 23 

registration books are closed and the county board decides in favor of the protesting 24 

voter, the county board shall issue the voter an "Authorization to Vote" for the 25 

upcoming election and the voter's record shall be restored when the registration 26 

books open following the election. 27 
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SECTION 6.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 117 IS CREATED TO 1 

READ AS FOLLOWS: 2 

(1) No person shall knowingly collect, gain possession of, deliver, or exercise control 3 

over a mail-in absentee ballot, except for: 4 

(a) A voter personally casting his or her ballot by means of mail-in absentee 5 

ballot; 6 

(b) An election official engaged in official duties as prescribed in KRS Chapters 7 

116 to 120; 8 

(c) A United States postal service worker or any other person who is allowed by 9 

law to transmit United States mail if the worker or other person is engaged 10 

in official duties; 11 

(d) A family member of the voter: 12 

1. Who shall be related to the voter as set forth in KRS 6.611(16)(a), or 13 

as established by marriage, adoption, or legal guardianship; and 14 

2. Who is designated by the voter to assist in the mail-in absentee voting 15 

process; 16 

(e) A person: 17 

1. Who shares the same residence of the voter; and 18 

2. Is designated by the voter to assist in the mail-in absentee voting 19 

process; and 20 

(f) A caregiver: 21 

1. Who provides medical or healthcare assistance to the voter in a 22 

residence, nursing care institution, hospice facility, assisted living 23 

center, assisted living facility, assisted living home, residential care 24 

institution, adult day healthcare facility, or adult foster home; and 25 

2. Who is designated by the voter to assist in the mail-in absentee voting 26 

process. 27 
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(2) For paragraphs (d), (e), and (f) of subsection (1) of this section, the person 1 

designated by the voter shall not have been: 2 

(a) Declared mentally disabled by a court of competent jurisdiction, which 3 

adjudication has not been set aside; or 4 

(b) Convicted of an election law offense whose civil rights have not been 5 

restored by the Governor. 6 

Section 7.   KRS 117.035 is amended to read as follows: 7 

(1) There shall be a county board of elections, which shall, at the direction and under 8 

the supervision of the State Board of Elections, administer the election laws and the 9 

registration and purgation of voters within the county. 10 

(2) (a) The board shall consist of the county clerk, the sheriff, and two (2) members 11 

appointed by the State Board of Elections under paragraph (d) of this 12 

subsection. Appointments shall occur not later than July 2021, and every 13 

four (4) years thereafter[not later than July 1 following the election of 14 

persons to statewide office,] for a term of four (4) years and until their 15 

successors are appointed. All appointments under this paragraph shall be 16 

made no later than July 1 of the year in which the term expires. 17 

(b) The sheriff shall not serve on the board during any year in which he or she is a 18 

candidate, but shall recommend to the board a temporary replacement to serve 19 

in his or her place. If the sheriff cannot serve because he or she is sick, 20 

injured, or otherwise incapacitated, he or she may recommend a temporary 21 

replacement to serve in his or her place until the sheriff may resume his or her 22 

duties or a vacancy in office is declared. 23 

(c) The county clerk may, at his or her option, continue to serve on the board 24 

during a year in which he or she is a candidate. If the clerk elects not to serve, 25 

he or she shall recommend a temporary replacement to serve in his or her 26 

place. If the county clerk cannot serve because he or she is sick, injured, or 27 
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otherwise incapacitated, he or she may recommend a temporary replacement 1 

to serve in his or her place until the county clerk may resume his or her duties 2 

or a vacancy in office is declared. 3 

(d) 1. Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS 61.080, service on the board of 4 

elections shall be compatible with the holding of any other county or city 5 

office. 6 

2. The members shall be at least twenty-one (21) years of age, qualified 7 

voters in the county from which they are appointed, and shall not have 8 

been convicted of any election law offense. 9 

3. One (1) member shall be appointed from a list of five (5) names 10 

submitted by the county executive committee of each political party as 11 

defined in KRS 118.015. If there are two (2) or more contending 12 

executive committees of the same political party in any county, the one 13 

recognized by the written certificate of the chair of the state central 14 

committee of the political party shall be the one authorized to submit the 15 

lists. 16 

4. If the State Board of Elections does not receive the list as required by 17 

subparagraph 3. of this paragraph for each political party for each county 18 

by the deadline established in paragraph (a) of this subsection or within 19 

one (1) month of a vacancy, then the chair of the state central 20 

committees for the political parties may submit lists of five (5) names of 21 

qualified residents from the remaining counties by August 1 of the year 22 

in which the term expires[following the election of persons to statewide 23 

office] or within two (2) months of a vacancy. 24 

5. If the State Board of Elections does not receive a list from either the 25 

county executive committee under subparagraph 3. of this paragraph or 26 

the chair of the state executive committee under subparagraph 4. of this 27 
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paragraph, then the State Board of Elections shall appoint a qualified 1 

resident from the county at its next regularly scheduled meeting in 2 

September of the year in which the term expires[following the election 3 

of persons to statewide office] or within three (3) months of a vacancy. 4 

6. A member appointed by the State Board of Elections may be removed 5 

by the State Board of Elections for cause. 6 

7. A member appointed by the State Board of Elections may be removed 7 

by the State Board of Elections upon a request approved by a two-thirds 8 

(2/3) vote of the full membership of the county executive committee that 9 

submitted the member's name. The county executive committee shall 10 

provide conclusive evidence of the committee's membership and 11 

evidence of the committee's two-thirds (2/3) vote before the State Board 12 

of Elections removes any member appointed by the State Board of 13 

Elections. 14 

8. If an appointee is temporarily unable to act, a temporary appointee shall 15 

be named by the State Board of Elections. A temporary appointee shall 16 

serve until the original appointee notifies the State Board of Elections 17 

that he or she is able to resume his or her term. 18 

9. A member appointed by the State Board of Elections shall not serve on 19 

the board if he or she is a candidate for public office, and the member 20 

shall resign upon filing papers to become a candidate for public office or 21 

shall be removed from office by the State Board of Elections. A member 22 

who resigns or is removed because of his or her candidacy shall not 23 

resume his or her term following the completion of the candidacy. 24 

10. Vacancies and temporary vacancies shall be filled in the same manner as 25 

provided for original appointments, and the person appointed to fill the 26 

vacancy or temporary vacancy shall be of the same political party as his 27 
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or her predecessor. 1 

(e) Compensation and payment of actual expenses of members shall be set by the 2 

fiscal court either as an amount payable on an annual basis, or as an amount 3 

payable on a per diem basis of not less than fifteen dollars ($15) nor more than 4 

one hundred dollars ($100) for each day the board meets. 5 

(3) A majority of the board shall constitute a quorum. The county clerk shall serve as 6 

chair of the meetings and may vote. In case of a tie, the chair may cast an additional 7 

vote. Records shall be kept of all proceedings, and the records shall be public and 8 

kept at the office of the county clerk. 9 

(4) The board shall meet as follows: 10 

(a) During years in which a primary or regular election is scheduled, the board 11 

shall meet at least once every other month and may meet more frequently if 12 

necessary upon the call of the chair or upon written agreement of two (2) or 13 

more members of the board. The call shall provide notice as prescribed by 14 

KRS 61.823. 15 

(b) During years in which no primary or regular election is scheduled, the board 16 

shall meet at the call of the chair or upon written agreement of two (2) or more 17 

members of the board. The call shall provide notice as prescribed by KRS 18 

61.823. 19 

(c) The board shall meet and stay in session on primary, regular election, and 20 

special election days to correct clerical errors, to rule on questions regarding 21 

voter registration,[ and] proof of identification, and the curing of signatures 22 

relative to mail-in absentee ballots, and may make to the election officers 23 

such certifications as may be necessary. On primary, regular election, and 24 

special election days, appeals may be made to a Circuit Judge, but a ruling of 25 

the board shall be reversed only upon a finding that it was arbitrary and 26 

capricious. 27 
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(5) The board may employ, on a bipartisan basis, a staff sufficient to carry out the 1 

duties assigned to the board. 2 

Section 8.   KRS 117.045 is amended to read as follows: 3 

(1) (a) The county board of elections shall in the manner prescribed by this section, 4 

not later than March 20 each year, except in a year in which no primary and 5 

regular elections are scheduled, appoint for each precinct in the county two (2) 6 

judges, one (1) clerk and one (1) sheriff of election. They shall serve in all 7 

elections held in the county during the year, except for minors seventeen (17) 8 

years of age who will become eighteen (18) years of age on or before the day 9 

of the regular election who may only serve as election officers for the primary 10 

and regular elections as provided in subsection (9) of this section. 11 

(b) If a special election is ordered to be held in a year in which no elections are 12 

scheduled, the county executive committee of each political party in each 13 

county in the territory affected by the special election shall, not later than 14 

twenty-eight (28) days preceding the date of the special election, submit a 15 

written list of nominees for precinct election officers to serve in the special 16 

election in a manner consistent with the provisions of subsection (2) of this 17 

section. The county board of elections in each county in the territory affected 18 

by the special election shall, not later than twenty-one (21) days preceding the 19 

date of the special election, appoint precinct election officers to serve in the 20 

special election in a manner consistent with the provisions of subsections (4), 21 

(5), and (6) of this section. 22 

(c) The State Board of Elections shall promulgate an administrative regulation 23 

under KRS Chapter 13A establishing evaluation procedures which county 24 

boards of elections may use to qualify persons nominated to serve as precinct 25 

election officers. 26 

(2) The county executive committees of the two (2) political parties having 27 
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representation on the State Board of Elections may, on or before March 15 each 1 

year, designate in writing to the county board of elections a list of not less than four 2 

