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AN ACT relating to firearm safety. 1 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky: 2 

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 210 IS CREATED TO 3 

READ AS FOLLOWS: 4 

(1) The Cabinet for Health and Family Services shall: 5 

(a) Develop and produce evidence-based educational materials on firearm 6 

safety, suicide prevention, and conflict resolution, which shall include a QR 7 

code to locate the materials on the cabinet's website. As used in this 8 

paragraph "QR code" has the same meaning as in KRS 217.039; 9 

(b) Distribute the educational materials produced under paragraph (a) of this 10 

subsection to sellers of firearms, ammunition, components of firearms, 11 

components of ammunition, firearms accessories, or any combination 12 

thereof, to display at points of sale; and 13 

(c) Promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 14 

13A to implement and enforce this section. 15 

(2) All sellers of firearms, ammunition, components of firearms, components of 16 

ammunition, firearms accessories, or any combination thereof, shall display the 17 

educational materials produced and distributed under subsection (1) of this 18 

section at their points of sale. 19 

(3) Any seller of firearms, ammunition, components of firearms, components of 20 

ammunition, firearms accessories, or any combination thereof, who fails to 21 

display the educational materials required to be displayed under subsection (2) of 22 

this section may be subject to a civil penalty of: 23 

(a) Five hundred dollars ($500) for a first offense; 24 

(b) One thousand dollars ($1,000) for a second offense; and 25 

(c) Two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) for a third or subsequent 26 

offense. 27 
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(4) The cabinet may issue a citation for a violation of subsection (2) of this section to 1 

an individual or an establishment where the violation occurs. 2 

(5) All money collected from civil penalties imposed under subsection (3) of this 3 

section shall be paid into the State Treasury and credited to the Kentucky mental 4 

health first aid training fund created in KRS 210.054. 5
