TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Except as provided in Section 2 of this Act, a person is quilty of criminal possession of

a destructive device or a booby trap device in the second degree when he or she

possesses, manufactures, transports, or places any destructive device or booby trap

device.
=» Section 4. KRS 237.050 is amended to read as follows:

KRS 237.030 to 237.050 shall not apply to:

(1) Destructive devices or booby trap devices which are possessed by the government
of the United States, this state, or a political subdivision thereof;

(2) Any device which is lawfully possessed under the Gun Control Act of 1968, the

Organized Crime Control Act of 1971, or any other law of the United States or this

state, unless a crime is committed therewith;
