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AN ACT relating to hunting coyotes.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 150 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person with a valid permit to hunt may take coyotes year round. There shall be no restriction on using bait or electronic calls to attract coyotes.

(2)
There shall be no limit on the number of coyotes that can be legally taken by a hunter with a valid permit to hunt.

(3)
Coyotes may be taken after dark provided that:

(a)
No artificial light shall be used during the hunt in contravention of KRS 150.395;

(b)
No weapon shall be used other than a shotgun that is no larger in diameter than a 10-gauge and that shall hold no more than three (3) shot shells; and

(c)
The hunt shall be performed over bait set in a location that is visible to a hunter at night or using an electronic call.

(4)
"Coyote" means an animal of the species Canis latrans.
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
