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AN ACT relating to boating.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 222.201 is amended to read as follows:

As used in KRS 222.202 to 222.204, 222.990(3) to (5), "public place" shall have the same meaning as it does in KRS 525.010, provided that for violations of KRS 222.202(2) the definition shall not include:

(1)
Any public place where a license under KRS Chapter 243 to sell distilled spirits, wine, or beer by the drink has been obtained; or

(2)
Any boat or other vessel on the waters of this state, if the person who is consuming alcoholic beverages is not the operator of the boat or vessel. For the purposes of this subsection, the "waters of this state" means any waters within the territorial limits of this state, including waters within or adjacent to a state park administered under KRS Chapter 148.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 235 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
In a vessel on the waters of this state, a passenger:

(a)
Shall not be subject to any violation for drinking alcoholic beverages in a public place; and

(b)
May be subject to a charge of alcohol intoxication as described in KRS 222.202(1).

(2)
The operator of a vessel on the waters of this state shall be subject to KRS 235.240 or any other requirements or restrictions on vessel operators under the law.

Section 3.   KRS 244.180 is amended to read as follows:

The following property, even though found and seized in dry territory, is contraband: 

(1)
Any apparatus commonly used or intended to be used in the manufacture of alcoholic beverages and not registered in the office of a collector of internal revenue for the United States. The burden of proof that the apparatus is so registered shall be on the defendant. 

(2)
Any and all material, equipment, implements, devices, firearms and other property used or intended for use directly and immediately in connection with the unlawful traffic in alcoholic beverages. 

(3)
Any alcoholic beverages in the possession of anyone not entitled by law to possess them. 

(4)
Any alcoholic beverages to which the revenue stamps or tax crowns have not been affixed as required by KRS 243.720 to 243.850. 

(5)
Any alcoholic beverages in a container of a size prohibited by law or prohibited to the particular party in whose possession they are found. 

(6)
Any vehicle, watercraft or aircraft in which any person is illegally possessing or transporting alcoholic beverages. "Illegally possessing" means and includes the holding of any alcoholic liquors unless lawfully acquired and intended for lawful uses. A watercraft shall not be considered contraband if the alcoholic beverages within it are being lawfully possessed or consumed by a passenger in a watercraft on any waters of this state, as defined in subsection (2) of Section 1 of this Act.
