15 National Rifle Association.

Proposed law requires each city, parish, and other local public school board to provide age
and grade appropriate classroom instruction regarding firearm familiarity and safety to
elementary school students. Further requires that such instruction be integrated into an
existing course of study, and specifies that the purpose of such instruction shall be to
promote the protection and safety of children. Also requires that such instruction adopt or
be based on the Eddie Eagle gunsafe accident prevention program developed by the National
Rifle Assoc.
