HOUSE BILL NO. 452

Prefiled pursuant to Article III, Section 2(A)(4)(b)(i) of the Constitution of Louisiana.

FUNDS/FUNDING:  Provides for the transfer of deposits and monies among state funds

AN ACT1

To provide relative to special treasury funds; to provide for the transfer, dedication, use, and2

appropriations as specified of certain treasury funds; to provide for the deposit of3

certain funds into the state treasury; to provide for effective dates; and to provide for4

related matters.5

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:6

Section 1.(A)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state7

hospitals, or its successor state agencies, are hereby authorized and directed to deposit into8

the state treasury all receipts of lease payments for the lease of state hospital buildings.  The9

state treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to transfer all payments for the lease of state10

hospital buildings to the Overcollections Fund.11

(B)   After satisfying the requirements of the Bond Security and Redemption Fund12

as provided in Article VII, Section 9(B) of the Constitution of Louisiana, the requirements13

of R.S. 46:440.1, the Medical Assistance Programs Fraud Detection Fund, and the14

requirements of R.S. 49:259, the Department of Justice Legal Support Fund, and after15

deposit into the state general fund, then the treasurer shall transfer into the Overcollections16

Fund an amount equal to the settlement or judgment funds or proceeds recovered by the17

attorney general on behalf of the state related to any cause of action mentioned or raised in18

any suit against pharmaceutical companies - including any affiliated, precursor, "formerly19

known as", and/or successor entities - filed by, or on behalf of, the State of Louisiana.  To20

the extent that in satisfying the requirements of R.S. 49:259, the Department of Justice Legal21
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Support Fund, any monies from these settlement or judgment funds or proceeds are paid into1

the Department of Justice Legal Support Fund, a like amount shall be transferred from the2

Department of Justice Legal Support Fund into the Overcollections Fund.3

(C)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is4

authorized and directed to transfer the proceeds of at least Twelve Million Dollars relating5

to the assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Pointe Clair Farms to the Overcollections6

Fund.7

(D)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is8

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds of at least Ten9

Million Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars relating to the assignment, transfer, sale, or10

lease of the Baton Rouge State Office Building property to the Overcollections Fund.11

(E)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is12

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds of at least13

Seventeen Million Eight Hundred Forty Thousand Dollars relating to the assignment,14

transfer, sale, or lease of the Southeast Louisiana Hospital property to the Overcollections15

Fund.16

(F)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is17

authorized and directed to transfer the proceeds of at least Three Hundred Fifty Thousand18

Dollars from the assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Wooddale Towers to the19

Overcollections Fund.20

(G)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is21

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds relating to the22

assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Hart Parking Garage property to the23

Overcollections Fund.24

(H)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is25

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds relating to the26

assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Greenwell Springs Hospital property to the27

Overcollections Fund.28

(I)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is29

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds relating to the30
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assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Pines Campus property to the Overcollections1

Fund.2

(J)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is3

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds relating to the4

assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Southern Oaks Addiction Recovery property to the5

Overcollections Fund.6

(K)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is7

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds relating to the8

assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the Bayou Region property to the Overcollections9

Fund.10

(L)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer is11

authorized and directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the proceeds relating to the12

assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the MDC Apartment  property to the Overcollections13

Fund.14

(M)  Notwithstanding any laws to the contrary, the treasurer is hereby authorized and15

directed to transfer to the Overcollections Fund the amount of state general fund over Three16

Million Dollars identified by the Department of Revenue as increased net state tax receipts17

realized from the implementation of additional fraud initiatives. 18

Section 2.  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the state treasurer19

shall not include unexpended and unencumbered monies in the Rapid Response Fund at the20

end of the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year in the determination of the unencumbered balance of the21

fund for purposes of determining the amount to be deposited into the fund at the beginning22

of the fiscal year pursuant to R.S. 51:2361(A)(2).23

Section 3.(A)  Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state24

treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to transfer Twenty-Nine Million One Hundred25

Thirty-Two Thousand Eight Hundred Eighty-One Dollars of fees and self-generated26

revenues collected by the Department of Revenue to the Overcollections Fund. 27

(B)  After satisfying the requirements of the Bond Security and Redemption Fund28

as provided in Article VII, Section 9(B) of the Constitution of Louisiana, the state treasurer29

is hereby authorized and directed to transfer all loan payments received from political30
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subdivisions, under Section 7 of Act 41 of the 2006 First Extraordinary Session, of at least1

