A RESOLUTION

To recognize May 11, 2015, as "Louisiana Association of Chambers of Commerce

WHEREAS, executives from the membership of LACCE volunteer their time and
resources in a concerted effort to formulate new ideas and programs that will improve or

enhance the quality of services offered by chambers across the state.
