2 On page 1, delete lines 2 and 3 in their entirety, and insert the following:

3 "R.S. 14:62(B), relative to burglary; to provide relative to the crime of simple
4 burglary; to provide  for certain penalties when the offense is committed with
5 a firearm under certain circumstances; and to"

6 AMENDMENT NO. 2

7 On page 1, delete lines 6 through 17 in their entirety and insert the following:

8 "Section 1.  R.S. 14:62(B) is hereby amended and reenacted to read
9 as follows:

10 §62.  Simple burglary
11 *          *          *
12 B.(1)  Whoever Except as provided in Paragraph (2) of this
13 Subsection, whoever commits the crime of simple burglary shall be fined not
14 more than two thousand dollars, imprisoned with or without hard labor for
15 not more than twelve years, or both.
16 (2)  If the offender, while committing the crime of simple burglary,
17 is armed with a firearm or, after entering, arms himself with or possesses a
18 firearm, the offender shall be imprisoned with or without hard labor for not
19 less than three nor more than twelve years.  At least one year of the sentence
20 imposed shall be without benefit of parole, probation, or suspension of
21 sentence."
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
