WEAPONS. Provides relative to the illegal carrying of concealed handguns. (7/4/24)

AN ACT

To enact R.S. 40:1379.3(N)(12) and (13), relative to the illegal carrying of handguns; to
prohibit concealed carrying of handguns at certain sporting events; to prohibit
concealed carrying of handguns in the French Quarter Management District in New
Orleans; and to provide for related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 40:1379.3(N)(12) and (13) are hereby enacted to read as follows:
§1379.3. Statewide permits for concealed handguns; application procedures;

definitions

N. No concealed handgun may be carried into and no concealed handgun
permit issued pursuant to this Section shall authorize or entitle a permittee to carry
a concealed handgun in any of the following:

% % %

(12) Any venue at which an elementary, secondary, collegiate,

interscholastic, or professional sporting event takes place.

(13) The area within the boundaries of the French Quarter Management
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District as established in R.S. 25:799. The prohibition provided for in this

Paragraph, however, shall not apply to a person with a valid concealed handgun

permit issued pursuant to this Section.

Section 2. This Act shall become effective on July 4, 2024; if vetoed by the governor
and subsequently approved by the legislature, this Act shall become effective on the day

following such approval by the legislature or July 4, 2024, whichever is later.

Present law provides relative to the crime of illegal carrying of weapons. Effective July 4,
2024, Section 1 of Act 1 of the 2024 Second Extraordinary Session makes it lawful for any
person 18 years of age or older who is not prohibited from possessing a firearm under state
or federal law to carry a concealed weapon without a permit, subject to restrictions contained
in present law relative to concealed handgun permits.

Proposed law provides that carrying a concealed handgun is prohibited at certain sporting
events.

Proposed law provides that carrying a concealed handgun without possessing a valid
concealed handgun permit is unlawful in the French Quarter Management District.

Effective July 4, 2024.
