WEAPONS/FIREARMS: Prohibits the enforcement of federal restrictions regarding the
ownership or possession of semi-automatic firearms

AN ACT

To enact Part V of Chapter 9 of Title 40 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, to be
comprised of R.S. 40:1821 through 1824, relative to the regulation of firearms; to
prohibit the enforcement of any federal law in the state of L ouisianawhich attempts
to either ban the ownership or possession of certain types of firearms, or impose
registration requirements for such firearms; to provide for criminal penalties; and to
provide for related matters.

Beit enacted by the Legidlature of Louisiana:
Section 1. Part V of Chapter 9 of Title 40 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950,

comprised of R.S. 40:1821 through 1824, is hereby enacted to read as follows:

81821. Short title

This Part shall be known and may be cited asthe "L ouisiana Preservation of

Individual Gun Rights of Citizens Act".

81822. Leqgidative findings

Thel ouisianal egidlature hereby findsand declaresthat theright to keep and

bear arms is constitutionally protected by both the federal and state constitutions.

The provisions of this Part are designed to preserve those rights for Louisiana
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81823. Federal law or ruleinvalidin Louisiana

A. Any federal law, rule, requlation, or executive order adopted or enacted

on or after January 1, 2013, shall be unenforceable within the borders of the state of

Louisianaif the law, rule, requlation, or executive order attempts to do any of the

following:

(1) Ban or restrict the ownership or possession of asemi-automatic firearm,

Or any magazine, accessory, or ammunition for asemi-automatic firearm, as defined

by federal law.

(2) Require that any semi-automatic firearm, magazine, accessory, or

ammunition for a semi-automatic firearm be registered in any manner.

B. The provisions of this Section shall only apply to semi-automatic

firearms, magazines, accessories, and ammunition for such firearms which are

owned or possessed within the state of Louisianaand remain exclusively within the

borders of the state of Louisiana

81824. Enforcement prohibition; penalties

A. It shall be unlawful for any official, agent, or employee of the United

States government to enforce or attempt to enforce afederal law, rule, regulation, or

executive order which is unenforceable as provided in R.S. 40:1823.

B. Whoever violates the provisions of this Section shall be fined not more

than five thousand dollars, imprisoned with or without hard labor for not more than

two vears, or both.

Abstract: Provides that federa laws, rules, regulations, or executive orders banning or
restricting semi-automatic firearms are not enforceable in La.

Proposed law provides that any federal law, rule, regulation, or executive order adopted or
enacted on or after Jan. 1, 2013, shall be unenforceable within the borders of the state of La.
if the law, rule, regulation, or executive order attempts to do any of the following:
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Q) Ban or restrict the ownership of a semi-automatic firearm, magazine, accessory, or
ammunition for afirearm, as defined by federal law.

2 Require that any semi-automatic firearm, magazine, accessory, or ammunition be
registered in any manner.

Providesthat proposed law only appliesto semi-automatic firearms, magazines, accessories,
and ammunition which are owned or possessed within the state of La. and remain
exclusively within the borders of the state of La.

Proposed law creates criminal penaltiesfor the enforcement or attempted enforcement of an
unenforceable federal law, rule, regulation, or executive order, including afine of not more
than $5,000, imprisonment for not more than two years, or both.
