VOTERS/VOTING. Requires the placement of voter registration application forms at
certain retailers selling firearms.(gov sig)

AN ACT
To enact R.S. 18:118, relative to voter registration forms, to provide for the availability of
voter registration cardsby firearm retailers; to grant authority to the secretary of state
regarding voter registration application form availability; to provide for definitions
and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 18:118is hereby enacted to read as follows:

8118. Voter registration application form availability; firearm retailers

A. ltistheintention of thelegisaturetoincreasetheparticipationinthe

electoral process by the citizens of the state. Therefore, voter registration

application forms, as provided for in this Section, shall be made available to

pur chaser s of firearmsat the point of purchasefrom firearmsretailerslocated

in the state.

B. For the purposes of this Section:

(1) "Firearm" means any pistol, revolver, rifle or shotgun which is

designed to fire or is capable of firing fixed cartridge ammunition or from

which a shot or projectileisdischarged by an explosive.
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(2) "Firearms retailer” means any retailer who possesses a Class 01

Federal Firear msL icenseand employstwenty-fiveor mor efull-timeemployees.

C.Thesecretary of state shall ensurethat every firearmsretailer in the

state shall have voter registration application forms available and clearly

displayed for all purchasers of firear ms at the point of purchase.

D. Tofurther theimplementation of the provisions of this Section, the

secretary of state's duties shall include but isnot limited to the following:

(1) Establishing standards for the placement of voter registration

application forms.

(2) Trainingor providingliteraturetofirearmsretailersrelativetovoter

registration procedures.

(3) Trainingor providingliteraturetofirearmsretailersrelativeto any

voter registration confidentiality requirement.

E. The secretary of state is authorized to promulgate rules and

regulations as may be necessary or_proper to carry out the provisions of this

Section.

F. The secretary of state in conjunction with the registrars of voters

shall be responsible for developing all training programs and materials

necessitated as a result of the provisions of this Section.

Section 2. ThisAct shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of thetimefor billsto become law without signature
by the governor, as provided by Article l11, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legidature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.

DIGEST

Proposed law provides that voter registration application forms will be made available to
purchasers of firearms at the point of purchase from firearms retailers located in the state.

Proposed law defines "firearms retailler” as any retailer who possesses Class 01 Federd
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Firearms License, and employs 25 or more full-time employees.

Proposed law defines "firearm™ as any pistol, revolver, rifle or shotgun which is designed
to fire or is capable of firing fixed cartridge ammunition or from which a shot or projectile
is discharged by an explosive.

Proposed law providesthat every retailer of firearmswill have voter registration application
forms available and clearly displayed for al customers of firearms at the point of purchase.

Proposed law provides that the secretary of state's authority will include:

Q) Establishing standards for the placement of voter registration application forms for
visibility by the firearm purchasers.

2 Thetraining or providing of literatureto firearm retailers and their employeeson the
voting registration process.

3 Thetraining or providing of literatureto firearm retailers and their employeeson the
confidentiality of records.

Proposed law authorizes the secretary of state to make rules and regulations as may be
necessary or proper to carry out the provisions of proposed law.

Proposed law providesthat the secretary of state in conjunction with the registrars of voters
will beresponsiblefor devel oping all training programsand materialsnecessitated asaresult
of the provisions of proposed law.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
