SUMMARY 22 

This bill prohibits, with certain exceptions, hunting bear with dogs and trapping bear.  23 

The bill also sets a permanent closed season on bear hunting from January 1st through 24 

July 31st and decreases the bear bag limit from 2 to one.  In addition, the bill prohibits the 25 

trade in bear gall bladders and imposes increased penalties for bear poaching for repeat 26 

offenders. 27
