 (B) A PRINCIPAL OF A PUBLIC SCHOOL MAY NOT SUSPEND, EXPEL, OR 19 

OTHERWISE DISCIPLINE A STUDENT WHO BRINGS AN OBJECT ONTO SCHOOL 20 

PROPERTY OR CREATES AN OBJECT ON SCHOOL PROPERTY THAT: 21 

 

  (1) MAY NOT BE REASONABLY MISTAKEN FOR A FIREARM; AND 22 
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  (2) DOES NOT CREATE A DANGER TO ANYONE. 1
