Section 3 of Chapter 32 of the General Laws, as appearing the the 2012 Official Edition,
is hereby amended by inserting after the word "Authority", in line 266, the following:-

"employees of the State Police working as State Police Dispatchers in groups SPD 1, 2, and 3

who have been employed in a such a capacity for 10 years or more."
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
