NONTOXIC AMMUNITION; HUNTING

Section 1. [97B.032] NONTOXIC AMMUNITION REQUIRED.

Subdivision 1. Lead ammunition prohibited. (2) A person may not use or possess lead

ammunition when hunting with firearms in a scientific and natural area, a peatland scientific

and natural area, or a state park.

(b) After ....., a person may not use or possess lead ammunition when hunting with

firearms in this state.

Subd. 2. Hunter notification. The commissioner must notify hunters of the requirements

of this section.

Subd. 3. Civil penalty. A person who violates this section is subject to the following

civil penalties:

(1) $500 for the first offense; and

(2) a penalty of at least $1,000 but no more than $5,000 for each subsequent offense.

A voucher must not be provided

in an amount that exceeds the average cost of nontoxic ammunition in the state as determined

by the commissioner. The commissioner may work with partners to secure additional

resources for the program from local, federal, and private sources.
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(b) By January 15 each year, the commissioner must submit a report on implementing

this section to the chairs and ranking minority members of the legislative committees and

divisions with jurisdiction over environment and natural resources. The report must include

information about redemption rates of vouchers issued under this section during the previous

fiscal year.

Subd. 5. Ammunition buy-back and exchange program. To the extent that funding

is available, the commissioner must establish a program to buy back lead ammunition from

hunters and shooting sports participants and must provide opportunities for hunters and

shooting sports participants to exchange lead ammunition with nontoxic ammunition.
