Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 275.065, subdivision 1, is amended to read:1.7

Subdivision 1. Proposed levy. (a) Notwithstanding any law or charter to the1.8

contrary, on or before September 30, each county and each home rule charter or statutory1.9

city shall certify to the county auditor the proposed property tax levy for taxes payable in1.10

the following year. Counties and home rule charter or statutory cities with a population1.11

of 5,000 or more shall also provide the county auditor with the information necessary to1.12

allow the public to electronically access the budget information required to be reported1.13

under section 471.703.1.14

(b) Notwithstanding any law or charter to the contrary, on or before September 15,1.15

each town and each special taxing district shall adopt and certify to the county auditor a1.16

proposed property tax levy for taxes payable in the following year. For towns, the final1.17

certified levy shall also be considered the proposed levy.1.18

(c) On or before September 30, each school district that has not mutually agreed1.19

with its home county to extend this date shall certify to the county auditor the proposed1.20

property tax levy for taxes payable in the following year. Each school district that has1.21

agreed with its home county to delay the certification of its proposed property tax levy1.22

must certify its proposed property tax levy for the following year no later than October1.23

This supplemental information may include information for the following year, the current5.28

year, and for as many consecutive preceding years as deemed appropriate by the governing5.29

body of the county, city, or school district.

or before July 15 of the year in which the information is required to be reported.6.23

Subd. 3. Electronic budgetary information. (a) By July 31 of each year, a6.24

municipality that maintains an official Web site shall electronically publish four years6.25

of budget information on both revenues and expenditures organized by function and6.26

expenditure type. The four years shall include data from the three most recently concluded6.27

budget years and estimated data for the current budget year.6.28

(b) The governmental funds included in the budget information required under6.29

this section shall include the municipality's general fund, debt service fund, and special6.30

revenue funds, except for special revenue funds specifically used for the acquisition and6.31

construction of major capital facilities. The reported information shall also exclude6.32

enterprise funds and fiduciary funds.6.33

(c) The forms and reporting requirements for revenues and expenditures by function6.34

shall be established by the state auditor's office and shall be based on the revenue and6.35
