A competitive grant program is1.6

established to support community-based organizations, schools, political subdivisions, or1.7

child care centers that service young people in kindergarten through grade 12 after school1.8

or during nonschool hours. Grants must be used to offer a broad array of enrichment1.9

activities that promote positive youth development, including art, music, community1.10

engagement, literacy, technology education, health, and recreation programs.1.11

Subd. 2. Application. The commissioner of education shall develop the form1.12

and method for applying for the grants. The application must include information on1.13

the applicant's outreach to children and youth that qualify for free or reduced-price1.14

lunch and two-year measurable goals and activities linked to research or best practices.1.15

The commissioner shall develop criteria for determining the allocation of the grants and1.16

appropriate goals for the use of the grants including:1.17

(1) increasing access to protective factors that build young people's capacity to1.18

become productive adults, such as connections to a caring adult;1.19

(2) developing children's skills and behaviors necessary to succeed in postsecondary1.20

education and career opportunities; and1.21

(3) encouraging attendance and improving performance in school.1.22

Subd. 3. Grant awards. To the extent practicable, the selection of applicants1.23

shall result in an equitable distribution of grant awards among geographic areas within1.24
