Subd. 2. Program development. In facilitating development of the pilot program,1.11

the commissioner must consult with the commissioner of employment and economic1.12

development and a representative of each of the following organizations:1.13

(1) Northeast Regional Corrections Center; and1.14

(2) United Food and Commercial Workers.1.15

Subd. 3. Report required. No later than February 1, 2017, the commissioner must1.16

report on the progress and outcomes of the program to the legislative committees with1.17

jurisdiction over agriculture, higher education, and public safety.1.18
