The Department of Employment and Economic Development, in collaboration with1.7

the Departments of Labor and Industry and Health and Human Services, shall report1.8

on the most efficient and effective mechanisms and associated costs for the design and1.9

delivery of a statewide broad-based insurance program that would provide partial wage1.10

replacement for workers taking parental, family, or medical leave.1.11
