Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 260B.001, subdivision 2, is amended to1.11

Subd. 2. Delinquency. The purpose of the laws relating to children alleged or1.13

adjudicated to be delinquent is to promote the public safety and reduce by reducing1.14

juvenile delinquency by maintaining the integrity of the substantive law prohibiting1.15

certain behavior and by developing individual responsibility for lawful behavior. This1.16

purpose should be pursued through means that are fair and just, that recognize the unique1.17

characteristics and needs of children, and that give children access to opportunities for1.18

personal and social growth.1.19

Sec. 2. [260B.008] USE OF RESTRAINTS.1.20

(a) As used in this section, "restraints" means a mechanical or other device that1.21

constrains the movement of a person's body or limbs.1.22

(b) Restraints may not be used on a child appearing in court in a proceeding under1.23

this chapter unless the court finds that:1.24
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(1) the use of restraints is necessary:2.1

(i) to prevent physical harm to the child or another; or2.2

(ii) to prevent the child from fleeing in situations in which the child presents a2.3

substantial risk of flight from the courtroom; and2.4

(2) there are no less restrictive alternatives to restraints that will prevent flight or2.5

physical harm to the child or another, including, but not limited to, the presence of court2.6

personnel, law enforcement officers, or bailiffs.2.7

The finding in clause (1), item (i), may be based, among other things, on the child having2.8

a history of disruptive courtroom behavior or behavior while in custody for any current2.9

or prior offense that has placed others in potentially harmful situations, or presenting a2.10

substantial risk of inflicting physical harm on the child or others as evidenced by recent2.11

behavior.2.12

(c) The court shall be provided the child's behavior history and shall provide the child2.13

an opportunity to be heard in person or through counsel before ordering the use of restraints.2.14

If restraints are ordered, the court shall make findings of fact in support of the order.2.15

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with law enforcement agencies, prosecutors, and public defenders within the district, as3.1

well as any other entity deemed necessary by the district's chief judge.3.2

Section 1. LEGISLATIVE FINDINGS AND INTENT.3.5

The legislature finds that emerging research on brain development indicates that3.6

adolescent brains, and thus adolescent intellectual and emotional capabilities, differ3.7

significantly from those of mature adults. It is appropriate to take these differences into3.8

consideration when sentencing extended jurisdiction juveniles and juveniles tried as3.9

adults. The legislature further finds that requiring mandatory minimum sentences for these3.10

juveniles prevents judges from taking these differences into consideration in appropriate3.11

circumstances. The legislature intends to eliminate the nondiscretionary application of3.12

mandatory minimum sentences to extended jurisdiction juveniles and to juveniles tried as3.13

adults while continuing to apply all other adult sentencing provisions to these juveniles.3.14

The statement may4.21

summarize the harm suffered by the victim as a result of the crime and give the victim's4.22

recommendation on whether the inmate should be given supervised release at this time.4.23

The commissioner must consider the victim's statement when making the supervised4.24

release decision.4.25

(d) When considering whether to give supervised release to an inmate serving a life4.26

sentence under section 609.3455, subdivision 3 or 4, the commissioner shall consider, at4.27

a minimum, the following: the risk the inmate poses to the community if released, the4.28

inmate's progress in treatment, the inmate's behavior while incarcerated, psychological4.29

or other diagnostic evaluations of the inmate, the inmate's criminal history, and any4.30

other relevant conduct of the inmate while incarcerated or before incarceration. The4.31

commissioner may not give supervised release to the inmate unless:4.32

(1) while in prison:4.33

(i) the inmate has successfully completed appropriate sex offender treatment;4.34
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(ii) the inmate has been assessed for chemical dependency needs and, if appropriate,5.1

has successfully completed chemical dependency treatment; and5.2

(iii) the inmate has been assessed for mental health needs and, if appropriate, has5.3

successfully completed mental health treatment; and5.4

(2) a comprehensive individual release plan is in place for the inmate that ensures5.5

that, after release, the inmate will have suitable housing and receive appropriate aftercare5.6

and community-based treatment. The comprehensive plan also must include a postprison5.7

employment or education plan for the inmate.5.8

(e) As used in this subdivision, "victim" means the individual who suffered harm as5.9

a result of the inmate's crime or, if the individual is deceased, the deceased's surviving5.10

spouse or next of kin.5.11
