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AN ACT

610.120, 610.130, 610.140, 630.155, 650.320, and 650.340, RSMo, and to enact in
lieu thereof forty new sections relating to crime prevention, with penalty provisions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Sections 43.650, 67.145, 70.631, 170.310, 190.091, 191.900, 191.905,
2 210.493, 285.575, 304.022, 374.702, 407.300, 556.046, 565.184, 566.010, 566.086, 566.151,
3 566.155, 567.030, 569.010, 569.100, 569.170, 570.010, 570.030, 575.095, 575.205, 610.120,
4 610.130, 610.140, 630.155, 650.320, and 650.340, RSMo, are repealed and forty new sections
5 enacted in lieu thereof, to be known as sections 43.650, 67.145, 70.631, 170.310, 190.091,
6 191.900, 191.905, 210.493, 285.575, 304.022, 374.702, 407.300, 544.453, 556.046, 565.184,
7 566.010, 566.086, 566.151, 566.155, 567.030, 569.010, 569.100, 569.170, 569.175, 569.190,
8 570.010, 570.030, 570.212, 571.031, 571.069, 575.095, 575.205, 589.437, 610.120, 610.130,
9 610.140, 630.155, 650.320, 650.340, and 1, to read as follows:

43.650. 1. The patrol shall, subject to appropriation, maintain a web page on the
2 internet which shall be open to the public and shall include a registered sexual offender and
3 registered violent offender search capability.
4 2. Except as provided in subsections 4 and 5 of this section, the registered sexual
5 offender and registered violent offender search shall make it possible for any person using
6 the internet to search for and find the information specified in subsection 4 of this section, if
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7 known, on offenders registered in this state pursuant to sections 589.400 to 589.425 or
8 section 589.437.
9 3. The registered sexual offender and registered violent offender search shall

10 include the capability to search for sexual offenders by name, by zip code, and by typing in an
11 address and specifying a search within a certain number of miles radius from that address.
12 The search shall also have the capability to filter results by sexual offenders or violent
13 offenders.
14 4. Only the information listed in this subsection shall be provided to the public in the
15 registered sexual offender and registered violent offender search:
16 (1) The name and any known aliases of the offender;
17 (2) The date of birth and any known alias dates of birth of the offender;
18 (3) A physical description of the offender;
19 (4) The residence, temporary, work, and school addresses of the offender, including
20 the street address, city, county, state, and zip code;
21 (5) Any photographs of the offender;
22 (6) A physical description of the offender's vehicles, including the year, make, model,
23 color, and license plate number;
24 (7) The nature and dates of all offenses qualifying the offender to register, including
25 the tier level assigned to the offender under sections 589.400 to 589.425;
26 (8) The date on which the offender was released from the department of mental
27 health, prison, or jail[,] or placed on parole, supervised release, or probation for the offenses
28 qualifying the offender to register;
29 (9) Compliance status of the sexual or violent offender with the provisions of
30 [section] sections 589.400 to 589.425; and
31 (10) Any online identifiers, as defined in section 43.651, used by the person. Such
32 online identifiers shall not be included in the general profile of an offender on the web page
33 and shall only be available to a member of the public by a search using the specific online
34 identifier to determine if a match exists with a registered offender.
35 5. Juveniles required to register under subdivision (5) of subsection 1 of section
36 589.400 shall be exempt from public notification to include any adjudications from another
37 state, territory, the District of Columbia, or foreign country or any federal, tribal, or military
38 jurisdiction.

