Sec. 2. Any person nineteen years of age or older in5

possession of a firearm shall be subject to liability for civil6

damages if such person unreasonably leaves the firearm in a place in7

which a person under the age of nineteen years or a mentally8

incompetent person may take possession of it. This section does not9

apply to firearm activities in which a person under the age of10

nineteen years or a mentally incompetent person may otherwise11

lawfully engage in, while being supervised by a person nineteen years12

of age or older and not mentally incompetent, such as, but not13

limited to, hunting and target shooting.14
