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Section 1. Section 44-7703, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is1

44-7703 The Model Act Regarding Use of Credit Information in3

Personal Insurance applies to personal insurance and not to commercial4

insurance. For purposes of the act, personal insurance means private5

passenger automobile, homeowners, motorcycle, autocycle, mobile6

homeowners, noncommercial dwelling fire, and boat, personal watercraft,7

snowmobile, and recreational vehicle insurance policies. Such policies8

must be individually underwritten for personal, family, or household use.9

No other type of insurance shall be included as personal insurance for10

purposes of the act.11

60-340 Motorcycle means any motor vehicle having a seat or saddle21

for use of the operator and designed to travel on not more than three22

wheels in contact with the ground. Motorcycle does not include an23

autocycle.24

Sec. 10. Section 60-376, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is25

amended to read:26

60-376 Subject to all the provisions of law relating to motor27

vehicles and trailers not inconsistent with this section, any motor28

vehicle dealer or trailer dealer who is regularly engaged within this29

state in the business of buying and selling motor vehicles and trailers,30

who regularly maintains within this state an established place of31
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business, and who desires to effect delivery of any motor vehicle or1

trailer bought or sold by him or her from the point where purchased or2

sold to points within or outside this state may, solely for the purpose3

of such delivery by himself or herself, his or her agent, or a bona fide4

purchaser, operate such motor vehicle or tow such trailer on the highways5

of this state without charge or registration of such motor vehicle or6

trailer. A sticker shall be displayed on the front and rear windows or7

the rear side windows of such motor vehicle, except an autocycle or a8

motorcycle, and displayed on the front and rear of each such trailer. On9

the sticker shall be plainly printed in black letters the words In10

Transit. One In Transit sticker shall be displayed on an autocycle or a11

motorcycle, which sticker may be one-half the size required for other12

motor vehicles. Such stickers shall include a registration number, which13

registration number shall be different for each sticker or pair of14

stickers issued, and the contents of such sticker and the numbering15

system shall be as prescribed by the department. Each dealer issuing such16

stickers shall keep a record of the registration number of each sticker17

or pair of stickers on the invoice of such sale. Such sticker shall allow18

such owner to operate the motor vehicle or tow such trailer for a period19

of thirty days in order to effect proper registration of the new or used20

motor vehicle or trailer. When any person, firm, or corporation has had a21

motor vehicle or trailer previously registered and license plates22

assigned to such person, firm, or corporation, such owner may operate the23

motor vehicle or tow such trailer for a period of thirty days in order to24

effect transfer of plates to the new or used motor vehicle or trailer.25

Upon demand of proper authorities, there shall be presented by the person26

in charge of such motor vehicle or trailer, for examination, a duly27

executed bill of sale therefor or other satisfactory evidence of the28

right of possession by such person of such motor vehicle or trailer.29

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60-3,100 (1) The department shall issue to every person whose motor1

vehicle or trailer is registered fully reflectorized license plates upon2

which shall be displayed (a) the registration number consisting of3

letters and numerals assigned to such motor vehicle or trailer in figures4

not less than two and one-half inches nor more than three inches in5

height and (b) also the word Nebraska suitably lettered so as to be6

attractive. Two license plates shall be issued for every motor vehicle,7

except that one plate shall be issued for dealers, autocycles,8

motorcycles, minitrucks, truck-tractors, trailers, buses, apportionable9

vehicles, and special interest motor vehicles that use the special10

interest motor vehicle license plate authorized by and issued under11

section 60-3,135.01. The license plates shall be of a color designated by12

the director. The color of the plates shall be changed each time the13

license plates are changed. Each time the license plates are changed, the14

director shall secure competitive bids for materials pursuant to sections15

81-145 to 81-162. Autocycle, motorcycle Motorcycle, minitruck, low-speed16

vehicle, and trailer license plate letters and numerals may be one-half17

the size of those required in this section.18

(2) When two license plates are issued, one shall be prominently19

displayed at all times on the front and one on the rear of the registered20

motor vehicle or trailer. When only one plate is issued, it shall be21

prominently displayed on the rear of the registered motor vehicle or22

trailer. When only one plate is issued for motor vehicles registered23

pursuant to section 60-3,198 and truck-tractors, it shall be prominently24

displayed on the front of the apportionable vehicle.25

2014, is amended to read:23

60-3,113 (1) The department shall, without the payment of any fee24

except the taxes and fees required by sections 60-3,102, 60-3,185,25

60-3,190, and 60-3,191, issue license plates for one motor vehicle not26

used for hire and a license plate for one autocycle or motorcycle not27

used for hire to:28

(a) Any permanently handicapped or disabled person or his or her29

parent, legal guardian, foster parent, or agent upon application and30

proof of a permanent handicap or disability; or31
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(b) A trust which owns the motor vehicle, autocycle, or motorcycle1

