Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,9
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Section 1. Section 7-104, Reissue Revised Statutes of1

Nebraska, is amended to read:2

7-104 Every attorney upon being admitted to practice in3

the Supreme Court or district courts of this state, shall take and4

subscribe an oath or affirmation substantially in the following form:5

You do solemnly swear or affirm that you will support the6

Constitution of the United States, and the Constitution of this7

state, and that you will faithfully discharge the duties of an8

attorney and counselor, according to the best of your ability.9

Sec. 2. Section 11-101, Reissue Revised Statutes of10

Nebraska, is amended to read:11

11-101 All state, district, county, precinct, township,12

municipal, and especially appointed officers, except those mentioned13

in Article XV, section 1, of the Constitution of the State of14

Nebraska, shall, before entering upon their respective duties, take15

and subscribe the following oath or affirmation, which shall be16

endorsed upon their respective bonds:17

I, ......................, do solemnly swear or affirm18

that I will support the Constitution of the United States and the19

Constitution of the State of Nebraska, against all enemies, foreign20

and domestic; that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same;21

that I take this obligation freely and without mental reservation or22

for purpose of evasion; and that I will faithfully and impartially23

perform the duties of the office of ........................,24

according to law, and to the best of my ability. And I do further25
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swear or affirm that I do not advocate, nor am I a member of any1

political party or organization that advocates the overthrow of the2

government of the United States or of this state by force or3

violence; and that during such time as I am in this position I will4

not advocate nor become a member of any political party or5

organization that advocates the overthrow of the government of the6

United States or of this state by force or violence. So help me God.7

If any such officer is not required to give bond, the8

oath or affirmation shall be filed in the office of the Secretary of9

State, or of the clerk of the county, city, village, or other10

municipal subdivision of which he shall be an officer.11

Sec. 3. Section 11-101.01, Reissue Revised Statutes of12

Nebraska, is amended to read:13

11-101.01 All persons in Nebraska, with the exception of14

executive and judicial officers and members of the Legislature who15

are required to take the oath prescribed by Article XV, section 1, of16

the Constitution of Nebraska, who are paid from public funds for17

their services, including teachers and all other employees paid from18

public school funds, shall be required to take and subscribe an oath19

or affirmation in writing, before a person authorized to administer20

oaths or affirmations in this state, and file same with the21

Department of Administrative Services, or the county clerk of the22

county where such services are performed, which oath or affirmation23

shall be as follows:24

11-101.01, the person making such false statement shall be deemed19

guilty of a Class IV felony. No person convicted of perjury in taking20

the oath or affirmation as prescribed in either section 11-101 or21

11-101.01, shall hold any nonelective position, job, or office for22

the State of Nebraska, or any political subdivision thereof, where23

the remuneration of such position, job, or office is paid in whole or24

in part by public money or funds of the State of Nebraska, or of any25
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political subdivision thereof.1

Sec. 5. Section 13-1403, Reissue Revised Statutes of2

Nebraska, is amended to read:3

13-1403 When it has been determined by the county board4

or the governing body of any such municipality that it is expedient5

to establish such board of public docks the county board or the6

governing body of such municipality shall appoint as members of the7

dock board, seven such commissioners who shall have been residents of8

the county or municipality, as the case may be, in which they are9

appointed for a period of not less than five years and shall be10

prominently identified with the commercial and business interests of11

the county or municipality, as the case may be, and who shall not at12

the time of their appointment or during their term of office be13

interested in or be employed by any common carrier; and such board14

shall act without compensation. Of the commissioners initially15

appointed, three shall serve for a term of one year, three for a term16

of two years, and one for a term of three years. As the term of17

office of each commissioner expires, his or her successor shall be18

appointed by the county board or the governing body, and the term of19

office of such commissioner shall be three years. The commissioners20

shall qualify by taking an oath or affirmation for the faithful21

performance of their duties. Within ten days after their appointment22

the commissioners shall meet and organize such board by the election23

or the governing body upon reasonable notice to such commissioner.18

Vacancies occurring in the board through resignation or otherwise19

shall be filled by the county board or the governing body for the20

unexpired term.21

Sec. 10. Section 32-305, Revised Statutes Cumulative12

Supplement, 2012, is amended to read:13

32-305 (1) Any registered voter may apply to the election14

commissioner or county clerk to be appointed as a deputy registrar15

for the purpose of registering voters. The application form shall be16

prescribed by the election commissioner, county clerk, or Secretary17

of State. The election commissioner or county clerk shall make18

training available for deputy registrars in the county he or she19

serves. The deputy registrar shall notify the election commissioner20

or county clerk of the location and time of proposed voter21

registration and the names and party affiliations of the deputy22

registrars. The election commissioner or county clerk, at his or her23

discretion, may approve or disapprove the deputy registrar's plans24

for voter registration and shall notify the deputy registrar of such25
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decision.1

