AN ACT relating to mental health; authorizing the involuntary 

court-ordered admission of certain persons with mental 
illness to programs of community-based or outpatient 
services under certain circumstances; requiring a peace 
officer to take into custody and deliver a person to the 
appropriate location for an evaluation by an evaluation 
team from the Division of Mental Health and 
Developmental Services of the Department of Health and 
Human Services in certain circumstances; providing a 
penalty; and providing other matters properly relating 
thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law prescribes the process for initiating a petition for the involuntary 1 
court-ordered admission to a mental health facility of a person who is alleged to 2 
have a mental illness. Additionally, existing law specifies that if a court finds that a 3 
person has a mental illness and is likely to harm himself or herself or others if not 4 
treated, the court must place the person in the most appropriate course of treatment. 5 
(NRS 433A.115-433A.330) This bill authorizes the court to order the involuntary 6

admission of such a person to a program of community-based or outpatient services 7 
if such a program is an appropriate course of treatment for that person. 8 
 Section 3 of this bill requires that: (1) a plan of treatment be developed by 9 
persons who are qualified in the field of psychiatric mental health, in consultation 10 
with the person who will receive the treatment; (2) the plan contain certain 11 
information relating to the course of treatment; and (3) the developers of the plan 12 
submit the plan to the court in writing. 13 
 Section 3.5 of this bill sets forth the manner in which to address a person who 14 
has been involuntarily admitted to a program of community-based or outpatient 15 
services and who fails to participate in the program or otherwise fails to carry out 16 
the written plan of treatment developed for the person and submitted to the court. 17 
 Section 4 of this bill authorizes under certain circumstances both the 18 
conditional release of a person involuntarily admitted to a program of community-19 
based or outpatient services and the revocation of such release, and section 19 of 20 
this bill authorizes the unconditional release of such a person under certain 21 
circumstances. 22 
 Section 12 of this bill requires the counsel for a person who is judicially 23 
admitted to a program of community-based or outpatient services to represent the 24 
person until the person is released from the program. Section 12 also requires the 25 
court to serve notice upon such counsel of any action taken involving the person. 26 
 Section 13 of this bill sets forth the requirements for participation in a program 27 
of community-based or outpatient services, including that: (1) the person who is 28 
admitted to the program must be 18 years of age or older and have a history of 29 
noncompliance with treatment for mental illness; and (2) the court must approve 30 
the written plan of treatment which has been developed for the person and 31 
submitted to the court. 32 
 Section 23 of this bill revises existing law which generally requires a person 33 
and his or her responsible relatives to pay for the actual cost of the treatment and 34 
services rendered during the person’s involuntary admission to a division facility to 35 
require the same for an involuntary admission to a program of community-based or 36 
outpatient services. (NRS 433A.640) Responsible relatives include only the parent 37 
or legal guardian of a minor or the husband or wife of a person. (NRS 433A.610) 38 
 
 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA, REPRESENTED IN 
SENATE AND ASSEMBLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS: 

 
 Section 1.  Chapter 433A of NRS is hereby amended by 1 
adding thereto the provisions set forth as sections 2 to 4, inclusive, 2 
of this act.

“Program of community-based or outpatient 4 
services” means care, treatment and training provided to persons 5

 The term does not include care, treatment and training 4 
provided to residents of a mental health facility. 5 
 Sec. 3.  If a court determines pursuant to NRS 433A.310 that 6 
a person should be involuntarily admitted to a program of 7 
community-based or outpatient services, the court shall promptly 8 
cause two or more persons professionally qualified in the field of 9 
psychiatric mental health, which may include the person who filed 10 
the petition for involuntary court-ordered admission pursuant to 11 
NRS 433A.200 if he or she is so qualified, in consultation with the 12 
person to be involuntarily admitted, to develop and submit to the 13 
court a written plan prescribing a course of treatment and 14 
enumerating the program of community-based or outpatient 15 
services for the person. The plan must include, without limitation: 16 
 1.  A description of the types of services in which the person 17 
will participate; 18

a program of community-based or outpatient services fails to 27 
participate in the program or otherwise fails to carry out the plan 28 
of treatment developed pursuant to section 3 of this act, despite 29 
efforts by the professional responsible for providing or 30 
coordinating the program of community-based or outpatient 31 
services for the person to solicit the person’s compliance, the 32 
professional may petition the court to issue an order requiring a 33 
peace officer to take into custody and deliver the person to the 34 
appropriate location for an evaluation by an evaluation team from 35 
the Division pursuant to NRS 433A.240. The petition must be 36 
accompanied by: 37 
 (a) A copy of the order for involuntary admission; 38 
 (b) A copy of the plan of treatment submitted to the court 39

 (c) A list that sets forth the specific provisions of the plan of 41 
treatment which the person has failed to carry out; and 42 
 (d) A statement by the petitioner which explains how the 43 
person’s failure to participate in the program of community-based 44 
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or outpatient services or failure to carry out the plan of treatment 1 
will likely cause the person to harm himself or herself or others. 2 
 2.  If the court determines that there is probable cause to 3 
believe that the person is likely to harm himself or herself or 4 
others if the person does not comply with the plan of treatment, 5 
the court may issue an order requiring a peace officer to take into 6 
custody and deliver the person to an appropriate location for an 7 
evaluation by an evaluation team from the Division pursuant to 8 
NRS 433A.240. 9 
 3.  As used in this section, “appropriate location” does not 10 
include a jail or prison. 11 
 Sec. 4.  1.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 3, any 12 
person involuntarily admitted to a program of community-based or 13 
outpatient services may be conditionally released from the 14 
program when, in the judgment of the professional responsible for 15 
providing or coordinating the program of community-based or 16 
outpatient services, the person does not present a danger of harm 17 
to himself or herself or others. The professional responsible for 18 
providing or coordinating the program of community-based or 19 
outpatient services shall prescribe the period for which the 20 
conditional release is effective. The period must not extend beyond 21 
the last day of the court-ordered period of admission to a program 22 
of community-based or outpatient services pursuant to  23 
NRS 433A.310. 24 
 2.  When a person is conditionally released pursuant to 25 
subsection 1, the State of Nevada, the agents and employees of the 26

Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, 1 
the professional responsible for providing or coordinating the 2 
program of community-based or outpatient services shall, at least 3 
3 days before the issuance of the order to resume participation, 4 
give written notice of the order to the court that admitted the 5 
person to the program.
