AN ACT relating to juvenile justice; providing that a child who 

violates certain local ordinances relating to curfews and 
loitering is to be treated by the juvenile court as a child in 
need of supervision rather than as a delinquent child; 
decreasing the length of time a child may remain in 
detention or shelter care pending the filing of a petition 
alleging delinquency or need of supervision; authorizing 
the juvenile court to order the Department of Motor 
Vehicles to issue a restricted driver’s license to a child in 
certain circumstances; revising the statement of state 
policy concerning a probation program of special 
supervision for certain delinquent juveniles; and 
providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law provides that a juvenile court has exclusive jurisdiction over 1 
proceedings concerning a child who is: (1) alleged or adjudicated to be in need of 2 
supervision as a result of certain acts committed by the child; or (2) alleged or 3 
adjudicated to have committed a delinquent act, including the violation of a county 4 
or municipal ordinance. (NRS 62B.320, 62B.330) Sections 1 and 2 of this bill 5 
provide that a child who violates a county or municipal ordinance imposing a 6 
curfew on or restricting loitering by a child is to be adjudicated by the juvenile 7 
court as a child in need of supervision rather than as a delinquent child. 8 
 Under existing law, a child who is in detention or shelter care pending the filing 9 
of a petition alleging delinquency or need of supervision must be released if the 10 
district attorney has not filed the petition within 8 days after the complaint was 11 
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referred to a probation officer. (NRS 62C.100) Section 3 of this bill decreases the 12 
length of time that a child may remain in detention or shelter care pending the filing 13 
of a petition by requiring a child to be released if the district attorney has not filed a 14 
petition in juvenile court within 72 hours after the referral of the complaint to a 15 
probation officer, excluding Saturdays, Sundays and holidays. 16 
 Existing law authorizes the juvenile court to suspend or delay the issuance of 17 
the driver’s license of a child who has been adjudicated delinquent or in need of 18 
supervision for certain acts. (NRS 62E.250, 62E.430, 62E.630, 62E.640, 62E.650, 19 
62E.690) Under existing law, the Department of Motor Vehicles may issue a 20 
restricted driver’s license permitting a child whose driver’s license has been 21 
revoked or suspended by the juvenile court to drive: (1) to and from work or in the 22 
course of work, or both; or (2) to and from school. (NRS 483.390) Sections 4 and 6 23 
of this bill authorize the juvenile court to order the Department of Motor Vehicles 24 
to issue a restricted driver’s license to a child if: (1) the juvenile court has 25 
suspended or delayed the issuance of the child’s driver’s license because the child 26 
was adjudicated delinquent for the unlawful use, possession, sale or distribution of 27 
a controlled substance, or the unlawful purchase, consumption or possession of an 28 
alcoholic beverage; and (2) the juvenile court finds that the suspension or delay 29 
causes severe or undue hardship to the child or his or her immediate family. 30 
 Existing law establishes a program of special supervision of certain juveniles 31 
who have been adjudicated delinquent and authorizes the Department of Health and 32 
Human Services to adopt rules and distribute money to juvenile courts to carry out 33 
the program. (NRS 62G.400-62G.470) Section 5 of this bill revises the statement of 34 
the state policy concerning the program. 35

