AN ACT relating to restitution; providing that a judgment requiring 

the payment of restitution expires 10 years after the date 
on which the judgment is rendered; exempting such a 
judgment from the time limitation for commencing an 
action upon or seeking the renewal thereof until the 
judgment expires; and providing other matters properly 
relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law provides that a judgment which, among other things, requires a 1 
defendant in a criminal action to pay restitution constitutes a lien which is 2 
enforceable as a judgment in a civil action. (NRS 176.275) Existing law also 3 
provides that an action upon a judgment or decree or for the renewal of such 4 
judgment or decree must be commenced within 6 years. (NRS 11.190) This bill: (1) 5 
provides that a judgment requiring a defendant in a criminal action or a parent or 6 
guardian of a child to pay restitution expires 10 years after the date on which the 7 
judgment is rendered; and (2) exempts such a judgment from the time limitation for 8 
commencing an action or seeking the renewal thereof until the judgment expires. 9

 Section 1.  NRS 176.275 is hereby amended to read as follows: 1 
 176.275  1.  A judgment which imposes a fine or 2 
administrative assessment or requires a defendant to pay restitution 3 
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or repay the expenses of a defense constitutes a lien in like manner 1 
as a judgment for money rendered in a civil action. 2 
 2.  A judgment which requires a defendant to pay restitution: 3 
 (a) May be recorded, docketed and enforced as any other 4 
judgment for money rendered in a civil action. 5 
 (b) Expires 10 years after the date on which the judgment is 6 
rendered. 7 
 3.  An independent action to enforce a judgment which 8 
requires a defendant to pay restitution may be commenced at any 9 
time before the judgment expires. 10 
 Sec. 2.  NRS 176A.850 is hereby amended to read as follows: 11 
 176A.850  1.  A person who: 12 
 (a) Has fulfilled the conditions of probation for the entire period 13 
thereof; 14 
 (b) Is recommended for earlier discharge by the Division; or 15 
 (c) Has demonstrated fitness for honorable discharge but 16 
because of economic hardship, verified by the Division, has been 17 
unable to make restitution as ordered by the court, 18 

 may be granted an honorable discharge from probation by order 19 
of the court. 20 
 2.  Any amount of restitution remaining unpaid constitutes a 21 
civil liability arising upon the date of discharge [.] and is 22 
enforceable pursuant to NRS 176.275. 23 
 3.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 4, a person who 24 
has been honorably discharged from probation: 25 
 (a) Is free from the terms and conditions of probation. 26 
 (b) Is immediately restored to the following civil rights: 27 
  (1) The right to vote; and 28 
  (2) The right to serve as a juror in a civil action. 29 
 (c) Four years after the date of honorable discharge from 30 
probation, is restored to the right to hold office. 31 
 (d) Six years after the date of honorable discharge from 32 
probation, is restored to the right to serve as a juror in a criminal 33 
action. 34

apply to the court for the sealing of records relating to the 36 
conviction.

 A person described in this subsection may petition a court of 23 
competent jurisdiction for an order granting the restoration of civil 24 
rights as set forth in subsection 3. 25 
 5.  The prior conviction of a person who has been honorably 26 
discharged from probation may be used for purposes of 27 
impeachment. In any subsequent prosecution of the person, the prior 28 
conviction may be pleaded and proved if otherwise admissible. 29

seized, or for damages for the seizure, detention or sale of, or injury 17 
to, goods, wares, merchandise or other personal property seized, or 18 
for damages done to any person or property in making the seizure. 19 
 (b) An action against an officer, or officer de facto for money 20 
paid to the officer under protest, or seized by the officer in his or her 21 
official capacity, as a collector of taxes, and which, it is claimed, 22 
ought to be refunded. 23 
 Sec. 4.5.  NRS 62B.420 is hereby amended to read as follows: 24 
 62B.420  1.  Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, 25 
if, pursuant to this title, a child or a parent or guardian of a child is 26 
ordered by the juvenile court to pay a fine, administrative 27 
assessment, fee or restitution or to make any other payment and the 28 
fine, administrative assessment, fee, restitution or other payment or 29

judgment to reporting agencies that assemble or evaluate 29 
information concerning credit.

 (b) Request that the juvenile court take appropriate action 34 
pursuant to subsection 6.

