Assembly Bill No. 146—Committee on Transportation

CHAPTER..........

AN ACT relating to air pollution; requiring the Advisory
Committee on the Control of Emissions From Motor
Vehicles to conduct a study concerning the inspection and
testing of motor vehicles and systems for the control of
emissions from motor vehicles in this State; and providing
other matters properly relating thereto.

Legislative Counsel’s Digest:

Existing law authorizes the State Environmental Commission, in cooperation
with the Department of Motor Vehicles, to adopt regulations to prescribe standards
for emissions from motor vehicles. (NRS 445B.760) Existing law also requires the
Commission, in cooperation with the Department and any local air pollution control
agency, to adopt regulations for the control of emissions from motor vehicles in any
county whose population is 100,000 or more (currently Clark and Washoe
Counties). In any county whose population is less than 100,000 (currently all
counties other than Clark and Washoe Counties), the Commission is required to
adopt such regulations if the Commission makes certain determinations, including
that it is feasible and practicable to carry out a program of inspecting and
testing motor vehicles and systems for the control of emissions from motor
vehicles. (NRS 445B.770)

This bill requires the Advisory Committee on the Control of Emissions From
Motor Vehicles, which has been created by the Department, to conduct a study
concerning the inspection and testing of motor vehicles and systems for the control
of emissions from motor vehicles in this State. This bill also requires the
Committee to submit, on or before June 30, 2016, a report of the results of the study
and a proposal for an updated and modernized plan for such inspection and testing
to the Director of the Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the Chairs of the
Senate and Assembly Standing Committees on Transportation.
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THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA, REPRESENTED IN
SENATE AND ASSEMBLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

Sections 1-6.3. (Deleted by amendment.)

Sec. 6.4. 1. The Advisory Committee on the Control of
Emissions From Motor Vehicles shall conduct a study concerning
the inspection and testing of motor vehicles and systems for the
control of emissions from motor vehicles in this State.

2. On or before June 30, 2016, the Committee shall submit a
report of the results of the study conducted pursuant to subsection 1
and a proposal for an updated and modernized plan for such
inspection and testing to the Director of the Legislative Counsel
Bureau for transmittal to the Chairs of the Senate and Assembly
Standing Committees on Transportation.
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3. Asused in this section, “Advisory Committee on the Control
of Emissions From Motor Vehicles” means the advisory committee
described in subsection 7 of NRS 445B.830.

Sec. 7. This act becomes effective on July 1, 2015.
