AN ACT relating to education; providing for the formation and 

operation of military charter schools; requiring the State 
Public Charter School Authority to solicit applications for 
charter schools for certain purposes; requiring the 
Department of Education to take actions to encourage the 
establishment of Junior Reserve Officers’ Training Corps 
units throughout the State; and providing other matters 
properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law provides for the operation of charter schools, which are public 1 
schools that operate independently of local school districts. (NRS 386.490-386.649) 2 
Sections 3-5 of this bill provide for the formation and operation of military charter 3 
schools, which would provide education in a military environment, with the goal of 4 
preparing pupils for service in the Armed Forces of the United States. Under 5 
section 4: (1) from the time a military charter school begins operating, it must have 6 
an enrollment capacity of at least 500 pupils, with an ability to increase enrollment 7 
capacity to 1,500 pupils; (2) subject to the licensing requirements for teachers at all 8 
public schools, at least 75 percent of the faculty at the school must have military 9 
experience; and (3) the instruction and curriculum must emphasize science, 10 
technology, engineering and mathematics. 11 
 Under existing law, a committee to form a charter school may submit an 12 
application to form the charter school to the proposed sponsor, who may be the 13 
board of trustees of a school district, a college or university within the Nevada 14 
System of Higher Education or the State Public Charter School Authority. (NRS 15 
386.515, 386.525) Under sections 7 and 8 of this bill, an application to form a 16 
military charter school must be submitted to the State Public Charter School 17 
Authority as the proposed sponsor and must demonstrate that the school will be 18 
operated according to the requirements for military charter schools. Under section 19 
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9 of this bill, the charter contract for a military charter school must require the 20 
school to be operated in such a manner. 21 
 Section 13 of this bill requires the State Public Charter School Authority to 22 
solicit applications to form a military charter school with the goal of two such 23 
schools being formed as soon as practicable after July 1, 2015. 24 
 Section 13 also requires the State Public Charter School Authority to solicit 25 
applications to form a charter school with the goal of doubling, by the 2016-2017 26 
school year, the number of charter schools sponsored by the Authority on July 1, 27 
2015. 28 
 Section 14 of this bill requires the Department of Education to take certain 29 
actions to encourage the Armed Forces of the United States to add at least six 30 
Junior Reserve Officers’ Training Corps units throughout the State. 31

percent of the teachers who provide instruction at a military 4 
charter school must be veterans or members of the Armed Forces 5 
of the United States, a reserve component thereof or the National 6

and curriculum at a military charter school must emphasize 9 
courses in science, technology, engineering and mathematics. 10

A charter school may submit the application to 23 
the proposed sponsor of the charter school. If an application 24 
proposes to convert an existing public school, homeschool or other 25 
program of home study into a charter school, the proposed sponsor 26 
shall deny the application. 27 
 2.  The proposed sponsor of a charter school shall, in reviewing 28 
an application to form a charter school: 29 
 (a) Assemble a team of reviewers who possess the appropriate 30 
knowledge and expertise with regard to the academic, financial and 31 
organizational experience of charter schools to review and evaluate 32 
the application; 33 
 (b) Conduct a thorough evaluation of the application, which 34 
includes an in-person interview with the committee to form the 35 
charter school; 36 
 (c) Base its determination on documented evidence collected 37

A charter contract must be executed not later than 60 days before 3 
the charter school commences operation. The charter contract must 4 
be in writing and incorporate, without limitation: 5 
 (a) The performance framework for the charter school; 6 
 (b) A description of the administrative relationship between the 7 
sponsor of the charter school and the governing body of the charter 8 
school, including, without limitation, the rights and duties of the 9

the military charter school be operated according to the provisions 17 
of sections 4 and 5 of this act.

 2.  The charter contract must be signed by a member of the 19 
governing body of the charter school and: 20 
 (a) If the board of trustees of a school district is the sponsor of 21 
the charter school, the superintendent of schools of the school 22 
district; 23 
 (b) If the State Public Charter School Authority is the sponsor of 24 
the charter school, the Chair of the State Public Charter School 25 
Authority; or 26 
 (c) If a college or university within the Nevada System of 27 
Higher Education is the sponsor of the charter school, the president 28 
of the college or university.  29 
 3.  Before the charter contract is executed, the sponsor of the 30 
charter school must approve the charter contract at a meeting of the 31 
sponsor held in accordance with chapter 241 of NRS. 32 
 4.  The sponsor of the charter school shall, not later than 10 33 
days after the execution of the charter contract, provide to the 34 
Department: 35 
 (a) Written notice of the charter contract and the date of 36 
execution; and 37 
 (b) A copy of the charter contract and any other documentation 38 
relevant to the charter contract.

