AN ACT relating to wildlife; revising the scope of certain 

regulations that the Board of Wildlife Commissioners is 
required to adopt; revising provisions relating to the 
registration and marking of traps, snares and similar 
devices used in the taking of wild mammals; revising 
provisions relating to the frequency of visits required for a 
trap, snare or device; and providing other matters properly 
relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law requires the Board of Wildlife Commissioners to adopt regulations 1 
for the taking of antlers which have been naturally shed by a big game mammal in 2 
this State. (NRS 503.655) Section 3 of this bill provides that those regulations only 3 
apply to the collection of such antlers for commercial purposes. Section 3 also 4 
requires the Commission to ensure that the regulations do not adversely affect the 5 
taking of shed antlers by Nevada residents for noncommercial purposes. 6 
 Existing law requires: (1) each trap, snare or similar device used in the taking 7 
of wild mammals to be registered with the Department of Wildlife; and (2) each 8 
registered trap, snare or similar device to bear a number which is assigned by the 9 
Department and is affixed to the trap, snare or similar device in a manner specified 10 
by regulation adopted by the Commission. (NRS 503.452) Existing law requires the 11 
Commission to adopt regulations prescribing the frequency at which a person who 12 
sets or places a trap, snare or similar device is required to visit the trap, snare or 13 
similar device, which must be at least once every 96 hours. (NRS 503.570)  14 
 Those provisions of existing law were enacted by Senate Bill No. 213 of the 15 
2013 Legislative Session. (Sections 3 and 5 of chapter 231, Statutes of Nevada 16 
2013, pp. 1001 and 1002) Sections 1 and 2 of this bill reverse certain changes 17 
made by Senate Bill No. 213. Specifically, section 1 amends those provisions to 18 
authorize each trap, snare or similar device used in the taking of wild animals to: 19 
(1) bear a number registered with the Department of Wildlife; or (2) be 20 
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permanently marked with the name and address of the owner or trapper using it. 21 
Section 1 also provides that if the trap is registered, the registration is permanent 22 
and requires the registrant to pay a one-time fee of $10 at the time the first trap, 23 
snare or similar device is registered. Section 2 of this bill requires each person who 24 
sets or places a trap, snare or any other device to visit those devices at least once 25 
every 96 hours. 26 
 
 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA, REPRESENTED IN 
SENATE AND ASSEMBLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS: 