(4) names for each precinct; except that, in any precinct where there are not as many 3 

as four (4) persons possessing the qualifications of an election officer belonging to 4 

the political party filing the list, a lesser number may be designated. If there are two 5 

(2) or more contending executive committees of the same party in any county, the 6 

one recognized by the written certificate of the chair[chairman] of the state central 7 

committee of the party shall be the one authorized to submit the lists. The lists shall 8 

contain the full name, address, phone number, and Social Security number, if 9 

available, of each person listed. The lists shall be accompanied by a signed 10 

statement from each person stating that he or she is willing to serve, has not failed 11 

to serve without excuse in the past, and has not been convicted of an election law 12 

offense or any felony, unless the person's civil rights have been restored by the 13 

Governor. The State Board of Elections shall prescribe the form of the list by 14 

administrative regulation promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A[the form of the 15 

list]. 16 

(3) The Attorney General shall notify each party state central committee of the duties of 17 

the party. 18 

(4) (a) If lists are submitted by the county executive committees under subsection 19 

(2) of this section, the county board of elections shall select one (1) judge at 20 

each voting place from each political party's list, and the county board shall 21 

select the sheriff from one (1) political party's list and the clerk from the other.  22 

(b) If no lists are submitted by the county executive committees under subsection 23 

(2) of this section, the two (2) members of the county board of elections who 24 

are appointed by the State Board of Elections may submit lists; and the county 25 

board of elections shall select the sheriff and one (1) judge from one (1) list 26 

and the clerk and the other judge from the remaining list. 27 
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(c) If no lists are submitted by the county executive committees under subsection 1 

(2) of this section, or by the county board of elections under paragraph (b) 2 

of this subsection, the county clerk[board] shall select the sheriff and one (1) 3 

judge from the membership of one (1) party and the clerk and the other judge 4 

from the membership of the remaining party. If no members of one (1) of the 5 

two (2) political parties are available or willing to serve as a judge, the 6 

county clerk shall select any qualified and registered voter within the county 7 

to serve as a judge at a voting place. 8 

(d) The county board of elections shall, when possible, also appoint an adequate 9 

number of alternate precinct election officers from names on the lists which 10 

were submitted but which were not selected by the county board as precinct 11 

election officers. If alternate precinct election officers are not appointed from 12 

the lists of nominees who were not selected as precinct election officers, the 13 

county board of elections shall submit its method of selecting alternate 14 

precinct election officers to the State Board of Elections for its approval. If no 15 

lists are submitted to the county board of elections as provided in this 16 

subsection, the county clerk shall select an adequate number of alternate 17 

precinct election officers. 18 

(e) The names of all precinct election officers and alternate precinct election 19 

officers selected by the county clerk shall be submitted to the county board 20 

of elections for its approval. 21 

(f) Nothing in this subsection shall prevent the selection of any registered and 22 

qualified voter who is not registered with either of the two (2) political 23 

parties to serve as a precinct election officer in a precinct in which the 24 

officer resides or as otherwise provided in this subsection. 25 

(5) If, after all reasonable efforts have been made, neither the county board of elections 26 

nor the county clerk are able[ is unable] to find two (2) qualified officers for each 27 
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precinct who are affiliated with the two (2) political parties having representation on 1 

the State Board of Elections or any other qualified and registered voter within the 2 

county, the county board of elections shall submit a list of emergency election 3 

officer appointments to the State Board of Elections. The county board of elections 4 

shall also present, in writing, its efforts to recruit and appoint election officers as 5 

prescribed in subsection (4) of this section.[ The list of emergency appointments 6 

may include qualified voters not affiliated with the two (2) parties represented on 7 

the state board.] The State Board of Elections[state board], after its review, may 8 

approve any or all of the emergency appointments submitted by the county board of 9 

elections or may direct the county board to take other action. Any emergency 10 

appointment shall be made for the next ensuing election only. 11 

(6) In addition to precinct election officers appointed under subsection (1) of this 12 

section, a county board of elections or the county clerk may appoint up to two (2) 13 

additional precinct election officers per precinct with the approval of the State 14 

Board of Elections. The State Board of Elections[state board] shall promulgate an 15 

administrative regulation under KRS Chapter 13A establishing conditions under 16 

which additional precinct officers may be approved. 17 

(7) The county board of elections shall, not less than ten (10) days before the next 18 

ensuing election, send to each election officer written notice of his or her 19 

appointment. The county board of elections may direct the sheriff of the county to 20 

serve the notice of appointment, if it deems the action is necessary. 21 

(8) The State Board of Elections may require the county board of elections to submit its 22 

list of precinct officers for review. The State Board of Elections may, after a 23 

hearing, direct the removal of any election officer who the board finds would not 24 

fairly administer the state election laws. The State Board of Elections shall provide 25 

for the method and manner of the hearing by administrative regulation 26 

promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A, and[state board] shall replace any officer so 27 
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removed.[ The board shall provide for the method and manner of the hearing by 1 

administrative regulation.] 2 

(9) (a) An election officer shall be a qualified voter of the precinct; except that, 3 

where no qualified voter of the required political party is available within the 4 

precinct, the election officer shall be a qualified voter of the county. 5 

(b) A minor seventeen (17) years of age who will become eighteen (18) years of 6 

age on or before the day of the regular election may serve as an election 7 

officer for the primary and regular elections in which he or she is qualified to 8 

vote; however, no precinct shall have more than one (1) person serving as an 9 

election officer who is a minor seventeen (17) years of age. 10 

(c) An election officer shall not be a candidate for office during the election year. 11 

(d) An election officer shall not be the spouse, parent, brother, sister, or child of a 12 

candidate who is to be voted for at the election in the precinct in which the 13 

election officer will serve on election day. 14 

(e) An election officer shall not have changed his or her voter registration party 15 

affiliation after December 31 immediately preceding[for one (1) year prior 16 

to] his or her appointment to serve for the primary, or after the second 17 

Tuesday in August to serve for the regular election. 18 

(f) An election officer may be removed, for cause, at any time up to five (5) days 19 

before an election. Vacancies shall be filled by the county board of elections 20 

or the county clerk with alternate precinct election officers and if the vacancy 21 

occurs in the appointment of a judge, the person appointed to fill the vacancy 22 

shall be of the same political affiliation[party] as the vacating officer, except 23 

for emergency appointments made as provided in subsection (5) of this 24 

section. 25 

(10) If the county board of elections or the county clerk fails to appoint election officers, 26 

or if any officer is not present at the precinct at the time for commencing the 27 
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election, or refuses to act, and if no alternate is available, the officer in attendance 1 

representing the political party of the absentee shall appoint a suitable person to act 2 

in his or her place for that election. If both representatives of the same political 3 

party are absent, qualified voters present affiliating with that party shall elect, viva 4 

voce, suitable persons to act in their places. 5 

(11) Each election officer shall be paid a minimum of sixty dollars ($60) per election day 6 

served, and such an additional amount as compensation as may be determined by 7 

the county board of elections, with the approval of the governing body which would 8 

be responsible for funding the election officers' pay, for each election in which the 9 

election officer serves, to be paid by the county. For delivering the election packets 10 

to the polls, the precinct election officers shall additionally receive[ in addition] the 11 

mileage reimbursement provided for state employees, for each mile necessarily 12 

traveled in the delivery of the packets to the polls, or a flat fee if the fee equals or 13 

exceeds that amount. For delivering election returns, the precinct election judges 14 

shall additionally receive[ in addition] the mileage reimbursement provided for 15 

state employees for each mile necessarily traveled in the[from the place of voting to 16 

and from the place of] delivery of election returns, or a flat fee if the fee equals or 17 

exceeds that amount. The fee paid to the precinct election judges for delivering 18 

election returns shall be paid by the county. 19 

Section 9.   KRS 117.055 is amended to read as follows: 20 

Subject to KRS 117.0551 to 117.0555: 21 

(1) Each county shall be divided into election precincts by the county board of 22 

elections. Each election precinct shall be composed of contiguous and, as nearly as 23 

practicable, compact areas having clearly definable boundaries and wholly 24 

contained within any larger district. The county board of elections shall establish 25 

precincts so that no boundary of a precinct crosses the boundary of: 26 

(a) The Commonwealth; 27 
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(b) A county or urban-county; 1 

(c) A congressional district; 2 

(d) A state senatorial district; 3 

(e) A state representative district; 4 

(f) A justice of the peace or county commissioner's district established under 5 

KRS Chapter 67; or 6 

(g) An aldermanic ward established under KRS 83.440. 7 

(2) The county board of elections shall have the authority to draw precinct lines so as to 8 

enable more than one (1) precinct to vote at one (1) location. The county board of 9 

elections shall review election precinct boundaries as often as necessary. Without 10 

exception, they shall review the boundaries of all election precincts exceeding seven 11 

hundred (700) votes cast in the last regular election prior to each primary election, 12 

and the State Board of Elections may require a written report at least sixty (60) days 13 

prior to the candidate filing deadline set forth in KRS 118.165(1) and (2) on each 14 

election precinct exceeding seven hundred (700) votes cast in the last regular 15 

election. Consideration to the division of said election precincts should be based on 16 

the anticipated growth factor within the specified boundaries; however, the county 17 

board of elections shall not be prohibited from dividing election precincts in excess 18 

of seven hundred (700) votes cast in the last regular election or less than seven 19 

hundred (700) votes cast in the last regular election if they elect to do so. However, 20 

the State Board of Elections may, in its discretion, withhold from a county the 21 

expenses of an election under KRS 117.345 for any precinct containing more than 22 

one thousand five hundred (1,500) registered voters, excluding those precincts 23 

utilizing optical scan voting equipment[machines] and those periods of time in 24 

which the precinct boundaries have been frozen under KRS 117.056. 25 

(3) No election precinct shall be created, divided, abolished, or consolidated or the 26 

boundaries therein changed prior to any primary[ election] to comply with the 27 
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provisions of KRS 117.055 to 117.0555 and KRS 117.0557 later than the last date 1 

prescribed by election law generally for filing notification and declaration forms 2 

with the county clerk or Secretary of State. No election precinct shall be created, 3 

divided, abolished, or consolidated or the boundaries therein changed prior to any 4 

regular[general] election to comply with the provisions of KRS 117.055 to 5 

117.0555 and KRS 117.0557 later than the last date prescribed by election law 6 

generally for filing certificates or petitions of nomination with the county clerk or 7 