Twenty-Eight Million Two Hundred Eighty-Four Thousand Five Hundred Dollars to the2

Overcollections Fund.3

(C)  Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state treasurer is4

hereby authorized and directed to transfer excess collections from Interagency Transfers and5

Fees and Self-Generated Revenues of at least Ten Million Dollars into the Overcollections6

Fund.7

(D)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the Louisiana Housing8

Finance Agency or its successor is hereby authorized and directed to deposit into the state9

treasury the unrestricted or unencumbered fund assets of Two Million Dollars. The state10

treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to transfer the funds to the Overcollections Fund.11

(E)  Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state treasurer is12

hereby authorized and directed to transfer Sixteen Million Dollars from the Self-Insurance13

Fund to the Overcollections Fund. 14

(F)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, the Louisiana Property15

Assistance Agency or its successor is hereby authorized and directed to deposit into the state16

treasury the unrestricted or encumbered balance of Five Million Dollars. The state treasurer17

is hereby authorized and directed to transfer the funds to the Overcollections Fund.18

(G)   Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state treasurer is19

hereby authorized and directed to transfer the following amounts into the Overcollections20

Fund from the funds specified below.  The treasurer shall make such transfers from each21

fund after fully funding the appropriation from the fund:22

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(H)  Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state treasurer is1

hereby authorized and directed to transfer Two Hundred Sixty-Seven Dollars from the2

Higher Education Initiatives Fund into the Overcollections Fund.  The state treasurer is3

further authorized and directed to transfer all additional interest and proceeds to the4

Overcollections Fund.5

(I)  Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state treasurer is6

hereby authorized and directed to transfer Seventy-Six Dollars from the Louisiana State7

Board of Private Investigator Examiners Fund into the Overcollections Fund.  The state8

treasurer is further authorized and directed to transfer all additional interest and proceeds to9

the Overcollections Fund.10

Section 4. The state treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to transfer One11

Million One Hundred Eighty-One Thousand One Hundred Forty-Seven Dollars from State12

General Fund (Direct) to the Coastal Protection and Restoration Fund to be comprised13

wholly of nonrecurring revenue returned from the Department of Economic Development14

capital outlay project Port of Terrebonne commitment from Act No. 7 of 2008 Second15

Extraordinary Session of the Legislature.16

Section 5.  Notwithstanding any provision of the law to the contrary, the state17

treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to transfer One Million One Hundred Eighty-One18

Thousand One Hundred Forty-Seven Dollars from recurring revenues in the Coastal19

Protection and Restoration Fund into the Overcollections Fund. 20

Section 6.  Sections 1 and 4 through 7 of this Act shall become effective upon21

signature of this Act by the governor or, if not signed by the governor, upon expiration of22

the time for bills to become law without signature by the governor, as provided by Article23

III, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If this Act is vetoed by the governor and24

subsequently approved by the legislature, Sections 1 and 4 through 7 of this Act shall25

become effective on the day following such approval.26

Section 7.  Sections 2 and 3 of this Act shall become effective on July 1, 2013; if27

vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legislature, Sections 2 and 3 of28

this Act shall become effective on July 1, 2013, or on the day following such approval by29

the legislature, whichever is later.30

Abstract:  Provides for the transfer and deposit of monies among state funds.

Effective upon signature of governor, authorizes the following to be deposited into the
Overcollections Fund:

(1) All receipts of lease payments for the lease of state hospital buildings.

(2) An amount equal to the settlement or judgment funds or proceeds recovered by the
attorney general on behalf of the state related to any cause of action mentioned or
raised in any suit against pharmaceutical companies, less any amount paid to the
Medical Assistance Programs Fraud Detection Fund.

(3) Proceeds relating to the assignment, transfer, sale, or lease of the following:

(a) Pointe Clair Farms (at least $12 million).
(b) Baton Rouge State Office Building (at least $10,250,000)
(c) Southeast La. Hospital property (at least $17,840,000)
(d) Wooddale Towers (at least $350,000)
(e) Hart Parking Garage
(f) Greenwell Springs Hospital property
(g) Pines Campus property
(h) Southern Oaks Addiction Recovery property
(i) Bayou Region property
(j) MDC Apartment property

(4) Over $3,000,000 identified by the Dept. of Revenue as increased net state tax
receipts realized from the implementation of additional fraud initiatives.