67.145. 1. No political subdivision of this state shall prohibit any first responder from
2 engaging in any political activity while off duty and not in uniform, being a candidate for
3 elected or appointed public office, or holding such office unless such political activity or
4 candidacy is otherwise prohibited by state or federal law.
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5 2. As used in this section, "first responder" means any person trained and authorized
6 by law or rule to render emergency medical assistance or treatment. Such persons may
7 include, but shall not be limited to, emergency first responders, telecommunicator first
8 responders, police officers, sheriffs, deputy sheriffs, firefighters, ambulance attendants and
9 attendant drivers, emergency medical technicians, mobile emergency medical technicians,

10 emergency medical technician-paramedics, registered nurses, or physicians.
70.631. 1. Each political subdivision may, by majority vote of its governing body,

2 elect to cover [emergency telecommunicators] telecommunicator first responders, jailors,
3 and emergency medical service personnel as public safety personnel members of the system.
4 The clerk or secretary of the political subdivision shall certify an election concerning the
5 coverage of [emergency telecommunicators] telecommunicator first responders, jailors,
6 and emergency medical service personnel as public safety personnel members of the system
7 to the board within ten days after such vote. The date in which the political subdivision's
8 election becomes effective shall be the first day of the calendar month specified by such
9 governing body, the first day of the calendar month next following receipt by the board of the

10 certification of the election, or the effective date of the political subdivision's becoming an
11 employer, whichever is the latest date. Such election shall not be changed after the effective
12 date. If the election is made, the coverage provisions shall be applicable to all past and future
13 employment with the employer by present and future employees. If a political subdivision
14 makes no election under this section, no [emergency] telecommunicator first responder,
15 jailor, or emergency medical service personnel of the political subdivision shall be considered
16 public safety personnel for purposes determining a minimum service retirement age as
17 defined in section 70.600.
18 2. If an employer elects to cover [emergency telecommunicators] telecommunicator
19 first responders, jailors, and emergency medical service personnel as public safety personnel
20 members of the system, the employer's contributions shall be correspondingly changed
21 effective the same date as the effective date of the political subdivision's election.
22 3. The limitation on increases in an employer's contributions provided by subsection
23 6 of section 70.730 shall not apply to any contribution increase resulting from an employer
24 making an election under the provisions of this section.
25 4. The provisions of this section shall only apply to counties of the third classification
26 and any county of the first classification with more than seventy thousand but fewer than
27 eighty-three thousand inhabitants and with a city of the fourth classification with more than
28 thirteen thousand five hundred but fewer than sixteen thousand inhabitants as the county seat,
29 and any political subdivisions located, in whole or in part, within such counties.

170.310. 1. For school year 2017-18 and each school year thereafter, upon
2 graduation from high school, pupils in public schools and charter schools shall have received
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3 thirty minutes of cardiopulmonary resuscitation instruction and training in the proper
4 performance of the Heimlich maneuver or other first aid for choking given any time during a
5 pupil's four years of high school.
6 2. Beginning in school year 2017-18, any public school or charter school serving
7 grades nine through twelve shall provide enrolled students instruction in cardiopulmonary
8 resuscitation. Students with disabilities may participate to the extent appropriate as
9 determined by the provisions of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or Section

10 504 of the Rehabilitation Act. Instruction shall be included in the district's existing health or
11 physical education curriculum. Instruction shall be based on a program established by the
12 American Heart Association or the American Red Cross, or through a nationally recognized
13 program based on the most current national evidence-based emergency cardiovascular care
14 guidelines, and psychomotor skills development shall be incorporated into the instruction.
15 For purposes of this section, "psychomotor skills" means the use of hands-on practicing and
16 skills testing to support cognitive learning.
17 3. The teacher of the cardiopulmonary resuscitation course or unit shall not be
18 required to be a certified trainer of cardiopulmonary resuscitation if the instruction is not
19 designed to result in certification of students. Instruction that is designed to result in
20 certification being earned shall be required to be taught by an authorized cardiopulmonary
21 instructor. Schools may develop agreements with any local chapter of a voluntary
22 organization of first responders to provide the required hands-on practice and skills testing.
23 For purposes of this subsection, first responders shall include telecommunicator first
24 responders as defined in section 650.320.
25 4. The department of elementary and secondary education may promulgate rules to
26 implement this section. Any rule or portion of a rule, as that term is defined in section
27 536.010, that is created under the authority delegated in this section shall become effective
28 only if it complies with and is subject to all of the provisions of chapter 536 and, if applicable,
29 section 536.028. This section and chapter 536 are nonseverable and if any of the powers
30 vested with the general assembly pursuant to chapter 536 to review, to delay the effective
31 date, or to disapprove and annul a rule are subsequently held unconstitutional, then the grant
32 of rulemaking authority and any rule proposed or adopted after August 28, 2012, shall be
33 invalid and void.