if a designated beneficiary of the trust qualifies under subdivision (a)2

of this subsection.3

An application and proof of disability in the form and with the4

information required by section 60-3,113.02 shall be submitted before5

license plates are issued or reissued.6

(2) The license plate or plates shall carry the internationally7

accepted wheelchair symbol, which symbol is a representation of a person8

seated in a wheelchair surrounded by a border six units wide by seven9

units high, and such other letters or numbers as the director prescribes.10

Such license plate or plates shall be used by such person in lieu of the11

usual license plate or plates.12

(3) The department shall compile and maintain a registry of the13

names, addresses, and license numbers of all persons who obtain special14

license plates pursuant to this section and all persons who obtain a15

handicapped or disabled parking permit.16

Sec. 14. Section 60-3,118, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is17

amended to read:18

60-3,118 (1) In lieu of the license plates provided for by section19

60-3,100, the department shall issue personalized message license plates20

for motor vehicles, trailers, semitrailers, or cabin trailers, except for21

motor vehicles and trailers registered under section 60-3,198, to all22

applicants who meet the requirements of sections 60-3,119 to 60-3,121.23

Personalized message license plates shall be the same size and of the24

same basic design as regular license plates issued pursuant to section25

60-3,100. The characters used shall consist only of letters and numerals26

of the same size and design and shall comply with the requirements of27

subdivision (1)(a) of section 60-3,100. A maximum of seven characters may28

be used, except that for an autocycle or a motorcycle motorcycles, a29

maximum of six characters may be used.30

(2) The following conditions apply to all personalized message31
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license plates:1

(a) County prefixes shall not be allowed except in counties using2

the alphanumeric system for motor vehicle registration. The numerals in3

the county prefix shall be the numerals assigned to the county, pursuant4

to subsection (2) of section 60-370, in which the motor vehicle or cabin5

trailer is registered. Renewal of a personalized message license plate6

containing a county prefix shall be conditioned upon the motor vehicle or7

cabin trailer being registered in such county. The numerals in the county8

prefix, including the hyphen or any other unique design for an existing9

license plate style, count against the maximum number of characters10

allowed under this section;11

(b) The characters in the order used shall not conflict with or12

duplicate any number used or to be used on the regular license plates or13

any number or license plate already approved pursuant to sections14

60-3,118 to 60-3,121;15

(c) The characters in the order used shall not express, connote, or16

imply any obscene or objectionable words or abbreviations; and17

(d) An applicant receiving a personalized message license plate for18

a farm truck with a gross weight of over sixteen tons or a commercial19

truck or truck-tractor with a gross weight of five tons or over shall20

affix the appropriate tonnage decal to such license plate.21

(3) The department shall have sole authority to determine if the22

conditions prescribed in subsection (2) of this section have been met.23

Sec. 15. Section 60-3,135.01, Revised Statutes Cumulative24

Supplement, 2014, is amended to read:25

60-3,135.01 (1) The department shall either modify an existing plate26

design or design license plates to identify special interest motor27

vehicles, to be known as special interest motor vehicle license plates.28

The department, in designing such special interest motor vehicle license29

plates, shall include the words special interest and limit the30

manufacturing cost of each plate to an amount less than or equal to the31
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amount charged for license plates pursuant to section 60-3,102. The1