(2) Any person appointed as a deputy registrar shall2

attend a training session conducted by an election commissioner or3

county clerk. A person who attends and successfully completes a4

training session after January 1, 1995, shall be qualified as a5

deputy registrar for any county in the state and shall receive a6

certificate verifying successful completion of the training and7

indicating his or her qualification as a deputy registrar to conduct8

registration in any county in the state.9

(3) Before entering upon his or her duties, the deputy10

registrar shall take and subscribe to the following oath or11

affirmation:12

You do solemnly swear or affirm that you will support the13

Constitution of the United States and the Constitution of Nebraska14

and will faithfully and impartially perform the duties of the office15

of deputy registrar according to law and to the best of your ability.16

(4) In order to remain qualified to conduct voter17

registration as a deputy registrar in any county in this state, a18

deputy registrar shall complete a training session at least once19

every three years unless the Secretary of State determines that20

substantial changes have occurred in the voter registration process21

requiring additional training. The training session may vary in22

length but shall not exceed four hours. The Secretary of State shall23

inspect and review all training programs, procedures, and practices24

to assure that they relate to the position of a deputy registrar and25
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his or her duties.1

(5) Any deputy registrar who violates any registration2

procedure, rule, regulation, or guideline may have his or her status3

as a deputy registrar revoked by the election commissioner, county4

clerk, or Secretary of State.5

Sec. 11. Section 32-330, Reissue Revised Statutes of6

Nebraska, is amended to read:7

32-330 (1) The voter registration register shall be a8

public record. Any person may examine the register at the office of9

the election commissioner or county clerk but shall not be allowed to10

make copies of the register. The electronic records of the original11

voter registrations created pursuant to section 32-301 may constitute12

the voter registration register. The election commissioner or county13

clerk shall withhold information in the register designated as14

confidential under section 32-331.15

(2) The election commissioner or county clerk shall make16

available for purchase a list of registered voters that contains the17

information required under section 32-312 and, if requested, a list18

that only contains registered voters who have voted in an election19

held more than sixty days prior to the request for the list. The20

election commissioner or county clerk shall establish the price of21

the lists at a rate that fairly covers the actual production cost of22

the lists, not to exceed three cents per name. Lists shall be used23

solely for purposes related to elections, political activities, voter24

registration, law enforcement, or jury selection. Lists shall not be25
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used for commercial purposes.1

(3) Any person who acquires a list of registered voters2

under subsection (2) of this section shall take and subscribe to an3

oath or affirmation in substantially the following form:4

I hereby swear or affirm that I will use the list of5

registered voters of ....... County, Nebraska, only for the purposes6

prescribed in section 32-330 and for no other purpose and that I will7

not permit the use or copying of such list for unauthorized purposes.8

I hereby declare under the penalty of election9

falsification that the statements above are true to the best of my10

knowledge.11

The penalty for election falsification is a Class IV12

felony.13

(5) The election commissioner or county clerk shall25
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provide, upon request and free of charge, a complete and current1

listing of all registered voters and their addresses to the state2

party headquarters of each political party and to the county3

chairperson of each political party. Such list shall be provided no4

later than thirty-five days prior to the statewide primary and5

statewide general elections.6

Sec. 12. Section 32-546.01, Revised Statutes Cumulative7

Supplement, 2012, is amended to read:8

32-546.01 (1) Each learning community shall be governed9

by a learning community coordinating council consisting of eighteen10

voting members, with twelve members elected on a nonpartisan ballot11

from six numbered subcouncil districts created pursuant to section12

32-555.01 and with six members appointed from such subcouncil13

districts pursuant to this section. Each voter shall be allowed to14

cast votes for one candidate at both the primary and general15

elections to represent the subcouncil district in which the voter16

resides. The four candidates receiving the most votes at the primary17

election shall advance to the general election. The two candidates18

receiving the most votes at the general election shall be elected. A19

candidate shall reside in the subcouncil district for which he or she20

is a candidate. Coordinating council members shall be elected on the21

nonpartisan ballot.22

(2) The initial elected members shall be nominated at the23

statewide primary election and elected at the statewide general24

election immediately following the certification of the establishment25
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of the learning community, and subsequent members shall be nominated1

at subsequent statewide primary elections and elected at subsequent2

statewide general elections. Except as provided in this section, such3

elections shall be conducted pursuant to the Election Act.4

(3) Vacancies in office for elected members shall occur5

as set forth in section 32-560. Whenever any such vacancy occurs, the6

remaining elected members of such council shall appoint an individual7

residing within the geographical boundaries of the subcouncil8

district for the balance of the unexpired term.9

(4) Members elected to represent odd-numbered districts10

in the first election for the learning community coordinating council11

shall be elected for two-year terms. Members elected to represent12

even-numbered districts in the first election for the learning13

community coordinating council shall be elected for four-year terms.14

Members elected in subsequent elections shall be elected for four-15

year terms and until their successors are elected and qualified.16

(5) The appointed members shall be appointed in November17

of each even-numbered year after the general election. Appointed18

members shall be school board members of school districts in the19

learning community either elected to take office the following20

January or continuing their current term of office for the following21

two years. For learning communities to be established the following22

January pursuant to orders issued pursuant to section 79-2102, the23

Secretary of State shall hold a meeting of the school board members24

of the school districts in such learning community to appoint one25
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member from such school boards to represent each of the subcouncil1