 Section 1.  NRS 62B.320 is hereby amended to read as 1 
follows: 2 
 62B.320  1.  Except as otherwise provided in this title, the 3 
juvenile court has exclusive original jurisdiction in proceedings 4 
concerning any child living or found within the county who is 5 
alleged or adjudicated to be in need of supervision because the 6 
child: 7 
 (a) Is subject to compulsory school attendance and is a habitual 8 
truant from school; 9 
 (b) Habitually disobeys the reasonable and lawful demands of 10 
the parent or guardian of the child and is unmanageable; 11 
 (c) Deserts, abandons or runs away from the home or usual 12 
place of abode of the child and is in need of care or rehabilitation; 13 
[or] 14 
 (d) Uses an electronic communication device to transmit or 15 
distribute a sexual image of himself or herself to another person or 16 
to possess a sexual image in violation of NRS 200.737 [.] ; 17 
 (e) Violates a county or municipal ordinance imposing a 18 
curfew on a child; or 19 
 (f) Violates a county or municipal ordinance restricting 20 
loitering by a child. 21 
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 2.  A child who is subject to the jurisdiction of the juvenile 1 
court pursuant to this section must not be considered a delinquent 2 
child. 3 
 3.  As used in this section: 4 
 (a) “Electronic communication device” has the meaning 5 
ascribed to it in NRS 200.737. 6 
 (b) “Sexual image” has the meaning ascribed to it in  7 
NRS 200.737. 8 
 Sec. 2.  NRS 62B.330 is hereby amended to read as follows: 9 
 62B.330  1.  Except as otherwise provided in this title, the 10 
juvenile court has exclusive original jurisdiction over a child living 11 
or found within the county who is alleged or adjudicated to have 12 
committed a delinquent act. 13 
 2.  For the purposes of this section, a child commits a 14 
delinquent act if the child: 15 
 (a) Violates a county or municipal ordinance [;] other than 16 
those specified in paragraph (e) or (f) of subsection 1 of  17 
NRS 62B.320; 18 
 (b) Violates any rule or regulation having the force of law; or 19 
 (c) Commits an act designated a criminal offense pursuant to the 20 
laws of the State of Nevada. 21 
 3.  For the purposes of this section, each of the following acts 22 
shall be deemed not to be a delinquent act, and the juvenile court 23 
does not have jurisdiction over a person who is charged with 24 
committing such an act: 25 
 (a) Murder or attempted murder and any other related offense 26 
arising out of the same facts as the murder or attempted murder, 27 
regardless of the nature of the related offense. 28 
 (b) Sexual assault or attempted sexual assault involving the use 29 
or threatened use of force or violence against the victim and any 30 
other related offense arising out of the same facts as the sexual 31

assault or attempted sexual assault was committed; and 35

committed, the person previously had been adjudicated delinquent 37 
for an act that would have been a felony if committed by an adult. 38 
 (c) An offense or attempted offense involving the use or 39 
threatened use of a firearm and any other related offense arising out 40 
of the same facts as the offense or attempted offense involving the 41 
use or threatened use of a firearm, regardless of the nature of the 42 
related offense, if: 43 
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  (1) The person was 16 years of age or older when the offense 1 
or attempted offense involving the use or threatened use of a firearm 2 
was committed; and 3 
  (2) Before the offense or attempted offense involving the use 4 
or threatened use of a firearm was committed, the person previously 5 
had been adjudicated delinquent for an act that would have been a 6 
felony if committed by an adult.

 Sec. 3.  NRS 62C.100 is hereby amended to read as follows: 33 
 62C.100  1.  When a complaint is made alleging that a child is 34 
delinquent or in need of supervision: 35 
 (a) The complaint must be referred to a probation officer of the 36 
appropriate county; and 37 
 (b) The probation officer shall conduct a preliminary inquiry to 38 
determine whether the best interests of the child or of the public: 39 
  (1) Require that a petition be filed; or 40 
  (2) Would better be served by placing the child under 41 
informal supervision pursuant to NRS 62C.200. 42 
 2.  If, after conducting the preliminary inquiry, the probation 43 
officer recommends the filing of a petition, the district attorney shall 44 
determine whether to file the petition.

 62G.410  1.  It is the policy of this state to [rehabilitate 16 
delinquent children, to effect a more even administration of justice 17 
and to increase] effectuate a system of youth interventions, in a 18 
civil arena, to improve outcomes for juveniles, to diminish juvenile 19 
criminality, to facilitate juvenile accountability and to improve 20 
juvenile health and welfare, fairly and equally in the best interest 21 
of the child and in furtherance of the public welfare of the citizens 22 
of this state. 23 
 2.  It is the purpose of NRS 62G.400 to 62G.470, inclusive, to 24 
reduce the necessity for commitment of delinquent children to a 25 
state facility for the detention of children by strengthening and 26 
improving local supervision of children placed on probation by the 27 
juvenile court.

period of suspension, or of ineligibility for a license after the 20 
revocation, begins upon the effective date of the revocation or 21 
suspension as contained in the notice thereof.