The 37 
collection agency must be paid as compensation for its services an 38 
amount not greater than the amount of the collection fee imposed 39 
pursuant to subsection 4, in accordance with the provisions of the 40 
contract.

 6.  If the juvenile court determines that a child or the parent or 42 
guardian of a child against whom a civil judgment has been entered 43 
pursuant to subsection 1 has failed to make reasonable efforts to 44 
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satisfy the civil judgment, the juvenile court may take any of the 1 
following actions: 2 
 (a) Order the suspension of the driver’s license of a child for a 3 
period not to exceed 1 year. If the child is already the subject of a 4 
court order suspending the driver’s license of the child, the juvenile 5 
court may order the additional suspension to apply consecutively 6 
with the previous order. At the time the juvenile court issues an 7 
order suspending the driver’s license of a child pursuant to this 8 
paragraph, the juvenile court shall require the child to surrender to 9 
the juvenile court all driver’s licenses then held by the child. The 10 
juvenile court shall, within 5 days after issuing the order, forward to 11 
the Department of Motor Vehicles the licenses, together with a copy 12 
of the order. The Department of Motor Vehicles shall report a 13 
suspension pursuant to this paragraph to an insurance company or 14 
its agent inquiring about the driving record of a child, but such a 15 
suspension must not be considered for the purpose of rating or 16 
underwriting. 17 
 (b) If a child does not possess a driver’s license, prohibit the 18 
child from applying for a driver’s license for a period not to exceed 19 
1 year. If the child is already the subject of a court order delaying 20 
the issuance of a license to drive, the juvenile court may order any 21 
additional delay in the ability of the child to apply for a driver’s 22 
license to apply consecutively with the previous order. At the time 23 
the juvenile court issues an order pursuant to this paragraph 24 
delaying the ability of a child to apply for a driver’s license, the 25 
juvenile court shall, within 5 days after issuing the order, forward to 26 
the Department of Motor Vehicles a copy of the order. 27 
 (c) If the civil judgment was issued for a delinquent fine or 28 
administrative assessment, order the confinement of the person in 29 
the appropriate prison, jail or detention facility, as provided in NRS 30 
176.065 and 176.075. 31 
 (d) Enter a finding of contempt against a child or the parent or 32 
guardian of a child and punish the child or the parent or guardian for 33 
contempt in the manner provided in NRS 62E.040. A person who is 34 
indigent may not be punished for contempt pursuant to this 35 
subsection. 36 
 7.  Money collected from a collection fee imposed pursuant to 37 
subsection 4 must be deposited and used in the manner set forth in 38 
subsection 4 of NRS 176.064. 39 
 8.  If the juvenile court enters a civil judgment pursuant to 40 
subsection 1 and the person against whom the judgment is entered is 41 
convicted of a crime before he or she satisfies the civil judgment, 42 
the court sentencing the person for that crime shall include in the 43 
sentence the civil judgment or such portion of the civil judgment 44 
that remains unpaid. 45 
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 Sec. 5.  NRS 213.154 is hereby amended to read as follows: 1 
 213.154  1.  The Division shall issue an honorable discharge to 2 
a parolee whose term of sentence has expired if the parolee has: 3 
 (a) Fulfilled the conditions of his or her parole for the entire 4 
period of his or her parole; or 5 
 (b) Demonstrated his or her fitness for honorable discharge but 6 
because of economic hardship, verified by a parole and probation 7 
officer, has been unable to make restitution as ordered by the court. 8 
 2.  The Division shall issue a dishonorable discharge to a 9 
parolee whose term of sentence has expired if: 10 
 (a) The whereabouts of the parolee are unknown; 11 
 (b) The parolee has failed to make full restitution as ordered by 12 
the court, without a verified showing of economic hardship; or 13 
 (c) The parolee has otherwise failed to qualify for an honorable 14 
discharge pursuant to subsection 1. 15 
 3.  Any amount of restitution that remains unpaid by a person 16 
after the person has been discharged from parole constitutes a civil 17 
liability as of the date of discharge [.] and is enforceable pursuant 18 
to NRS 176.275.  19 
 Sec. 6.  The amendatory provisions of this act apply to any 20 
judgment which requires a defendant to pay restitution which is 21 
rendered before, on or after October 1, 2015. 22 
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