 5.  If the board of trustees approves the application, the board of 40 
trustees shall be deemed the sponsor of the charter school. 41 
 6.  If the State Public Charter School Authority approves the 42

 (a) That institution shall be deemed the sponsor of the charter 7 
school.

 (b) Neither the State of Nevada, the State Board nor the 9

the charter school or any of the employees of the charter school. 11 
 8.  The governing body of a charter school may request, at any 12 
time, a change in the sponsorship of the charter school to an entity 13 
that is authorized to sponsor charter schools pursuant to NRS 14 
386.515. The State Board shall adopt: 15 
 (a) A process for a charter school that requests a change in the 16 
sponsorship of the charter school, which must not require the charter 17 
school to undergo all the requirements of an initial application to 18 
form a charter school; and 19 
 (b) Objective criteria for the conditions under which such a 20 
request may be granted. 21 
 9.  A written charter or a charter contract, as applicable, must be 22 
for a term of 6 years. The term of the charter contract begins on the 23 
first day of operation of the charter school after the charter contract 24 
has been executed. The sponsor of the charter school may require, or 25 
the governing body of the charter school may request that the 26 
sponsor authorize, the charter school to delay commencement of 27 
operation for 1 school year. 28 
 10.  The governing body of a charter school may submit to the 29 
sponsor of the charter school a written request for an amendment of 30 
the written charter or charter contract, as applicable. Such an 31 
amendment may include, without limitation, the expansion of 32 
instruction and other educational services to pupils who are enrolled 33 
in grade levels other than the grade levels of pupils currently 34 
approved for enrollment in the charter school. If the proposed 35 
amendment complies with the provisions of NRS 386.490 to 36 
386.649, inclusive, and sections 3, 4 and 5 of this act, and any other 37 
statute or regulation applicable to charter schools, the sponsor and 38 
the governing body of the charter school may amend the written 39 
charter or charter contract, as applicable, in accordance with the 40 
proposed amendment. If the sponsor denies the request for an 41 
amendment, the sponsor shall provide written notice to the 42 
governing body of the charter school setting forth the reasons for the 43 
denial.

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 11.  A charter school shall not commence operation and is not 1 
eligible to receive apportionments pursuant to NRS 387.124 until 2 
the sponsor has determined that the requirements of this section 3 
have been satisfied and that the facility the charter school will 4 
occupy has been inspected and meets the requirements of any 5 
applicable building codes, codes for the prevention of fire, and 6 
codes pertaining to safety, health and sanitation. Except as otherwise 7 
provided in this subsection, the sponsor shall make such a 8 
determination 30 days before the first day of school for the: 9

 (b) Except as otherwise provided in subsection 4, prescribe a 7 
period, not less than 30 days, during which the charter school may 8 
correct the deficiencies, including, without limitation, the date on 9 
which the period to correct the deficiencies begins and the date on 10 
which that period ends; 11 
 (c) Prescribe the date on which the sponsor will make a 12 
determination regarding whether the charter school has corrected the 13 
deficiencies, which determination may be made during the public 14 
hearing held pursuant to subsection 3; and 15 
 (d) Prescribe the date on which the sponsor will hold a public 16 
hearing to consider whether to revoke the written charter or 17 
terminate the charter contract. 18 
 3.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 4, not more than 19 
90 days after the notice is provided pursuant to subsection 2, the 20 
sponsor shall hold a public hearing to make a determination 21 
regarding whether to revoke the written charter or terminate the 22 
charter contract. If the charter school corrects the deficiencies to the 23 
satisfaction of the sponsor within the time prescribed in paragraph 24 
(b) of subsection 2, the sponsor shall not revoke the written charter 25 
or terminate the charter contract of the charter school. The sponsor 26 
may not include in a written notice pursuant to subsection 2 any 27 
deficiency which was included in a previous written notice and 28 
which was corrected by the charter school, unless the deficiency 29 
recurred after being corrected. 30 
 4.  The sponsor of a charter school and the governing body of 31 
the charter school may enter into a written agreement that prescribes 32 
different time periods than those set forth in subsections 2 and 3. 33 
 5.  If the written charter is revoked or the charter contract is 34 
terminated, the sponsor of the charter school shall submit a written 35 
report to the Department and the governing body of the charter 36 
school setting forth the reasons for the termination not later than 10 37 
days after revoking the written charter or terminating the charter 38 
contract. 39