 
 Section 1.  NRS 503.452 is hereby amended to read as follows: 1 
 503.452  [1.]  Each trap, snare or similar device used in the 2 
taking of wild mammals [must be registered with the Department 3 
before it is used. Each registered trap, snare or similar device must] 4 
may bear a number [which is assigned by] registered with the 5 
Department [and is affixed to or marked on the trap, snare or similar 6 
device in the manner specified by regulations adopted by the 7 
Commission. The registration of a trap, snare or similar device is 8 
valid until the trap, snare or similar device is sold or ownership of 9 
the trap, snare or similar device is otherwise transferred. 10 
 2.] or be permanently marked with the name and address of the 11 
owner or trapper using it. If a trap is registered, the registration is 12 
permanent. A registration fee of $10 for each registrant is payable 13 
only once , [by each person who registers a trap, snare or similar 14 
device. The fee must be paid] at the time the first trap, snare or 15 
similar device is registered. 16 
 [3.  It is unlawful: 17 
 (a) For a person to whom a trap, snare or similar device is 18 
registered to allow another person to possess or use the trap, snare or 19 
similar device without providing to that person written authorization 20 
to possess or use the trap, snare or similar device. 21 
 (b) For a person to possess or use a trap, snare or similar device 22 
registered to another person without obtaining the written 23 
authorization required pursuant to paragraph (a). If a person obtains 24 
written authorization to possess or use a trap, snare or similar device 25 
pursuant to paragraph (a), the person shall ensure that the written 26 
authorization, together with his or her trapping license, is in his or 27 
her possession during any period in which he or she uses the trap, 28 
snare or similar device to take fur-bearing mammals. 29 
 4.  A person to whom a trap, snare or similar device is 30 
registered pursuant to this section shall report any theft of the trap, 31 
snare or similar device to the Department as soon as it is practical to 32 
do so after the person discovers the theft. 33 
 5.  Any information in the possession of the Department 34 
concerning the registration of a trap, snare or similar device is 35 
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confidential and the Department shall not disclose that information 1 
unless required to do so by law or court order.] 2 
 Sec. 2.  NRS 503.570 is hereby amended to read as follows: 3 
 503.570  1.  A person taking or causing to be taken wild 4 
mammals by means of traps, snares or [similar] any other devices 5 
which do not, or are not designed to, cause immediate death to the 6 
mammals, shall, if the traps, snares or [similar] devices are placed or 7 
set to take mammals, visit or cause to be visited at least once each 8 
96 hours each trap, snare or [similar] other device [at a frequency 9 
specified in regulations adopted by the Commission pursuant to 10 
subsection 3] during all of the time the trap, snare or [similar] device 11 
is placed, set or used to take wild mammals, and remove therefrom 12 
any mammals caught therein. 13 
 2.  The provisions of subsection 1 do not apply to employees of 14 
the State Department of Agriculture or the United States Department 15 
of Agriculture when acting in their official capacities. 16 
 [3.  The Commission shall adopt regulations setting forth the 17 
frequency at which a person who takes or causes to be taken wild 18 
mammals by means of traps, snares or similar devices which do not, 19 
or are not designed to, cause immediate death to the mammals must 20 
visit a trap, snare or similar device. The regulations must require the 21 
person to visit a trap, snare or similar device at least once each 96 22 
hours. In adopting the regulations, the Commission shall consider 23 
requiring a trap, snare or similar device placed in close proximity to 24 
a populated or heavily used area by persons to be visited more 25 
frequently than a trap, snare or similar device which is not placed in 26 
close proximity to such an area.] 27 
 Sec. 3.  NRS 503.655 is hereby amended to read as follows: 28 
 503.655  1.  The Commission shall adopt regulations for the 29 
taking of shed antlers [.] for commercial purposes. The 30 
Commission shall ensure that the regulations do not restrict or 31 
otherwise adversely affect the taking of shed antlers by residents of 32 
this State for noncommercial purposes. 33 
 2.  As used in this section [, “shed] : 34 
 (a) “Commercial purposes” does not include the taking of 35 
shed antlers as part of a fundraising project of a nonprofit 36 
educational or charitable organization. 37 
 (b) “Shed antlers” means antlers which have been naturally shed 38 
by any big game mammal in this State. 39

Any such copies, abstracts or memoranda may be used to 20 
supply the general public with copies, abstracts or memoranda of the 21 
records or may be used in any other way to the advantage of the 22 
governmental entity or of the general public. This section does not 23 
supersede or in any manner affect the federal laws governing 24 
copyrights or enlarge, diminish or affect in any other manner the 25 
rights of a person in any written book or record which is 26 
copyrighted pursuant to federal law. 27 
 2.  A governmental entity may not reject a book or record 28 
which is copyrighted solely because it is copyrighted. 29 
 3.  A governmental entity that has legal custody or control of a 30 
public book or record shall not deny a request made pursuant to 31 
subsection 1 to inspect or copy or receive a copy of a public book or 32 
record on the basis that the requested public book or record contains 33 
information that is confidential if the governmental entity can 34 
redact, delete, conceal or separate the confidential information from 35 
the information included in the public book or record that is not 36 
otherwise confidential. 37 
 4.  A person may request a copy of a public record in any 38 
medium in which the public record is readily available. An officer, 39 
employee or agent of a governmental entity who has legal custody 40 
or control of a public record: 41 
 (a) Shall not refuse to provide a copy of that public record in a 42 
readily available medium because the officer, employee or agent has 43 
already prepared or would prefer to provide the copy in a different 44 
medium.

 (b) Except as otherwise provided in NRS 239.030, shall, upon 1 
request, prepare the copy of the public record and shall not require 2 
the person who has requested the copy to prepare the copy himself 3 
or herself. 4 
 Sec. 5.  This act becomes effective on July 1, 2015. 5 
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