Secretary of State. 8 

(4) The county board of elections shall designate the name or number and the 9 

boundaries of the election precincts. Each precinct shall contain, as nearly as 10 

practicable, an equal number of voters, based on the number of registered voters in 11 

the county. 12 

(5) A map and listing of the exact election precinct boundaries shall be filed by the 13 

county board of elections with the State Board of Elections, and any changes in 14 

boundaries thereafter made shall also be filed with the State Board of Elections. A 15 

copy of this map indicating all precinct boundaries within the county shall be 16 

included in the election supplies of each precinct. 17 

(6) If the county board of elections fails to perform any of the duties required by KRS 18 

117.055 to 117.0555 and KRS 117.0557: 19 

(a) The State Board of Elections or any citizen and voter of the county may apply 20 

to the Circuit Court of the county for a summary mandatory order requiring 21 

the board to perform the duty. Appeals may be taken to the Court of Appeals 22 

by either party; and 23 

(b) The State Board of Elections shall not submit claims for payments to the 24 

county under KRS 117.343 and 117.345 until the State Board of Elections 25 

determines in writing that the duty has been performed. 26 

(7) The county board of elections shall coordinate all precinct boundary changes with 27 
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the affected school board, magisterial, and municipal boundaries. 1 

Section 10.   KRS 117.066 is amended to read as follows: 2 

(1) [In the case of a precinct comprised of a small number of registered voters, ]The 3 

county board of elections may, pursuant to KRS 117.055, designate a single voting 4 

location for more than one (1) precinct if the voting location is equipped with 5 

voting equipment capable of providing or accepting separate ballots without 6 

endangering the integrity of the ballots or without violating any other election 7 

law[utilize the facilities of another precinct as a voting location. Additionally, the 8 

county board of elections may petition the State Board of Elections to allow the 9 

precinct election officers of the larger precinct to serve as precinct election officers 10 

for the precinct that is the subject of the petition. The petition shall designate both 11 

the smaller precinct and the larger precinct with which it is to be included, the type 12 

of voting machine or machines to be used, and whether supplemental paper ballots 13 

are to be used. The petition shall contain a full explanation of the reasons why 14 

inclusion is desirable]. 15 

(2) If a single voting location for more than one (1) precinct is designated by the 16 

county board of elections[the petition submitted pursuant to subsection (1) of this 17 

section is approved by the State Board of Elections], the primary or election shall 18 

be conducted as follows[according to the following provisions]: 19 

(a) One (1) voting equipment[machine] may be used[utilized] for more than one 20 

(1) precinct if ballots are tabulated for each separate precinct, and if[both 21 

precincts if the State Board of Elections certifies that] separate ballots may be 22 

placed upon any[the] voting equipment[machine] to be used without 23 

endangering the integrity of the ballots or without violating any other election 24 

law. Otherwise, separate voting equipment[machines] shall be used for each 25 

precinct. In the instance of a precinct which has a small number of voters such 26 

that the use of[ a] separate voting equipment[machine] would be cost-27 
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prohibitive, the county clerk may make application to the State Board of 1 

Elections to use supplemental paper ballots under KRS 118.215 to conduct the 2 

voting for the small precinct on any primary or election day. If the use of 3 

supplemental paper ballots is approved by the State Board of Elections, at the 4 

close of voting on any primary or election day, the locked supplemental paper 5 

ballot box shall be transported to the county board of elections along with the 6 

federal provisional ballot receptacle, and ballots shall be counted by the 7 

county board of elections as provided by KRS 117.275(10) to (14); 8 

(b) Separate precinct voter rosters shall be maintained for each precinct, and steps 9 

shall be taken to ensure[insure] that voters cast their ballot in their duly 10 

authorized precinct; and 11 

(c) A separate set of election[elections] forms and reports required by this chapter 12 

and the State Board of Elections shall be maintained for each precinct. 13 

(3) The county board of elections may petition the State Board of Elections to allow 14 

the consolidation of precinct election officers at any voting location where voters 15 

of more than one (1) precinct vote. The petition shall be on a form prescribed by 16 

the State Board of Elections in administrative regulations promulgated under 17 

KRS Chapter 13A and shall include: 18 

(a) A list of all precincts designated to vote at the voting location; 19 

(b) The address and type of facility of the voting location; 20 

(c) The number and type of voting systems or voting equipment to be used at 21 

the voting location; 22 

(d) The number of registered voters in each precinct designated to vote at the 23 

voting location; 24 

(e) An explanation of the reasons why the consolidation is desirable; 25 

(f) The plan for additional precinct officers at the voting location, the manner 26 

in which they will be assigned, and whether the voting location will be fully 27 
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staffed with election officials; 1 

(g) The plan for how the county clerk will publicize the location for where the 2 

voting shall occur, in addition to how each location shall be noted 3 

conspicuously to residents of the county as a "Vote Center"; and 4 

(h) The plan for how the voting location will serve as a focal point to meet the 5 

needs of a diverse community. 6 

(4) If the petition submitted under subsection (3) of this section is approved by the 7 

State Board of Elections, the precinct election officers designated to serve as 8 

election officers for more than one (1) precinct shall meet the eligibility 9 

requirements of Section 7 of this Act except that the election officers shall not be 10 

required to reside in the precinct to which they are assigned. 11 

Section 11.   KRS 117.085 is amended to read as follows: 12 

(1) (a) All requests for a mail-in absentee ballot shall be requested through a 13 

secure online portal established by the State Board of Elections, except for: 14 

1. Voters identified in KRS 117.077; 15 

2. Disabled voters; and 16 

3. Covered voters in paragraph (i) of this subsection; 17 

 who have the additional option of requesting a mail-in absentee ballot 18 

application through the county clerk.  19 

(b) Acquiring a mail-in absentee ballot by means of the online portal shall 20 

require the voter to input personally identifiable information for 21 

verification.  22 

(c) For those voters who do not have the means of accessing the online portal, 23 

the county clerk shall fulfill a request for a mail-in absentee ballot by taking 24 

the voter's information over the telephone or in person and directly 25 

inputting that information into the secure online portal. 26 

(d) The online portal shall have the capacity to ensure the identity of the voter 27 
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through proof of identification as required under Section 30 of this Act or 1 

by means of Section 31 of this Act. 2 

(e) If a voter qualifies to receive a mail-in absentee ballot, the online portal 3 

shall transmit the mail-in absentee ballot request to the county clerk of the 4 

county in which the voter is registered to vote. 5 

(f) The online portal shall close at 11:59 p.m. local time, fourteen (14) days 6 

immediately preceding the day of a primary or an election.[All requests for 7 

an application for a mail-in absentee ballot may be transmitted by telephone, 8 

facsimile machine, by mail, by electronic mail, or in person. The county clerk 9 

shall transmit all applications for a mail-in absentee ballot to the voter by 10 

mail, electronic mail, or in person at the option of the voter, except as 11 

provided in paragraph (b) of this subsection.] 12 

(g) Except as otherwise provided in KRS 117.077, the mail-in absentee ballot[ 13 

application] may be requested by the voter or the spouse, parents, or children 14 

of the voter, but shall be restricted to the use of the voter. 15 

(h)[(a)] Except as otherwise provided in KRS 117.077 and covered voters in 16 

paragraph (i) of this subsection, a qualified voter may apply to cast his or her 17 

vote by mail-in absentee ballot if the completed application is received 18 

fourteen (14) days[not later than the close of business hours seven (7) days] 19 

before the election, and if the voter is: 20 

1. A resident of Kentucky who is a covered voter as defined in KRS 21 

117A.010; 22 

2. A student who temporarily resides outside the county of his or her 23 

residence; 24 

3. Incarcerated in jail and charged with a crime, but has not been convicted 25 

of the crime; 26 

4. Changing or has changed his or her place of residence to a different state 27 
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while the registration books are closed in the new state of residence 1 

before an election of electors for President and Vice President of the 2 

United States, in which case the voter shall be permitted to cast a mail-in 3 

absentee ballot for electors for President and Vice President of the 4 

United States only; 5 

5. Temporarily residing outside the state but still eligible to vote in this 6 

state; 7 

6. Prevented from voting in person at the polls on election day and from 8 

casting an in-person absentee ballot[ in the county clerk's office] on all 9 

days in-person absentee voting is conducted because his or her 10 

employment location requires him or her to be absent from the county of 11 

his or her residence all hours and all days in-person absentee voting is 12 

conducted[ in the county clerk's office]; 13 

7. A participant in the Secretary of State's crime victim address 14 

confidentiality protection program as authorized by KRS 14.312; or 15 

8. Not able to appear at the polls on election day or the days in-person 16 

absentee voting is conducted on the account of age, disability, or illness, 17 

and who has not been declared mentally disabled by a court of 18 

competent jurisdiction. 19 

(i)[(b)] Residents of Kentucky who are covered voters as defined in KRS 20 

117A.010 may apply for a mail-in absentee ballot by means of the federal 21 

post-card application, which may be transmitted to the county clerk's office by 22 

mail, by facsimile machine, or by means of the electronic transmission system 23 

established under KRS 117A.030(4). The federal post-card application may be 24 

used to register, reregister, and to apply for a mail-in absentee ballot. If the 25 

federal post-card application is received at any time not less than seven (7) 26 

days before the election, the county clerk shall affix his or her seal to the 27 
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application form upon receipt. 1 