190.091. 1. As used in this section, the following terms mean:
2 (1) "Bioterrorism", the intentional use of any microorganism, virus, infectious
3 substance, or biological product that may be engineered as a result of biotechnology or any
4 naturally occurring or bioengineered component of any microorganism, virus, infectious
5 substance, or biological product to cause death, disease, or other biological malfunction in a
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6 human, an animal, a plant, or any other living organism to influence the conduct of
7 government or to intimidate or coerce a civilian population;
8 (2) "Department", the Missouri department of health and senior services;
9 (3) "Director", the director of the department of health and senior services;

10 (4) "Disaster locations", any geographical location where a bioterrorism attack,
11 terrorist attack, catastrophic or natural disaster, or emergency occurs;
12 (5) "First responders", state and local law enforcement personnel, telecommunicator
13 first responders, fire department personnel, and emergency medical personnel who will be
14 deployed to bioterrorism attacks, terrorist attacks, catastrophic or natural disasters, and
15 emergencies.
16 2. The department shall offer a vaccination program for first responders who may be
17 exposed to infectious diseases when deployed to disaster locations as a result of a
18 bioterrorism event or a suspected bioterrorism event. The vaccinations shall include, but are
19 not limited to, smallpox, anthrax, and other vaccinations when recommended by the federal
20 Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's Advisory Committee on Immunization
21 Practices.
22 3. Participation in the vaccination program shall be voluntary by the first responders,
23 except for first responders who, as determined by their employer, cannot safely perform
24 emergency responsibilities when responding to a bioterrorism event or suspected bioterrorism
25 event without being vaccinated. The recommendations of the Centers for Disease Control
26 and Prevention's Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices shall be followed when
27 providing appropriate screening for contraindications to vaccination for first responders. A
28 first responder shall be exempt from vaccinations when a written statement from a licensed
29 physician is presented to their employer indicating that a vaccine is medically contraindicated
30 for such person.
31 4. If a shortage of the vaccines referred to in subsection 2 of this section exists
32 following a bioterrorism event or suspected bioterrorism event, the director, in consultation
33 with the governor and the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, shall give
34 priority for such vaccinations to persons exposed to the disease and to first responders who
35 are deployed to the disaster location.
36 5. The department shall notify first responders concerning the availability of the
37 vaccination program described in subsection 2 of this section and shall provide education to
38 such first responders and their employers concerning the vaccinations offered and the
39 associated diseases.
40 6. The department may contract for the administration of the vaccination program
41 described in subsection 2 of this section with health care providers, including but not limited
42 to local public health agencies, hospitals, federally qualified health centers, and physicians.
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43 7. The provisions of this section shall become effective upon receipt of federal
44 funding or federal grants which designate that the funding is required to implement
45 vaccinations for first responders in accordance with the recommendations of the federal
46 Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's Advisory Committee on Immunization
47 Practices. Upon receipt of such funding, the department shall make available the vaccines to
48 first responders as provided in this section.