department shall choose the design of the plate. The department shall2

make applications available for this type of plate when it is designed.3

(2) One type of special interest motor vehicle license plate shall4

be alphanumeric plates. The department shall:5

(a) Assign a designation up to seven characters; and6

(b) Not use a county designation.7

(3) One type of special interest motor vehicle license plate shall8

be personalized message plates. Such plates shall be issued subject to9

the same conditions specified for personalized message license plates in10

section 60-3,118.11

(4) A person may apply to the department for a special interest12

motor vehicle license plate in lieu of regular license plates on an13

application prescribed and provided by the department for any special14

interest motor vehicle, except that no for a motor vehicle registered15

under section 60-3,198, autocycle, motorcycle, or trailer shall be16

eligible for special interest motor vehicle license plates. The17

department shall make forms available for such applications through the18

county treasurers.19

(5) The form shall contain a description of the special interest20

motor vehicle owned and sought to be registered, including the make, body21

type, model, serial number, and year of manufacture.22

(6)(a) In addition to all other fees required to register a motor23

vehicle, each application for initial issuance or renewal of a special24

interest motor vehicle license plate shall be accompanied by a special25

interest motor vehicle license plate fee of fifty dollars. Twenty-five26

dollars of the special interest motor vehicle license plate fee shall be27

remitted to the State Treasurer for credit to the Department of Motor28

Vehicles Cash Fund, and twenty-five dollars of the special interest motor29

vehicle license plate fee shall be remitted to the State Treasurer for30

credit to the Highway Trust Fund.31
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(b) If a special interest motor vehicle license plate is lost,1

stolen, or mutilated, the owner shall be issued a replacement license2

plate pursuant to section 60-3,157.3

(7) When the department receives an application for a special4

interest motor vehicle license plate, the department shall deliver the5

plate to the county treasurer of the county in which the special interest6

motor vehicle is registered. The county treasurer shall issue the special7

interest motor vehicle license plate in lieu of regular license plates8

when the applicant complies with the other provisions of the Motor9

Vehicle Registration Act for registration of the special interest motor10

vehicle.11

(8) If the cost of manufacturing special interest motor vehicle12

license plates at any time exceeds the amount charged for license plates13

pursuant to section 60-3,102, any money to be credited to the Department14

of Motor Vehicles Cash Fund under this section shall instead be credited15

first to the Highway Trust Fund in an amount equal to the difference16

between the manufacturing costs of special interest motor vehicle license17

plates and the amount charged pursuant to section 60-3,102 with respect18

to such license plates and the remainder shall be credited to the19

Department of Motor Vehicles Cash Fund.20

(9) The special interest motor vehicle license plate shall be21

affixed to the rear of the special interest motor vehicle.22

(10) A special interest motor vehicle shall not be used for the same23

purposes and under the same conditions as other motor vehicles of the24

same type and shall not be used for business or occupation or regularly25

for transportation to and from work. A special interest motor vehicle may26

be driven on the public streets and roads only for occasional27

transportation, public displays, parades, and related pleasure or hobby28

activities.29

(11) It shall be unlawful to own or operate a motor vehicle with30

special interest motor vehicle license plates in violation of this31
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section. Upon conviction of a violation of any provision of this section,1

a person shall be guilty of a Class V misdemeanor.2

(12) For purposes of this section, special interest motor vehicle3

means a motor vehicle of any age which is being collected, preserved,4

restored, or maintained by the owner as a leisure pursuit and not used5

for general transportation of persons or cargo.6

fee shall be six dollars.10

60-3,187 (1) The motor vehicle tax schedules are set out in this13

section.14

(2) The motor vehicle tax shall be calculated by multiplying the15

base tax times the fraction which corresponds to the age category of the16

vehicle as shown in the following table:17

(4) For purposes of subsection (3) of this section, truck means all19

trucks and combinations of trucks except those trucks, trailers, or20

combinations thereof registered under section 60-3,198, and the tax is21

based on the gross vehicle weight rating as reported by the manufacturer.22

(5) Current model year vehicles are designated as first-year motor23

vehicles for purposes of the schedules.24

(6) When a motor vehicle is registered which is newer than the25

current model year by the manufacturer's designation, the motor vehicle26

is subject to the initial motor vehicle tax in the first registration27

period and ninety-five percent of the initial motor vehicle tax in the28

second registration period.29

(7) Assembled cabin trailers, assembled recreational vehicles, and30

assembled buses shall be designated as sixth-year motor vehicles in their31
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first year of registration for purposes of the schedules.1

(8) When a motor vehicle is registered which is required to have a2

title branded as previous salvage pursuant to section 60-175, the motor3

vehicle tax shall be reduced by twenty-five percent.4

60-3,190 (1) A motor vehicle fee is imposed on all motor vehicles7

registered for operation in this state. An owner of a motor vehicle which8

is exempt from the imposition of a motor vehicle tax pursuant to section9

60-3,185 shall also be exempt from the imposition of the motor vehicle10

fee imposed pursuant to this section.11

(2) The department shall annually determine the motor vehicle fee on12

each motor vehicle registered pursuant to this section and shall cause a13

notice of the amount to be delivered to the registrant. The notice shall14