districts on the coordinating council of such learning community. For2

subsequent appointments, the current appointed members of the3

coordinating council shall hold a meeting of the school board members4

of such school districts to appoint one member from such school5

boards to represent each of the subcouncil districts on the6

coordinating council of the learning community. The appointed members7

shall be selected by the school board members of the school districts8

in the learning community who reside in the subcouncil district to be9

represented pursuant to a secret ballot, shall reside in the10

subcouncil district to be represented, and shall be appointed for11

two-year terms and until their successors are appointed and12

qualified.13

(6) Vacancies in office for appointed members shall occur14

upon the resignation, death, or disqualification from office of an15

appointed member. Disqualification from office shall include ceasing16

membership on the school board for which membership qualified the17

member for the appointment to the learning community coordinating18

council or ceasing to reside in the subcouncil district represented19

by such member of the learning community coordinating council.20

Whenever such vacancy occurs, the remaining appointed members shall21

hold a meeting of the school board members of the school districts in22

such learning community to appoint a member from such school boards23

who lives in the subcouncil district to be represented to serve for24

the balance of the unexpired term.25
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(7) Each learning community coordinating council shall1

also have a nonvoting member from each member school district which2

does not have either an elected or an appointed member who resides in3

the school district on the council. Such nonvoting members shall be4

appointed by the school board of the school district to be5

represented to serve for two-year terms, and notice of the nonvoting6

member selected shall be submitted to the Secretary of State by such7

board prior to December 31 of each even-numbered year. Each such8

nonvoting member shall be a resident of the appointing school9

district and shall not be a school administrator employed by such10

school district. Whenever a vacancy occurs, the school board of such11

school district shall appoint a new nonvoting member and submit12

notice to the Secretary of State and to the learning community13

coordinating council.14

(8) Members of a learning community coordinating council15

shall take office on the first Thursday after the first Tuesday in16

January following their election or appointment, except that members17

appointed to fill vacancies shall take office immediately following18

administration of the oath of office. Members shall take and19

subscribe the oath or affirmation required in section 11-101. Each20

voting member elected or appointed prior to April 6, 2010, shall be21

paid a per diem in an amount determined by such council up to two22

hundred dollars per day for official meetings of the council and the23

achievement subcouncil for which he or she is a member, for meetings24

that occur during the term of office for which the election or25
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appointment of the member took place prior to April 6, 2010, up to a1

maximum of twelve thousand dollars per fiscal year. Each voting2

member shall be eligible for reimbursement of reasonable expenses3

related to service on the learning community coordinating council.4

Candidate14

filing forms shall also contain the candidate's name; residence15

address; mailing address if different from the residence address;16

telephone number; office sought; and party affiliation if the office17

sought is a partisan office. Candidate filing forms shall be filed18

with the following filing officers:19

(1) For candidates for national, state, or congressional20

office, directors of public power and irrigation districts, directors21

of reclamation districts, directors of natural resources districts,22

members of the boards of educational service units, members of23

governing boards of community colleges, delegates to national24

conventions, and other offices filled by election held in more than25
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one county and judges desiring retention, in the office of the1

Secretary of State;2

(2) For officers elected within a county, in the office3

of the election commissioner or county clerk. If the candidate is not4

a resident of the county, he or she shall submit a certificate of5

registration obtained under section 32-316 with the candidate filing6

form;7

(3) For officers in school districts which include land8

in adjoining counties, in the office of the election commissioner or9

county clerk of the county in which the greatest number of registered10

voters entitled to vote for the officers reside. If the candidate is11

not a resident of the county, he or she shall submit a certificate of12

registration obtained under section 32-316 with the candidate filing13

form; and14

(4) For city or village officers, in the office of the15

election commissioner or county clerk.16

Sec. 14. Section 32-918, Reissue Revised Statutes of17

Nebraska, is amended to read:18

32-918 (1) If a registered voter declares to the judge of19

election that he or she cannot read or that he or she suffers20

blindness or other physical disability or handicap such that the21

No person other14

than the registered voter who is receiving assistance shall divulge15

to anyone within the polling place the name of any candidate for whom16

he or she intends to vote or ask or receive assistance within the17

polling place in the preparation of his or her ballot.18

(3) The judges of election shall enter Assistance19

Rendered upon the precinct sign-in register near the name of any20

registered voter who receives such assistance in casting his or her21

ballot and shall include the name of such person rendering assistance22

to the registered voter. The person rendering assistance shall sign23

an oath or affirmation before a judge of election substantially as24

follows: ............., hereby swears or affirms that he or she is a25
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friend or relative of .............., a disabled registered voter who1

requested assistance in casting the ballot, that he or she did enter2

the voting booth or aid such voter outside of the voting booth and3

marked the ballot according to the intentions and desires of the4

registered voter, that he or she has kept the ballot at all times in5

his or her possession, and that the ballot was duly delivered to the6

judge of election on this ...... day of ..........

I will fully and truly answer all such questions put to me related to15

my place of residence and qualifications as a registered voter at16

this election.

The district court having18

jurisdiction over any such county may appoint additional watchers for19

any location.20

(2) The watchers and the members of the counting board21