 386.550  1.  A charter school shall: 41 
 (a) Comply with all laws and regulations relating to 42 
discrimination and civil rights. 43

issuing bonds. 5

Instruction for a waiver from providing the days of instruction 15 
required by this paragraph. The Superintendent of Public Instruction 16 
may grant such a request if the governing body demonstrates to the 17

  (1) Extenuating circumstances exist to justify the waiver; and 19 
  (2) The charter school will provide at least as many hours or 20 
minutes of instruction as would be provided under a program 21 
consisting of 180 days. 22 
 (g) Cooperate with the board of trustees of the school district in 23 
the administration of the examinations administered pursuant to 24 
NRS 389.550 and, if the charter school enrolls pupils at a high 25 
school grade level, the end-of-course examinations administered 26 
pursuant to NRS 389.805 and the college and career readiness 27 
assessment administered pursuant to NRS 389.807 to the pupils who 28 
are enrolled in the charter school. 29 
 (h) Comply with applicable statutes and regulations governing 30 
the achievement and proficiency of pupils in this State. 31 
 (i) Provide instruction in the core academic subjects set forth in 32 
subsection 1 of NRS 389.018, as applicable for the grade levels of 33 
pupils who are enrolled in the charter school, and provide at least 34 
the courses of study that are required of pupils by statute or 35 
regulation for promotion to the next grade or graduation from a 36 
public high school and require the pupils who are enrolled in the 37 
charter school to take those courses of study. This paragraph does 38 
not preclude [a] : 39 
  (1) A charter school from offering, or requiring the pupils 40 
who are enrolled in the charter school to take, other courses of study 41 
that are required by statute or regulation [.] ; or 42 
  (2) A military charter school from emphasizing instruction 43 
and curriculum in courses of study in science, technology, 44 
engineering and mathematics. 45 
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 (j) If the parent or legal guardian of a child submits an 1 
application to enroll in kindergarten, first grade or second grade at 2 
the charter school, comply with NRS 392.040 regarding the ages for 3 
enrollment in those grades. 4 
 (k) Refrain from using public money to purchase real property 5 
or buildings without the approval of the sponsor. 6 
 (l) Hold harmless, indemnify and defend the sponsor of the 7 
charter school against any claim or liability arising from an act or 8 
omission by the governing body of the charter school or an 9 
employee or officer of the charter school. An action at law may not 10 
be maintained against the sponsor of a charter school for any cause 11 
of action for which the charter school has obtained liability 12 
insurance. 13 
 (m) Provide written notice to the parents or legal guardians of 14 
pupils in grades 9 to 12, inclusive, who are enrolled in the charter 15 
school of whether the charter school is accredited by the 16 
Commission on Schools of the Northwest Association of Schools 17 
and of Colleges and Universities. 18 
 (n) Adopt a final budget in accordance with the regulations 19 
adopted by the Department. A charter school is not required to adopt 20 
a final budget pursuant to NRS 354.598 or otherwise comply with 21 
the provisions of chapter 354 of NRS. 22 
 (o) If the charter school provides a program of distance 23 
education pursuant to NRS 388.820 to 388.874, inclusive, comply 24 
with all statutes and regulations that are applicable to a program of 25 
distance education for purposes of the operation of the program. 26 
 2.  A charter school shall not provide instruction through a 27 
program of distance education to children who are exempt from 28 
compulsory attendance authorized by the State Board pursuant to 29 
subsection 1 of NRS 392.070. As used in this subsection, “distance 30 
education” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 388.826. 31

 (b) “Public school” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 41