(j) Any voter who is disabled may use an accessible mail-in absentee ballot 2 

portal to request a mail-in absentee ballot, the standards of which shall be 3 

set by the State Board of Elections pursuant to administrative regulations 4 

promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A. 5 

(2)[(c)] In-person absentee voting shall be conducted in the county clerk's office or 6 

other place designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State 7 

Board of Elections during normal business hours on the Wednesday, Thursday, 8 

Friday, and Saturday immediately preceding the day of a primary or an election. 9 

Any voter who is qualified to vote on election day in the county of his or her 10 

residence may choose to cast an in-person absentee ballot while in-person 11 

absentee voting is being conducted during the days listed in this paragraph.[for at 12 

least the twelve (12) working days before the election. A county board of elections 13 

may permit in-person absentee voting to be conducted on a voting machine for a 14 

period longer than the twelve (12) working days before the election. 15 

(d) A qualified voter may, at any time during normal business hours on those days in-16 

person absentee voting is conducted in the county clerk's office, make application in 17 

person to the county clerk to vote on a voting machine in the county clerk's office or 18 

other place designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State 19 

Board of Elections,] The voter who elects to vote in-person absentee shall 20 

provide[if the voter provides] proof of identification as defined in Section 41 of this 21 

Act[KRS 117.375] or meet[meets] the requirements of KRS 117.228 and 117.229[, 22 

and the voter: 23 

1. Is a resident of Kentucky who is a covered voter as defined in KRS 24 

117A.010, who will be absent from the county of his or her residence on 25 

any election day; 26 

2. Is a student who temporarily resides outside the county of his or her 27 
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residence; 1 

3. Has surgery, or whose spouse has surgery, scheduled that will require 2 

hospitalization on election day; 3 

4. Temporarily resides outside the state, but is still eligible to vote in this 4 

state and will be absent from the county of his or her residence on any 5 

election day; 6 

5. Is a resident of Kentucky who is a uniformed-service voter as defined in 7 

KRS 117A.010 confined to a military base on election day, learns of that 8 

confinement within seven (7) days or less of an election, and is not 9 

eligible for a mail-in absentee ballot under this subsection; 10 

6. Is in her last trimester of pregnancy at the time she wishes to vote under 11 

this paragraph. The application form for a voter under this subparagraph 12 

shall be prescribed by the State Board of Elections, which shall contain 13 

the woman's sworn statement that she is in fact in her last trimester of 14 

pregnancy at the time she wishes to vote; 15 

7. Has not been declared mentally disabled by a court of competent 16 

jurisdiction and, on account of age, disability, or illness, is not able to 17 

appear at the polls on election day; or 18 

8. Is not permitted to vote by a mail-in absentee ballot under paragraph (a) 19 

of this subsection, but who will be absent from the county of his or her 20 

residence on election day. 21 

(e) Voters who change their place of residence to a different state while the 22 

registration books are closed in the new state of residence before a presidential 23 

election shall be permitted to cast an in-person absentee ballot for President 24 

and Vice President only, by making application in person to the county clerk 25 

to vote on a voting machine in the county clerk's office or other place 26 

designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State Board 27 
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of Elections, up to the close of normal business hours on the day before the 1 

election. 2 

(f) Any member of the county board of elections, any precinct election officer 3 

appointed to serve in a precinct other than that in which he or she is registered, 4 

any alternate precinct election officer, any deputy county clerk, any staff for 5 

the State Board of Elections, and any staff for the county board of elections 6 

may vote on a voting machine in the county clerk's office or other place 7 

designated by the county board of elections, and approved by the State Board 8 

of Elections, up to the close of normal business hours on the day before the 9 

election. The application form for those persons shall be prescribed by the 10 

State Board of Elections and, in the case of application by precinct election 11 

officers, shall contain a verification of appointment signed by a member of the 12 

county board of elections.

(3)[(g)] The members of the county board of elections or their designees who provide 22 

equal representation of both political parties may serve as precinct election officers, 23 

without compensation, for all in-person absentee voting conducted[performed on a 24 

voting machine in the county clerk's office or other place designated by the county 25 

board of elections and approved by the State Board of Elections]. If the members of 26 

the county board of elections or their designees serve as precinct election officers 27 
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for[ the] in-person absentee voting, they shall perform the same duties and exercise 1 

the same authority as precinct election officers who serve on the day of an election. 2 

If the members of the county board of elections or their designees do not serve as 3 

precinct election officers for in-person absentee voting, the county clerk or deputy 4 

county clerks shall supervise the in-person absentee voting. 5 

(4)[(h)] Any individual qualified to appoint challengers for the day of an election may 6 

also appoint challengers to observe all in-person absentee voting[ performed at the 7 

county clerk's office or other place designated by the county board of elections, and 8 

approved by the State Board of Elections], and those challengers may exercise the 9 

same privileges as challengers appointed for observing voting on the day of an 10 

election at a regular polling place. 11 

(5)[(2)] For those voters who are eligible to receive a mail-in absentee ballot by 12 

means other than the secure online portal pursuant to subsection (1) of this 13 

section, the county clerk shall type the name of the voter permitted to vote by mail-14 

in absentee ballot on the mail-in absentee ballot application[ form] for that person's 15 

use and no other. The mail-in absentee ballot application[ form] shall be in the form 16 

prescribed by the State Board of Elections, which shall include the voter affirmation 17 

form as prescribed in KRS 117.228(1)(c)[, shall bear the seal of the county clerk,] 18 

and shall contain the following information: name, residential address, precinct, 19 

party affiliation, statement of the reason the person cannot vote in person on 20 

election day, statement of where the voter shall be on election day, statement of 21 

compliance with residency requirements for voting in the precinct, an instructional 22 

statement prescribing the requirements for providing a copy of the voter's proof of 23 

identification or voter affirmation when applicable, and the voter's mailing address 24 

for a mail-in absentee ballot. The mail-in absentee ballot application form shall be 25 

verified and signed by the voter, and the voter shall provide a copy of his or her 26 

proof of identification, as defined in Section 41 of this Act[KRS 117.375], or the 27 
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executed voter affirmation as described in KRS 117.228(1)(c). A notice of the 1 

actual penalty provisions in KRS 117.995(2) and (5) shall be printed on the mail-in 2 

absentee ballot application form. 3 

(6)[(3) (a)] For those voters eligible to receive a mail-in absentee ballot, if the 4 

county clerk finds that the voter has completed and submitted an application for a 5 

mail-in absentee ballot as provided in this section, is properly registered as stated 6 

in his or her mail-in absentee ballot application,[ form] and qualifies to receive a 7 

mail-in absentee ballot by mail, the county clerk[he or she] shall mail to the voter a 8 

mail-in absentee ballot, two (2) official envelopes for returning the mail-in absentee 9 

ballot, and instructions for voting. 10 

(7)[(b)] Mail-in absentee ballots shall be mailed to a voter's residential address 11 

located in the county in which the voter is registered, except for:  12 

(a) Qualified voters who apply pursuant to the requirements of paragraph (h)1. 13 

to 6. of subsection (1) of this section; or 14 

(b) Qualified voters covered under KRS 117.077. 15 

(8) The county clerk shall: 16 

(a) Transmit a mail-in absentee ballot to the voter who is eligible to receive a 17 

mail-in absentee ballot within four (4) days of receipt or within four (4) 18 

days of the ballots being available; 19 

(b) Cause mail-in absentee ballots to be printed fifty (50) days prior to each 20 

primary or regular election, and forty-five (45) days prior to a special 21 

election; and 22 

(c) Complete a postal form for a certificate of mailing for mail-in absentee ballots 23 

mailed within the fifty (50) states, and it shall be stamped by the postal service 24 

when the mail-in absentee ballots are mailed. Unless a postal form for a 25 

certificate of mailing is required, the county clerk may use methods of 26 

tracking the mail-in absentee ballots by means of a printed barcode or other 27 
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label that is unique to the individual voter issued by the State Board of 1 

Elections pursuant to administrative regulations promulgated under KRS 2 

Chapter 13A. 3 

(9) A mail-in absentee ballot may be transmitted by facsimile machine or by the 4 

electronic transmission system established under KRS 117A.030(4) to a covered 5 

voter as defined in KRS 117A.010. The covered voter shall be notified of the 6 

options for transmittal of the mail-in absentee ballot, and the mail-in absentee ballot 7 

shall be transmitted by the method chosen for receipt by the resident of Kentucky 8 

who is a covered voter. 9 

[(4) Mail-in absentee ballots which are requested prior to the printing of the mail-in 10 

absentee ballots shall be mailed or otherwise transmitted as provided in subsection 11 