191.900. As used in sections 191.900 to 191.910, the following terms mean:
2 (1) "Abuse", the infliction of physical, sexual or emotional harm or injury. "Abuse"
3 includes the taking, obtaining, using, transferring, concealing, appropriating or taking
4 possession of property of another person without such person's consent;
5 (2) "Claim", any attempt to cause a health care payer to make a health care payment;
6 (3) "False", wholly or partially untrue. A false statement or false representation of a
7 material fact means the failure to reveal material facts in a manner which is intended to
8 deceive a health care payer with respect to a claim;
9 (4) "Health care", any service, assistance, care, product, device or thing provided

10 pursuant to a medical assistance program, or for which payment is requested or received, in
11 whole or part, pursuant to a medical assistance program;
12 (5) "Health care payer", a medical assistance program, or any person reviewing,
13 adjusting, approving or otherwise handling claims for health care on behalf of or in
14 connection with a medical assistance program;
15 (6) "Health care payment", a payment made, or the right under a medical assistance
16 program to have a payment made, by a health care payer for a health care service;
17 (7) "Health care provider", any person delivering, or purporting to deliver, any health
18 care, and including any employee, agent or other representative of such a person, and further
19 including any employee, representative, or subcontractor of the state of Missouri delivering,
20 purporting to deliver, or arranging for the delivery of any health care;
21 (8) "Knowing" and "knowingly", that a person, with respect to information:
22 (a) Has actual knowledge of the information;
23 (b) Acts in deliberate ignorance of the truth or falsity of the information; or
24 (c) Acts in reckless disregard of the truth or falsity of the information.
25
26 Use of the terms knowing or knowingly shall be construed to include the term "intentionally",
27 which means that a person, with respect to information, intended to act in violation of the law;
28 (9) "Medical assistance program", MO HealthNet, or any program to provide or
29 finance health care to participants which is established pursuant to title 42 of the United States
30 Code, any successor federal health insurance program, or a waiver granted thereunder. A
31 medical assistance program may be funded either solely by state funds or by state and federal
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32 funds jointly. The term "medical assistance program" shall include the medical assistance
33 program provided by section 208.151, et seq., and any state agency or agencies administering
34 all or any part of such a program;
35 (10) "Neglect", the failure to provide to a person receiving health care the care,
36 goods, or services, including visitations as allowed by law, that are reasonable and
37 necessary to maintain the physical and mental health of such person, when such failure
38 presents either an imminent danger to the health, safety, or welfare of the person or a
39 substantial probability that death or serious physical harm would result;
40 (11) "Person", a natural person, corporation, partnership, association or any legal
41 entity.

191.905. 1. No health care provider shall knowingly make or cause to be made a
2 false statement or false representation of a material fact in order to receive a health care
3 payment, including but not limited to:
4 (1) Knowingly presenting to a health care payer a claim for a health care payment that
5 falsely represents that the health care for which the health care payment is claimed was
6 medically necessary, if in fact it was not;
7 (2) Knowingly concealing the occurrence of any event affecting an initial or
8 continued right under a medical assistance program to have a health care payment made by a
9 health care payer for providing health care;