(3) of this section by the county clerk to the voter within three (3) days of the receipt 12 

of the printed ballots. Mail-in absentee ballots requested after the receipt of the 13 

ballots by the county clerk shall be mailed or otherwise transmitted as provided in 14 

subsection (3) of this section to the voter within three (3) days of the receipt of the 15 

request. 16 

(5) The county clerk shall cause mail-in absentee ballots to be printed fifty (50) days 17 

prior to each primary or regular election, and forty-five (45) days prior to a special 18 

election.] 19 

(10)[(6)] The outer envelope of the mail-in absentee ballot shall bear the words 20 

"Absentee Ballot",[ and] the address and official title of the county clerk, a printed 21 

barcode or other label that is unique to the individual voter issued by the State 22 

Board of Elections, and adequate[shall provide] space for the voter's signature, 23 

voting address, precinct number, and signatures of two (2) witnesses if the voter 24 

signs the form with the use of a mark instead of the voter's signature. A detachable 25 

flap on the secrecy envelope shall provide space for the voter's signature, voting 26 

address, precinct number, signatures of two (2) witnesses if the voter signs the form 27 
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with the use of a mark instead of the voter's signature and notice of penalty provided 1 

in KRS 117.995(5). The county clerk shall type the voter's address and precinct 2 

number in the upper left hand corner of the outer envelope and of the detachable 3 

flap on the secrecy envelope immediately below the blank space for the voter's 4 

signature. The secrecy envelope shall be blank. If applicable, the county clerk shall 5 

retain the voter's mail-in ballot application[ form], which shall include the 6 

photographed copy of the voter's proof of identification or the voter affirmation as 7 

prescribed by KRS 117.228(1)(c), and the postal form required by subsection 8 

(8)[(3)] of this section for twenty-two (22) months after the primary or election.  9 

(11)[(7)] Except as otherwise provided in subsection (13) of this section, any person 10 

who has received a mail-in absentee ballot[ by mail] but who knows at least seven 11 

(7) days before the date of the election that he or she will be in his or her county of 12 

residence on election day and who has not voted pursuant to the provisions of KRS 13 

117.086 shall cancel his or her mail-in absentee ballot and vote in person. The voter 14 

shall return the mail-in absentee ballot to the county clerk's office by mail or hand 15 

delivery no later than seven (7) days prior to the date of the election. Upon the 16 

return of the mail-in absentee ballot, the county clerk shall mark on the outer 17 

envelope of the sealed ballot or the unmarked ballot the words "Canceled because 18 

voter appeared to vote in person." Sealed envelopes so marked shall not be opened. 19 

The county clerk shall remove the voter's name from the list of persons who were 20 

sent mail-in absentee ballots, and the voter may vote in the precinct in which he or 21 

she is properly registered. 22 

(12)[(8)] Any voter qualified for a mail-in absentee ballot who does not receive a 23 

requested mail-in absentee ballot within a reasonable amount of time shall contact 24 

the county clerk, who shall reissue a second mail-in absentee ballot. The county 25 

clerk shall keep a record of the mail-in absentee ballots issued and returned by mail, 26 

hand-delivered, or placed in a secure drop-box or receptacle, and the in-person 27 
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absentee voting and federal in-person provisional absentee voting that is 1 

conducted[performed on the voting machine in the county clerk's office or other 2 

place designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State Board 3 

of Elections], to verify that only the first voted ballot[ to be returned by the voter] is 4 

counted. Upon the return of any mail-in absentee ballot after the first mail-in 5 

absentee ballot is returned, the county clerk shall mark on the outer envelope of the 6 

sealed ballot the words "Canceled because ballot reissued." 7 

(13)[(9)] Any covered voter as defined in KRS 117A.010 who has received a mail-in 8 

absentee ballot but who knows that he or she will be in the county on election day 9 

and who has not voted pursuant to the provisions of KRS 117.086 shall cancel his 10 

or her mail-in absentee ballot and vote in person. The voter shall return the mail-in 11 

absentee ballot to the county clerk's office on or before election day. Upon the 12 

return of the mail-in absentee ballot, the county clerk shall mark on the outer 13 

envelope of the sealed mail-in absentee ballot or the unmarked mail-in absentee 14 

ballot the words "Canceled because voter appeared to vote in person." Sealed 15 

envelopes so marked shall not be opened. If the covered voter is unable to return the 16 

mail-in absentee ballot to the county clerk's office on or before election day, at the 17 

time he or she votes in person, he or she shall sign a written oath as to his or her 18 

qualifications on the form prescribed by the State Board of Elections pursuant to 19 

KRS 117.245. The county clerk shall remove the voter's name from the list of 20 

persons who were sent mail-in absentee ballots, provide the voter with written 21 

authorization to vote at the precinct, and the voter may vote in the precinct in which 22 

he or she is properly registered. 23 

(14) The State Board of Elections shall promulgate administrative regulations to: 24 

(a) Ensure election officials have real-time knowledge of which voters have 25 

requested mail-in absentee ballots; and 26 

(b) Provide procedures to be followed if a voter attempts to vote more than once 27 
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at a primary or an election. 1 

(15)[(10)] Notwithstanding the provisions of the Kentucky Open Records Act, KRS 2 

61.870 to 61.884, and except for when the identification of the voter is provided to 3 

the county board of elections under Section 14 of this Act, the information 4 

contained in an application for a mail-in absentee ballot shall not be made public 5 

until after the close of business hours on the election day for which the application 6 

applies. Except for necessary election officials and for election-related duties as 7 

prescribed by law, the name of the person who votes by means of a mail-in 8 

absentee ballot shall not be disclosed. This subsection shall not prohibit at any time 9 

the disclosure, upon request, of the total number of applications for mail-in absentee 10 

ballots that have been filed, or the disclosure to the Secretary of State or the State 11 

Board of Elections, if requested or if otherwise required by law, of any information 12 

in an application for a mail-in absentee ballot. 13 

Section 12.   KRS 117.086 is amended to read as follows: 14 

(1) (a) The voter returning his or her absentee ballot to the county clerk by mail, 15 

hand delivery, or to a secure drop-box or receptacle, shall mark his or her 16 

ballot, seal it in the secrecy envelope, and then seal the outer envelope[, and 17 

mail it to the county clerk as provided in this chapter].

In order to be counted, all mail-in 3 

absentee[the] ballots shall be received by the county clerk no later than[by at 4 

least] the time established by the election laws generally for the closing of the 5 

polls, which time shall not include the extra hour during which those voters 6 

may vote who were waiting in line to vote at the scheduled poll closing time. 7 

(2) (a) The county clerk shall provide a minimum of one (1) secure ballot drop-box 8 

to receive voted mail-in absentee ballots for each primary, regular election, 9 

or special election. Public notice of all secure ballot drop-box locations 10 

shall be given in the same manner as provided under subsection (5) of this 11 

section, and posted to the Web site of the county clerk.  12 

(b) The county board of elections may seek the State Board of Elections' 13 

approval of a ballot receptacle to receive voted mail-in absentee ballots for 14 

each primary, regular election, or special election. Public notice of all 15 

secure ballot receptacle locations shall be given in the same manner as 16 

provided under subsection (5) of this section, and posted to the Web site of 17 

the county clerk. Before any mail-in absentee ballot shall be allowed to be 18 

deposited inside a receptacle, the county board of elections shall inform the 19 

State Board of Elections of: 20 

1. The number of receptacles to be used; 21 

2. The type of each receptacle to be used; and 22 

3. The receptacle location. 23 

(c) Any drop-box or receptacle located outside of the county clerk's office shall 24 

be: 25 

1. Placed in a well-lit and easily accessible location; 26 

2. Secured to ensure immobility while in use; 27 
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3. Under video surveillance at all times; 1 

4. Tamper resistant; and  2 

5. Conspicuously noted as a mail-in absentee ballot drop-off location.  3 

(d) A drop-box or receptacle located inside the county clerk's office shall be 4 

under direct supervision of the staff of the county clerk at all times and be 5 

accessible to the public. 6 

(e) Each receptacle or drop-box shall be emptied by the county clerk and at 7 

least one (1) member of the county board of elections who is not of the same 8 

political affiliation as the county clerk at least once each business day or 9 

more frequently, as needed, to reasonably secure and accommodate the 10 

volume of the voter-delivered mail-in absentee ballots. The ballots deposited 11 

in the drop-box or receptacle shall be removed with a record of the date and 12 

time ballots were removed, and the names of the persons removing them. If 13 

the drop-box or receptacle is located outside the county clerk's office, the 14 

ballots shall be returned to the county clerk in locked transport containers, 15 

and the county clerk shall transfer the ballots upon receipt in accordance 16 

with subsection (7) of this section.

and procedures for the use of the ballot drop-box or receptacle through 25 

administrative regulations promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A. 26 

(3)[(2)] Any voter who shall be absent from the county on election day, but who does 27 
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not qualify to receive a mail-in absentee ballot under the provisions of KRS 1 

117.085, and all voters qualified to vote prior to the election under the provisions of 2 

KRS 117.085, shall vote at the main office of the county clerk or other place 3 

designated by the county board of elections, and approved by the State Board of 4 

Elections, prior to the day of election in accordance with Section 11 of this Act. 5 

The county clerk may provide for[ such] voting by the voting equipment in general 6 

use in the county[ either at the precinct, the equipment as may be used to tabulate 7 

absentee ballots,] or any other voting equipment approved by the State Board of 8 

Elections for use in Kentucky, except as follows: 9 

(a) Any voter qualifying to vote[ in the county clerk's office or other place 10 

designated by the county board of elections, and approved by the State Board 11

(c) Any voter qualifying to vote[ in the county clerk's office or other place 19 

designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State Board 20 

of Elections,] who is unable to provide proof of identification as defined in 21 

Section 41 of this Act[KRS 117.375], may cast an in-person absentee ballot or 22 

federal provisional in-person absentee ballot in accordance with KRS 117.228 23 

or 117.229. 24 

(4)[(3)] When the county clerk uses general voting equipment as provided for in 25 

subsection (3)[(2)] of this section, each voter casting his or her vote in-person 26 

absentee[at the county clerk's office or other place designated by the county board 27 
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of elections, and approved by the State Board of Elections], shall sign an "In-1 

Person Absentee Ballot Signature Roster." 2 

(5)[(4)] The county clerk shall designate a location within the clerk's[his or her] office 3 

where the ballots shall be cast secretly. The county clerk, with the approval of the 4 

State Board of Elections, may establish locations other than the clerk's[his or her] 5 

main office in which the voters may execute their ballots.