10 (3) Knowingly concealing or failing to disclose any information with the intent to
11 obtain a health care payment to which the health care provider or any other health care
12 provider is not entitled, or to obtain a health care payment in an amount greater than that
13 which the health care provider or any other health care provider is entitled;
14 (4) Knowingly presenting a claim to a health care payer that falsely indicates that any
15 particular health care was provided to a person or persons, if in fact health care of lesser value
16 than that described in the claim was provided.
17 2. No person shall knowingly solicit or receive any remuneration, including any
18 kickback, bribe, or rebate, directly or indirectly, overtly or covertly, in cash or in kind in
19 return for:
20 (1) Referring another person to a health care provider for the furnishing or arranging
21 for the furnishing of any health care; or
22 (2) Purchasing, leasing, ordering or arranging for or recommending purchasing,
23 leasing or ordering any health care.
24 3. No person shall knowingly offer or pay any remuneration, including any kickback,
25 bribe, or rebate, directly or indirectly, overtly or covertly, in cash or in kind, to any person to
26 induce such person to refer another person to a health care provider for the furnishing or
27 arranging for the furnishing of any health care.
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28 4. Subsections 2 and 3 of this section shall not apply to a discount or other reduction
29 in price obtained by a health care provider if the reduction in price is properly disclosed and
30 appropriately reflected in the claim made by the health care provider to the health care payer,
31 or any amount paid by an employer to an employee for employment in the provision of health
32 care.
33 5. Exceptions to the provisions of subsections 2 and 3 of this section shall be provided
34 for as authorized in 42 U.S.C. Section 1320a-7b(3)(E), as may be from time to time amended,
35 and regulations promulgated pursuant thereto.
36 6. No person shall knowingly abuse or neglect a person receiving health care.
37 7. A person who violates subsections 1 to 3 of this section is guilty of a class D felony
38 upon his or her first conviction, and shall be guilty of a class B felony upon his or her second
39 and subsequent convictions. Any person who has been convicted of such violations shall be
40 referred to the Office of Inspector General within the United States Department of Health and
41 Human Services. The person so referred shall be subject to the penalties provided for under
42 42 U.S.C. Chapter 7, Subchapter XI, Section 1320a-7. A prior conviction shall be pleaded
43 and proven as provided by section 558.021. A person who violates subsection 6 of this
44 section shall be guilty of a class D felony, unless the act involves no physical, sexual or
45 emotional harm or injury and the value of the property involved is less than five hundred
46 dollars, in which event a violation of subsection 6 of this section is a class A misdemeanor.
47 8. Any natural person who willfully prevents, obstructs, misleads, delays, or attempts
48 to prevent, obstruct, mislead, or delay the communication of information or records relating to
49 a violation of sections 191.900 to 191.910 is guilty of a class E felony.
50 9. Each separate false statement or false representation of a material fact proscribed
51 by subsection 1 of this section or act proscribed by subsection 2 or 3 of this section shall
52 constitute a separate offense and a separate violation of this section, whether or not made at
53 the same or different times, as part of the same or separate episodes, as part of the same
54 scheme or course of conduct, or as part of the same claim.
55 10. In a prosecution pursuant to subsection 1 of this section, circumstantial evidence
56 may be presented to demonstrate that a false statement or claim was knowingly made. Such
57 evidence of knowledge may include but shall not be limited to the following:
58 (1) A claim for a health care payment submitted with the health care provider's actual,
59 facsimile, stamped, typewritten or similar signature on the claim for health care payment;
60 (2) A claim for a health care payment submitted by means of computer billing tapes
61 or other electronic means;
62 (3) A course of conduct involving other false claims submitted to this or any other
63 health care payer.
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64 11. Any person convicted of a violation of this section, in addition to any fines,
65 penalties or sentences imposed by law, shall be required to make restitution to the federal and
66 state governments, in an amount at least equal to that unlawfully paid to or by the person, and
67 shall be required to reimburse the reasonable costs attributable to the investigation and
68 prosecution pursuant to sections 191.900 to 191.910. All of such restitution shall be paid and
69 deposited to the credit of the "MO HealthNet Fraud Reimbursement Fund", which is hereby
70 established in the state treasury. Moneys in the MO HealthNet fraud reimbursement fund
71 shall be divided and appropriated to the federal government and affected state agencies in
72 order to refund moneys falsely obtained from the federal and state governments. All of such
73 cost reimbursements attributable to the investigation and prosecution shall be paid and
74 deposited to the credit of the "MO HealthNet Fraud Prosecution Revolving Fund", which is
75 hereby established in the state treasury. Moneys in the MO HealthNet fraud prosecution
76 revolving fund may be appropriated to the attorney general, or to any prosecuting or circuit
77 attorney who has successfully prosecuted an action for a violation of sections 191.900 to
78 191.910 and been awarded such costs of prosecution, in order to defray the costs of the
79 attorney general and any such prosecuting or circuit attorney in connection with their duties
80 provided by sections 191.900 to 191.910. No moneys shall be paid into the MO HealthNet
81 fraud protection revolving fund pursuant to this subsection unless the attorney general or
82 appropriate prosecuting or circuit attorney shall have commenced a prosecution pursuant to
83 this section, and the court finds in its discretion that payment of attorneys' fees and
84 investigative costs is appropriate under all the circumstances, and the attorney general and
85 prosecuting or circuit attorney shall prove to the court those expenses which were reasonable
86 and necessary to the investigation and prosecution of such case, and the court approves such
87 expenses as being reasonable and necessary. Any moneys remaining in the MO HealthNet
88 fraud reimbursement fund after division and appropriation to the federal government and
89 affected state agencies shall be used to increase MO HealthNet provider reimbursement until
90 it is at least one hundred percent of the Medicare provider reimbursement rate for comparable
91 services. The provisions of section 33.080 notwithstanding, moneys in the MO HealthNet
92 fraud prosecution revolving fund shall not lapse at the end of the biennium.
93 12. A person who violates subsections 1 to 3 of this section shall be liable for a civil
94 penalty of not less than five thousand dollars and not more than ten thousand dollars for each
95 separate act in violation of such subsections, plus three times the amount of damages which
96 the state and federal government sustained because of the act of that person, except that the
97 court may assess not more than two times the amount of damages which the state and federal
98 government sustained because of the act of the person, if the court finds:
99 (1) The person committing the violation of this section furnished personnel employed