(a) Return their mail-in absentee ballots[ by mail]; 27 
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(b) Cast their in-person absentee ballots[ in the county clerk's office or other 1 

place designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State 2 

Board of Elections]; and 3 

(c) Cast their federal provisional in-person absentee ballots under subsection 4 

(3)[(2)](c) of this section. 5 

 The county clerk shall send a copy of each list to the State Board of Elections after 6 

any primary or election day. Notwithstanding the provisions of the Kentucky Open 7 

Records Act, KRS 61.870 to 61.884, each list of all persons who return their mail-8 

in absentee ballots[ by mail] or who cast their ballots in the clerk's office or other 9 

designated and approved place shall not be made public until after the close of 10 

business hours on the primary or election day for which the list applies, except 11 

when provided to the county board of elections under Section 14 of this Act. The 12 

county clerk and the Secretary of State shall keep a record of the number of votes 13 

cast by each method listed in paragraphs (a) to (c) of this subsection, which are cast 14 

in any primary or election as a part of the official returns of the primary or election. 15 

(9)[(8)] The county board of elections shall report to the State Board of Elections 16 

within ten (10) days after any primary or regular election as to the number of 17 

rejected absentee ballots, including rejected mail-in absentee ballots and ballots cast 18 

under subsection (3)[(2)] of this section, and the reasons for rejecting the ballots on 19 

a form prescribed and furnished by the State Board of Elections in administrative 20 

regulations promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A.

the votes cast on the voting machine in the county clerk's office or other place 20 

designated by the county board of elections and approved by the State Board of 21 

Elections.

regarding their duties and the penalties for failure to perform. Election officers, 5 

including alternates, and certified challengers shall attend the training session, 6 

unless excused by the county board of elections for reason of illness or other 7 

emergency. Any person who fails to attend a training session without being excused 8 

shall be prohibited from serving as an election officer or challenger for a period of 9 

five (5) years. The training provided by the county board of elections shall include 10 

but not be limited to the following: 11 

(a) Operation of the voting equipment, and voting system as applicable[machine 12 

or ballot cards]; 13 

(b) Posting of necessary signs and notices at the polling place; 14 

(c) Voter assistance; 15 

(d) Maintaining precinct rosters; 16 

(e) Confirmation of a voter's identity; 17 

(f) Challenge of a voter; 18 

(g) Completing changes of address or name at the polling place; 19 

(h) Qualifications for voting in a primary; 20 

(i) Electioneering and exit polling; 21 

(j) Write-in voting procedures; 22 

(k) Persons who may be in the voting room; 23 

(l) Election violations and penalties; 24 

(m) Assistance which may be provided by law enforcement officers; 25 

(n) Election reports; 26 

(o) Disability awareness; 27 
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(p) Provisional voting and provisional absentee voting; 1 

(q) Election emergency contingency plan; 2 

(r) Elections, voting equipment, and voting systems[equipment] security plan;[ 3 

and] 4 

(s) Proof of identification; and 5 

(t) Information concerning the secure online portal to request a mail-in 6 

absentee ballot. 7 

(3) The county attorney or the county attorney's designee may[shall] attend the 8 

training session for election officers to assist in explaining the duties and penalties 9 

for failure to perform. 10 

(4) Compensation in the minimum amount of ten dollars ($10) for reimbursement of 11 

actual expenses shall be paid by the county to the election officers for attending the 12 

training session. 13 

Section 25.   KRS 117.195 is amended to read as follows: 14 

(1) At least one (1) hour prior to the opening of the polls, the county clerk shall deliver 15 

the voting equipment[each machine], with the operating device and mechanism and 16 

the device covering the registering counters securely locked, to the clerk of the 17 

precinct in which it is to be used, and shall take a receipt indicating the 18 

distinguishing number or the unique designation of the voting 19 

equipment[machine]. The clerk of the precinct shall cause any voting 20 

equipment[the machine] to be arranged in the voting place so that the front of the 21 

equipment[machine], on which[ appear] the ballots appear, if applicable[ballot 22 

labels] and the operating devices, will not be visible, when being operated, to any 23 

person other than the voter. 24 

(2) In polling places in which voting equipment[machines] for multiple precincts are 25 

located, the county clerk shall post a sign near the voting equipment[each machine] 26 

identifying the precinct for which the voting equipment[machine] has been 27 
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designated. 1 

(3) For federal provisional ballots, and supplemental paper ballots if approved as 2 

provided in KRS 118.215, the county clerk shall, at least one (1) hour prior to the 3 

opening of the polls, deliver or confirm that there is available: 4 

(a) A sufficient number of ballots, and supplemental paper ballots if approved, for 5 

the registered voters of each precinct; 6 

(b) A sufficient number of voting booths for voting federal provisional ballots, 7 

and supplemental paper ballots if approved; 8 

(c) A sufficient amount of string and rubber stamps for marking "Spoiled" and 9 

"Unused" ballots; 10 

(d) A locked ballot box or receptacle for federal provisional ballots, and a 11 

separate locked ballot box for supplemental paper ballots if approved, for each 12 

precinct; and 13 

(e) A sufficient number of federal provisional voter ballots, voter affirmations, 14 

and election official affirmations. 15 

 The county clerk shall take a receipt for the number of federal provisional ballots, 16 

and supplemental paper ballots if approved, issued and the ballot boxes or ballot 17 

receptacles for each precinct. The county clerk shall retain the keys to all ballot 18 

boxes and ballot receptacles. 19 

Section 26.   KRS 117.205 is amended to read as follows: 20 

Before the polls are open, and before permitting any person to vote on the day of the 21 

election, the election officers shall examine the voting equipment[machine] to ascertain 22 

whether it has been operated since the counters referred to in subsections (17) and (18) of 23 

Section 18 of this Act[(10) and (11) of KRS 117.125] were set at zero, and to ascertain 24 

whether the ballots[ballot labels] are arranged as previously specified[ on the printed 25 

instruction cards]. If the voting equipment[machine] indicates that it has been operated or 26 

if the ballots[ballot labels] are not properly[so] arranged, the officers shall not unlock the 27 
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operating device or mechanism, but shall immediately secure the attendance of the county 1 

clerk and one (1) member of the county board of elections other than the county clerk, 2 

who shall reset the counters at zero and relock the device covering the counters, or 3 

properly arrange the ballots[ballot labels], as the case may be, in the presence of the 4 

election officers. If the attendance of members of the board of elections cannot be 5 

obtained before the opening of the polls or within one (1) hour thereafter, the election 6 

officers shall notify the county clerk of the foregoing facts and obtain from the county 7 

clerk[ a] reserve voting equipment[machine], and proceed to conduct the election. Any 8 

reserve voting equipment[machine] shall have been certified for use at the election by the 9 

county board of elections and prepared for use at the election by the election officers in 10 

the precinct in the same manner as the original voting equipment[machine] was prepared 11 

for the election. The voting equipment[machine] found to have been so operated shall be 12 

returned immediately to the custody of the county clerk, whose duty it shall be to 13 

promptly repair same so[in order] that it may be used as[ a] reserve voting 14 

equipment[machine] in the election if needed. 15 

Section 27.   KRS 117.215 is amended to read as follows: 16 

(1) If, during the conduct of an election,[ a] voting equipment, or any part of a voting 17 

system, no longer operates[machine becomes in a state of disrepair so that it cannot 18 

be operated] in a manner that will comply with the provisions of this chapter, the 19 

election officers shall lock or seal the voting equipment[machine in such a manner 20 

as] to prevent further voting thereon and record the numbers shown by the public 21 

counter. Then the election officers shall secure from the county clerk[ a] reserve 22 

voting equipment[machine],[ which shall be] prepared and made ready for use as 23 

provided in KRS 117.205, and[ thereupon] proceed to conduct the election. When 24 

the polls are closed both the original and reserve voting equipment[machines] shall 25

equipment,[machine] or[ supplemental] paper ballots for use at the precinct and a 5 

ballot box in which to deposit the voted ballots. The ballot box shall be locked with 6 

two (2) locks and the judges of the precinct shall each hold the key to one (1) lock. 7 

At the close of voting, the paper ballots shall be counted at the precinct or a central 8 

counting center and added to the votes cast using voting equipment[by machine]. 9 

The aggregate of these votes shall be certified as the result of the election in that 10 

precinct. 11 

Section 28.   KRS 117.225 is amended to read as follows: 12 

(1) Any person desiring to vote on election day shall give his or her name and address 13 

to the clerk of the election and shall provide proof of identification as defined in 14 

Section 41 of this Act[KRS 117.375]. 15 

(2) A voter who votes in person at a precinct polling place that is located at a state-16 

licensed care facility where the voter resides is not required to provide proof of 17 

identification, as defined in Section 41 of this Act[KRS 117.375], before voting in a 18 

primary or an election. 19 

(3) If the voter's name is listed on the precinct list furnished by the State Board of 20