100 by the attorney general and responsible for investigating violations of sections 191.900 to
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101 191.910 with all information known to such person about the violation within thirty days after
102 the date on which the defendant first obtained the information;
103 (2) Such person fully cooperated with any government investigation of such
104 violation; and
105 (3) At the time such person furnished the personnel [of] employed by the attorney
106 general with the information about the violation, no criminal prosecution, civil action, or
107 administrative action had commenced with respect to such violation, and the person did not
108 have actual knowledge of the existence of an investigation into such violation.
109 13. Upon conviction pursuant to this section, the prosecution authority shall provide
110 written notification of the conviction to all regulatory or disciplinary agencies with authority
111 over the conduct of the defendant health care provider.
112 14. The attorney general may bring a civil action against any person who shall receive
113 a health care payment as a result of a false statement or false representation of a material fact
114 made or caused to be made by that person. The person shall be liable for up to double the
115 amount of all payments received by that person based upon the false statement or false
116 representation of a material fact, and the reasonable costs attributable to the prosecution of the
117 civil action. All such restitution shall be paid and deposited to the credit of the MO HealthNet
118 fraud reimbursement fund, and all such cost reimbursements shall be paid and deposited to
119 the credit of the MO HealthNet fraud prosecution revolving fund. No reimbursement of such
120 costs attributable to the prosecution of the civil action shall be made or allowed except with
121 the approval of the court having jurisdiction of the civil action. No civil action provided by
122 this subsection shall be brought if restitution and civil penalties provided by subsections 11
123 and 12 of this section have been previously ordered against the person for the same cause of
124 action.
125 15. Any person who discovers a violation by himself or herself or such person's
126 organization and who reports such information voluntarily before such information is public
127 or known to the attorney general shall not be prosecuted for a criminal violation.

210.493. 1. Officers, managers, contractors, volunteers with access to children, and
2 employees[, and other support staff] of licensed residential care facilities and licensed child
3 placing agencies in accordance with sections 210.481 to 210.536; owners of such residential
4 care facilities who will have access to the facilities; and owners of such child placing agencies
5 who will have access to children shall submit fingerprints and any information that the
6 department requires to complete the background checks, as specified in regulations
7 established by the department, to the Missouri state highway patrol for the purpose of
8 conducting state and federal fingerprint-based background checks.
9 2. Officers, managers, contractors, volunteers with access to children, and employees