(1) No person, other than the election officers, challengers, person assisting voters in 12 

accordance with KRS 117.255(3), and a minor child in the company of a voter, shall 13 

be permitted within the voting room while the vote is being polled, except as 14

(b) By authority of the election officers to keep order and enforce the law; 17

absentee voting, during the hours in-person absentee voting is being 7 

conducted in the building[ by the county clerk pursuant to KRS 8 

117.085(1)(c)]. 9 

(c) No person shall electioneer within one hundred (100) feet of a mail-in 10 

absentee drop-box or drop receptacle. 11 

(d)[(c)] Electioneering shall include the displaying of signs, the distribution of 12 

campaign literature, cards, or handbills, the soliciting of signatures to any 13 

petition, or the solicitation of votes for or against any bona fide candidate or 14 

ballot question in a manner which expressly advocates the election or defeat 15 

of the candidate or expressly advocates the passage or defeat of the ballot 16 

question, but shall not include exit polling, bumper stickers affixed to a 17 

person's vehicle while parked within or passing through a distance of one 18 

hundred (100) feet of any entrance to a building in which[ a] voting[ machine] 19 

is conducted[located], private property as provided in subsection (7) of this 20 

section, or other exceptions established by the State Board of Elections 21 

through the promulgation of administrative regulations under KRS Chapter 22 

13A. 23 

(4) No voter shall be permitted to converse with others while in any room in which 24 

voting, including in-person absentee voting, is conducted concerning their support 25 

or nonsupport of any candidate, party, or issue to be voted on, except as provided in 26 

KRS 117.255. 27 
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(5) Any precinct election officer, county clerk, deputy county clerk, or any law 1 

enforcement official may enforce the election laws and maintain law and order at 2 

the polls and within one hundred (100) feet of any entrance to the building in which 3 

voting is conducted[the voting machine is located] if that entrance is unlocked and 4 

is used by voters. Assistance may be requested of any law enforcement officer. 5 

(6) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (1) of this section, the State Board of 6 

Elections may establish a program designed to instill in school children a respect for 7 

the democratic principles of voting by conducting in any county a mock election for 8 

school children in conjunction with any primary,[ or] regular, or special election. 9 

The State Board of Elections shall promulgate administrative regulations under 10 

KRS Chapter 13A regarding the mock elections to ensure[insure] that the regular 11 

voting process will not be impaired. 12 

(7) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (3) of this section, nothing in this 13 

section shall prohibit the displaying of political campaign signs on private property 14 

or private establishments by a person having a leased or ownership interest in that 15 

private property or private establishment within the campaign-free zone, regardless 16 

of the distance from the polling place. In the case of a polling location being on 17 

private property that is leased or otherwise under contract for the purpose of serving 18 

as a polling location, the provisions of subsection (3) of this section shall be 19 

applicable to that leased or contracted-for private property. 20 

Section 30.   KRS 117.227 is amended to read as follows: 21 

Except as otherwise provided, election officers shall confirm the identity of each voter by 22 

proof of identification as defined in Section 41 of this Act[KRS 117.375]. The election 23 

officer confirming the identity shall sign the precinct voter roster and list the method of 24 

proof of identification. 25 

Section 31.   KRS 117.228 is amended to read as follows: 26 

(1) Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section, on the day of a primary, an 27

(4) The precinct election clerk shall swear a person assisting a voter in voting to[ 7 

operate the voting machine or] complete the ballot in accordance with the directions 8 

of the voter, and the person sworn shall enter the voting booth or ballot completion 9 

area and[ operate the machine or] complete the ballot for the voter as the voter 10 

directs. 11 

(5) A voter who requires voting assistance on a permanent basis because of blindness 12 

or other physical disability may apply to the county board of elections for 13 

certification. Application may be made when registering to vote or completing the 14 

voter assistance form by indicating that the reason for obtaining assistance is 15 

permanent. The county board of elections shall determine whether the applicant 16 

requires assistance on a permanent basis.

(7) ]No voter shall be permitted to occupy the voting booth or ballot completion 2 

area[machine] more than four (4)[two (2)] minutes if other voters are waiting to 3 

use it, except that those voters who because of a disability need extra time to cast a 4 

ballot shall be given a reasonable amount of time to vote.

(7)[(8)] In primaries, before a voter is permitted to use the voting 6 

equipment[machine], a judge of the election shall adjust the voting 7 

equipment[machine] so that the voter will only be able to vote for the persons for 8 

whom the voter is qualified to vote.

choice upon the appropriate ballot[device] for the office being voted on[ provided 7 

on the voting machine] as required by KRS 117.125. Any candidate for city, county, 8 

urban-county, consolidated local government, charter county government, or unified 9 

local government office who is defeated in a partisan or nonpartisan primary shall 10 

be ineligible as a candidate for the same office in the regular election.

The 22 

declaration of intent shall be filed no earlier than the first Wednesday after the first 23 

Monday in November of the year preceding the year the office will appear on the 24 

ballot, and no later than 4 p.m. local time at the place of filing when filed on the last 25 

date on which papers may be filed. The declaration of intent shall be on a form 26 

prescribed and furnished by the Secretary of State. 27 
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(3) A person shall not be eligible as a write-in candidate: 1 

(a) For more than one (1) office in a regular or special election; or 2 

(b) If his or her name appears upon the ballot[ label] for any office, except that 3 

the candidate may file a notice of withdrawal prior to filing an intent to be a 4 

write-in candidate for office when a vacancy in a different office occurs 5 

because of: 6 

1. Death; 7 

2. Disqualification to hold the office sought; 8 

3. Severe disabling condition which arose after the nomination; or 9 

4. The nomination of an unopposed candidate. 10 

(4) Persons who wish to run for President and Vice-President shall file a declaration of 11 

intent to be a write-in candidate, along with a list of presidential electors pledged to 12 

those candidates, with the Secretary of State on or before the fourth Friday in 13 

October preceding the date of the regular election for those offices. The declaration 14 

of intent shall be filed no earlier than the first Wednesday after the first Monday in 15 

November of the year preceding the year the office will appear on the ballot, and no 16 

later than 4 p.m. local time at the place of filing when filed on the last date on which 17 

papers may be filed. Write-in votes cast for the candidates whose names appear on 18 

the ballot shall apply to the slate of pledged presidential electors, whose names shall 19 

not appear on the ballot. 20 

(5) The county clerk shall provide to the precinct election officers certified lists of those 21 

persons who have filed declarations of intent as provided in subsections (2) and (3) 22 

of this section. Only write-in votes cast for qualified candidates shall be counted. 23 

(6) Two (2) election officers of opposing parties shall upon the request of any voter 24 

instruct the voter on how to cast a write-in vote. 25 

Section 36.   KRS 117.275 is amended to read as follows: 26 

(1) At the count of the votes in any precinct, any candidate or slate of candidates and 27 
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any representatives to witness and check the count of the votes therein, who are 1 

authorized to be appointed as is provided in subsection (9) of this section, shall be 2 

admitted and[ be] permitted to be present and witness the count. 3 

(2) As soon as the polls are closed, and the last voter has voted, the judges at that time 4 

shall immediately lock and seal the voting equipment so that the voting and 5 

counting mechanisms[mechanism] will be prevented from operating[operation], 6 

and they shall sign a certificate stating: 7 

(a) That the voting equipment has been locked against voting and sealed; 8 

(b) The number of voters, as shown on the public counters; 9 

(c) The number registered on the protective or cumulative[accumulative] counter 10 

or device[, if any]; and 11 

(d) The number or other designation of the voting equipment.[,] 12 

 The[Which] certificate, with any additional certificate previously prepared under 13 

Section 7 of this Act, shall be returned by the judges of election to the officials 14 

authorized by law to receive it. The judges shall compare the number of voters, as 15 

shown by the counter of the voting equipment, with the number of those who have 16 

voted as shown by the protective or cumulative[accumulative] counter or device[, if 17 

any]. 18 

(3) Where voting equipment is used which does not print the candidates' names along 19 

with the total votes received on a general return sheet or record for that equipment, 20 

the procedure to be followed shall be as follows: 21 

(a) The judges, in the presence of the representatives mentioned in subsection (1) 22 

of this section, if any, and of all other persons who may be lawfully within the 23 

polling place, shall give full view of all the counter numbers; 24 

(b) The judges shall enter, in ink, the total votes cast for each candidate, and slate 25 

of candidates, and for and against each question on the return sheets; and 26 

(c) Each precinct election officer shall sign the return sheets, and a copy of the 27 
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return sheets shall be posted on the precinct door. 1 

(4) Where voting equipment is used that prints the candidates' names along with the 2 

total votes received on a return sheet or record for that equipment, the precinct 3 

election officers shall sign the return sheets or record for the voting equipment, 4 

which shall be posted on the door of the precinct.