10 [, and other support staff] of residential care facilities subject to the notification requirements
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11 under sections 210.1250 to 210.1286; any person eighteen years of age or older who resides at
12 or on the property of such residential care facility; any person who has unsupervised contact
13 with a resident of the residential care facility; and owners of such residential care facilities
14 who will have access to the facilities shall submit fingerprints and any information that the
15 department requires to complete the background checks, as specified in regulations
16 established by the department, to the Missouri state highway patrol for the purpose of
17 conducting state and federal fingerprint-based background checks.
18 3. A background check shall include:
19 (1) A state and Federal Bureau of Investigation fingerprint check; and
20 (2) [A search of the National Crime Information Center's National Sex Offender
21 Registry; and
22 (3)] A search of the following registries, repositories, or databases in Missouri, the
23 state where the applicant resides, and each state where such applicant resided during the
24 preceding five years:
25 (a) The state criminal registry or repository, with the use of fingerprints being
26 required in the state where the applicant resides and optional in other states;
27 (b) The state sex offender registry or repository;
28 (c) The state family care safety registry; and
29 (d) The state-based child abuse and neglect registry and database.
30 4. For the purposes this section and notwithstanding any other provision of law,
31 "department" means the department of social services.
32 5. The department shall be responsible for background checks as part of a residential
33 care facility or child placing agency application for licensure, renewal of licensure, or for
34 license monitoring.
35 6. The department shall be responsible for background checks for residential care
36 facilities subject to the notification requirements of sections 210.1250 to 210.1286.
37 7. Fingerprint cards and any required fees shall be sent to the Missouri state highway
38 patrol's central repository. The fingerprints shall be used for searching the state criminal
39 records repository and shall also be forwarded to the Federal Bureau of Investigation for a
40 federal criminal records search under section 43.540. The Missouri state highway patrol shall
41 notify the department of any criminal history record information or lack of criminal history
42 record information discovered on the individual. Notwithstanding the provisions of section
43 610.120, all records related to any criminal history information discovered shall be accessible
44 and available to the department.

10 corporation wholly owned by the state of Missouri, an individual employed by an employer,
11 or corporations and associations owned or operated by religious or sectarian organizations;
12 except that, "employer" shall include law enforcement agencies;
13 (3) "Proper authorities", a governmental or law enforcement agency, an officer of an
14 employee's employer, the employee's supervisor employed by the employer, or the
15 employee's human resources representative employed by the employer;
16 (4) "Protected person", an employee of an employer who has reported to the proper
17 authorities an unlawful act of his or her employer; an employee of an employer who reports to
18 his or her employer serious misconduct of the employer that violates a clear mandate of
19 public policy as articulated in a constitutional provision, statute, or regulation promulgated
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20 under statute; or an employee of an employer who has refused to carry out a directive issued
21 by his or her employer that if completed would be a violation of the law[. An employee of an
22 employer is not a protected person if:
23 (a) The employee is a supervisory, managerial, or executive employee or an officer of
24 his or her employer and the unlawful act or serious misconduct reported concerns matters
25 upon which the employee is employed to report or provide professional opinion; or
26 (b) The proper authority or person to whom the employee makes his or her report is
27 the person whom the employee claims to have committed the unlawful act or violation of a
28 clear mandate of public policy];

2 signal by siren or while having at least one lighted lamp exhibiting red light visible under
3 normal atmospheric conditions from a distance of five hundred feet to the front of such
4 vehicle or a flashing blue light authorized by section 307.175, the driver of every other
5 vehicle shall yield the right-of-way and shall immediately drive to a position parallel to, and
6 as far as possible to the right of, the traveled portion of the highway and thereupon stop and
7 remain in such position until such emergency vehicle has passed, except when otherwise
8 directed by a police or traffic officer.

5 course of conduct shall be such as would cause a reasonable elderly person, person with a
6 disability, or vulnerable person to suffer substantial emotional distress; or
7 (2) Intentionally fails to provide care, goods [or], services, or visitations allowable
8 by law to an elderly person, a person with a disability, or a vulnerable person.