(7) Following the tabulation of all votes cast in the election, including absentee votes 27

summary of the tabulation sheets showing the results from each precinct to the State 2 

Board of Elections and the county clerk shall mail or deliver the precinct signature 3 

rosters from each precinct to the State Board of Elections during the period 4 

established by KRS 117.355(3). 5 

(8) As soon as possible after the completion of the count, the two (2) judges shall return 6 

to the county board of elections the keys to the voting equipment[machine] received 7 

and receipted for by them, and the county clerk in which the precinct is located shall 8 

have the voting equipment[machine] properly boxed or securely covered and 9 

removed to a proper and secure place of storage. 10 

(9) In primaries, each candidate or group of candidates may designate to the county 11 

board of elections a representative to witness and check the vote count. In regular 12

(8) The word "resident" used in reference to a candidate in a state, district, county, or 8 

city election shall mean actual resident, without regard to the residence of the 9

party within the meaning of subsection (1) of this section but whose candidate 12 

received two percent (2%) or more of the vote of the state at the last preceding 13

Candidates for county offices and local state 14 

offices shall be listed in the following order: Commonwealth's attorney, circuit 15 

clerk, property valuation administrator, county judge/executive, county attorney, 16 

county clerk, sheriff, jailer, county commissioner, coroner, justice of the peace, and 17 

constable. The names of candidates for President and Vice President shall be 18 

certified in lieu of certifying the names of the candidates for presidential electors. 19 

The names shall be certified as follows: 20 

(a) Not later than the second Monday after the filing deadline for the primary as 21 

established in KRS 83A.045, 118.165, and 118A.060; 22 

(b) Not later than the second Monday following the filing deadline for the regular 23 

election, except as provided in paragraph (c) of this subsection; and 24 

(c) Not later than the Monday after the Friday following the first Tuesday in 25 

September preceding a regular election, for those years in which there is an 26 

election for President and Vice President of the United States. 27 
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(2) Except as otherwise provided in subsection (3) of this section, all independent 1 

candidates or slates of candidates whose nominating petitions are filed with the 2 

county clerk or the Secretary of State shall be listed under the title and device 3 

designated by them as provided in KRS 118.315, or if none is designated, under the 4 

word "independent," and shall be placed on the ballot in a separate column or 5 

columns or in a separate line or lines according to the office which they seek. The 6 

order in which independent candidates or slates of candidates shall appear on the 7 

ballot shall be determined by lot by the county clerk. If the same device is selected 8 

by two (2) groups of petitioners, it shall be given to the first selecting it and the 9 

county clerk shall permit the other group to select a suitable device. This section 10 

shall not apply to candidates for municipal offices which come under subsection (3) 11 

of this section.

The order 16 

in which the names of the candidates for each office are to be printed on the ballot 17 

shall be determined by lot. Each group of candidates for each separate office for 18 

which the candidates are to be elected shall be clearly separated from other groups 19 

on the ballot and spaced to avoid confusion on the part of the voter. 20 

(4) The Secretary of State shall not knowingly certify to the county clerk of any county 21 

the name of any candidate or slate of candidates who has not filed the required 22 

nomination papers, nor knowingly fail to certify the name of any candidate or slate 23 

of candidates who has filed the required nomination papers. 24 

(5) If the county clerk determines that the number of certified candidates or slates of 25 

candidates cannot be placed on a ballot which can be accommodated by the voting 26 

equipment[machines] currently in use by the county, he or she shall so notify the 27 
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State Board of Elections not later than the last Tuesday in February preceding the 1 

primary or the last Tuesday in August preceding the regular election. The State 2

(6) The ballot position of a candidate or slate of candidates shall not be changed after 12 

the ballot position has been designated by the county clerk. 13 

Section 51.   KRS 118.225 is amended to read as follows: 14 

(1) For the purpose of determining the order in which the names of candidates or slates 15 

of candidates to be voted for by the electors of the entire state shall be certified and 16 

printed on the ballots with the designation of the respective offices, the Secretary of 17 

State shall prepare lists of the counties of each congressional district of the state. 18 

The Secretary of State shall arrange the surnames of all candidates or slates of 19 

candidates for each office in alphabetical order for the First Congressional District, 20 

and the names shall be certified in this order to the county clerks of all the counties 21 

comprising that district.

The lists shall be certified accordingly. 26 

(2) For all other offices for which nomination papers and petitions are filed with the 27 
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Secretary of State, the order of names of candidates for each office shall be 1 

determined by lot at a public drawing to be held in the office of the Secretary of 2 

State at 2 p.m., standard time, on the Thursday following the filing deadline for the 3 

primary as established in KRS 83A.045, 118.165, and 118A.060 or the Thursday 4 

following the first Tuesday after the first Monday in June preceding the regular 5 

election. 6 

(3) For all offices for which nomination papers and petitions are filed in the office of 7 

the county clerk, the order in which the names of candidates for each office are to 8 

be printed on the ballot shall be determined by lot at a public drawing in the office 9 

of the county clerk at 2 p.m., standard time, on the Thursday following the filing 10 

deadline for the primary as established in KRS 83A.045, 118.165, and 118A.060 or 11 

the Thursday following the first Tuesday after the first Monday in June preceding 12 

the regular election. 13 

(4) For all offices for which the deadline for filing nomination papers and petitions is 14 

governed by KRS 83A.165(4)(c) or 118.375(2), the order in which the names of 15 

candidates for each office are to be printed shall be determined by lot at a public 16 

drawing in the office at the place of filing at 2 p.m., standard time, on the Thursday 17 

following the second Tuesday in August preceding the regular election. 18 

(5) If the number of certified candidates or slates of candidates cannot be placed on a 19 

ballot which can be accommodated on voting equipment[machines] currently in use 20 

in the county, the county clerk shall notify the State Board of Elections, as provided 21 

in KRS 118.215.

(1) Except as provided in KRS 118.345, and subject to the provisions of subsections 24 

(2), (3), and (4) of this section, the county clerk of each county shall cause to be 25 

printed on all ballots, including[for the voting machines and on] the absentee 26 

ballots, for the regular election the names of the following persons: 27 
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(a) Candidates of a political party, as defined in KRS 118.015, who have received 1 

certificates of nomination at the preceding primary, or certificates of 2

1. Records votes by means of a ballot display provided with mechanical 25

2. Processes the data by means of a computer program; 27 
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3. Records voting data and ballot images in internal and external 1

4. Produces a tabulation of the voting data stored in a removable 3

combination of a ballot marking device and an electronic or automatic vote 6

(a) The total combination of physical, mechanical, electromechanical, or 9 

electronic equipment, including the software, hardware, firmware, and 10 

documentation required to program, control, and support that equipment, 11 

that is used to: 12 

1. Define ballots; 13 

2. Cast and count votes; 14 

3. Report or display election results; and 15 

4. Maintain and produce any audit trail information; and 16 

(b) The practices and associated documentation used to: 17 

1. Identify system components and versions of those components; 18 

2. Test the system during its development and maintenance; 19 

3. Maintain records of system errors and defects; 20 

4. Determine specific system changes to be made to a system after the 21 

initial qualification of the system; and 22 

5. Make available any materials to the voter, such as notices, 23 

instructions, forms, or paper ballots[ shall include lever machines and, 24 

as far as applicable, any electronic or electromechanical unit and 25 

supplies utilized or relied upon by a voter in casting his vote in an 26 

election]. 27

(2) (a) The canvass and returns provided for in KRS 242.110 shall constitute the 9 

official returns for the local option election, unless before 4 p.m. on the 10 

seventh day following the local option election, the county clerk or county 11 

board of elections takes notice of a discrepancy in the tally of votes cast in any 12 

precinct or number of precincts within the territory voting in the local option 13 

election, or a committee favoring or opposing the proposition makes a written 14 

request to the county board of elections to check and recanvass the ballots 15 

cast, including[voting machines and] absentee ballots, of any precinct or any 16 

number of precincts involving the local option election. After this time period 17 

has elapsed and notice is taken, the county board of elections shall assemble at 18 

9 a.m. on the second day following the filing deadline to request a recanvass, 19 

and not sooner, and recheck and recanvass all voting equipment[each   20 

machine] and make a proper return thereof to the county clerk, and the 21 

canvass and return shall become the official returns for the election. 22 

(b) In making the recanvass, the county board of elections shall make a record of 23 

the unique designation or number of the seal upon the voting 24 

equipment[machine] and, without unlocking the voting equipment[machine] 25 

against voting, recanvass the votes[vote] cast[ thereon]. If, after a recanvass, it 26 

is found that the original canvass of the returns has been correctly made from 27

the voting equipment[machine] and that there still remains a discrepancy 1 

unaccounted for, this discrepancy shall be noted. If, upon recanvass, it appears 2 

that the original canvass of the returns by the election officers was incorrect, 3 

the returns and all papers being prepared by the county board of elections shall 4 

be corrected accordingly. 5 

(c) The county board of elections shall, immediately upon receipt of a request for 6 

a recanvass, notify the committees favoring or opposing the proposition of the 7 

time and place of the recanvass. At the recanvass, the committees favoring or 8 

opposing the proposition may be present. The county board of elections shall 9 

authorize representatives of the news media to observe the recanvass of the 10 

votes cast at the polls[on the voting machine] in each precinct. Nothing in this 11 

section shall prohibit an individual from requesting, in addition to a recanvass, 12 

a recount as authorized by KRS Chapter 120. 13 

(3) The State Board of Elections shall prescribe through administrative regulations 14 

promulgated under KRS Chapter 13A, a form[forms] to be used by county boards 15 

of election to report all recanvassed votes. The form shall include the following 16

(a) The name of the county in which the recanvass was conducted; 18 

(b) The date of the report; 19 

(c) The date of the local option election; 20 

(d) The proposition for which the recanvass was conducted; 21 

(e) The names of the leaders of the committees favoring or opposing the 22 

proposition being recanvassed; and 23 

(f) The[ machine] votes cast at the polls, absentee votes, and vote totals for each 24 

"yes" or "no" vote. 25 

The report shall be signed by each member of the county board of elections. 26

(5) The State Board of Elections shall promulgate administrative regulations in 3 

accordance with KRS Chapter 13A to establish the proper procedures for 4 

conducting a local option election recanvass for each type of voting system 5 

approved by the State Board of Elections and in use in Kentucky.