10 or vulnerable person to suffer physical or emotional distress; or
11 (3) Knowingly acts or knowingly fails to act in a manner which results in a
12 substantial risk to the life, body or health of an elderly person, a person with a disability, or a
13 vulnerable person.
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14 2. Any person who commits the offense of abuse of an elderly person, a person with
15 a disability, or a vulnerable person under subdivision (1) or (2) of subsection 1 of this
16 section is guilty of a class D felony. Any person who commits the offense of abuse of an
17 elderly person, a person with a disability, or a vulnerable person under subdivision (3)

6 (3) An employee of the school; [or]
7 (4) A volunteer of the school or of an organization working with the school on a

2 (1) Pursuant to a prior understanding, gives something of value to another person as
3 compensation for having engaged in sexual conduct with any person; or
4 (2) Gives or agrees to give something of value to another person with the
5 understanding that such person or another person will engage in sexual conduct with any

575.205. 1. A person commits the offense of tampering with electronic monitoring
2 equipment if he or she intentionally removes, alters, tampers with, damages, [or] destroys,
3 fails to charge, or otherwise disables electronic monitoring equipment which a court, the
4 division of probation and parole or the parole board has required such person to wear.
5 2. This section does not apply to the owner of the equipment or an agent of the owner
6 who is performing ordinary maintenance or repairs on the equipment.

589.437. 1. For purposes of this section and section 43.650, the following persons

Except as otherwise provided under section 610.124, records required to
2 be closed shall [not] be destroyed; [they] however, the record of arrest shall be closed and
3 shall be inaccessible to the general public and to all persons other than the defendant except as
4 provided in this section and chapter 43. Closed records shall be available to: criminal justice
5 agencies for the administration of criminal justice pursuant to section 43.500, criminal justice
6 employment, screening persons with access to criminal justice facilities, procedures, and
7 sensitive information; to law enforcement agencies for issuance or renewal of a license,
8 permit, certification, or registration of authority from such agency including but not limited to
9 watchmen, security personnel, and private investigators; those agencies authorized by chapter

4 632, or any patient, resident or client of any residential facility, day program or specialized
5 service operated, funded or licensed by the department if he knowingly does any of the
6 following:
7 (1) Beats, strikes or injures any person, patient, resident or client;
8 (2) Mistreats or maltreats, handles or treats any such person, patient, resident or client
9 in a brutal or inhuman manner;

10 (3) Uses any more force than is reasonably necessary for the proper control, treatment
11 or management of such person, patient, resident or client;
12 (4) Fails to provide services which are reasonable and necessary to maintain the
13 physical and mental health of any person, patient, resident or client when such failure presents
14 either an imminent danger to the health, safety or welfare of the person, patient, resident or
15 client, or a substantial probability that death or serious physical harm will result.
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16 2. Patient, resident or client abuse or neglect is a class A misdemeanor unless
17 committed under subdivision (2) or (4) of subsection 1 of this section in which case such
18 abuse or neglect shall be a class [E] D felony.

650.320. For the purposes of sections 650.320 to 650.340, the following terms mean:

25 6. The board shall determine by administrative rule the persons or organizations
26 authorized to conduct the training as required by subsection 2 of this section.
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27 7. This section shall not apply to an emergency medical dispatcher or dispatch

29 under section 190.131, or a person who provides prearrival medical instructions who works

Section 1. A person commits the offense of tampering with a public official if,
2 with the purpose to harass, intimidate, or influence a public official in the performance
3 of such official’s official duties, such person disseminates through any means, including
4 by posting on the internet, the public official’s family’s personal information. For
5 purposes of this section, “personal information” includes a home address, Social
6 Security number, federal tax identification number, checking or savings account
7 numbers, marital status, and identity of a child under eighteen years of age. For the
8 purposes of this section, the term “public official” includes members of the general
9 assembly, statewide elected officials, first responders, children’s division employees, and

10 employees of the department of corrections. The offense of tampering with a public
11 official is a class D felony. If a violation of this section results in death or bodily injury to
12 a public official or a member of the public official’s family, the offense is a class B felony.
