SUMMARY—Revises provisions governing the composition of the 

boards of trustees of county school districts.

AN ACT relating to education; providing for the appointment of 

certain members of the board of trustees of a school 
district by the State Board of Education who will either 
replace or supplement the existing membership; providing 
the manner in which a board of trustees may return to its 
prior composition; providing for the reduction or addition 
of election districts or election areas, as applicable, if the 
elected membership of the board of trustees is revised; 
and providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law provides that the board of trustees of a county school district 1 
consists of five or seven members, depending on the number of pupils who are 2 
enrolled in the county school district. Each member of a board of trustees is elected. 3 
(NRS 386.120) Section 2 of this bill authorizes the board of trustees of a school 4 
district to, after a public hearing, adopt a resolution to request the State Board of 5 
Education to appoint two members to the board. Such appointed members will 6 
either replace two elected members or serve together with and in addition to the 7 
existing elected members. Section 2 authorizes a board of trustees to hold such a 8 
hearing at any time but requires a board of trustees to hold such a hearing if the 9 
board of trustees is presented with a petition that has been signed by not fewer than 10 
10 percent of the qualified electors who reside in the school district or when certain 11 
other conditions apply. Section 17 of this bill requires the Superintendent of Public 12 
Instruction to inform the board of trustees of a school district that it is required to 13 
hold such a hearing if he or she finds, after reconciling revenues of the school 14 
district with the apportionment received for the preceding year, that certain 15 
problems may have occurred. Section 2 also provides that, 2 years or more after 16 
members appointed to a board of trustees take office, the board of trustees may, 17 
after a public hearing, adopt a resolution to remove the appointed members and 18 
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return the board to its former composition. Finally, section 2 prescribes 19 
requirements for the provision of notice before a hearing to consider adding or 20 
removing appointed members. 21 
 Section 3 of this bill prescribes terms for members of a board of trustees who 22 
are appointed by the State Board. Section 3 also provides for the expiration of the 23 
terms of the members of a board of trustees that adopts a resolution to replace two 24 
elected members with appointed members and the election of all members who are 25 
not appointed at the next general election.  26 
 Existing law requires members of a board of trustees of a school district where 27 
fewer than 1,000 pupils were enrolled during the preceding school year to be 28 
elected from certain locations within the district unless the district is divided into 29 
election areas or election districts. (NRS 386.160, 386.200, 386.205) Section 5 of 30 
this bill provides that, if the board of trustees adopts a resolution to replace two 31 
elected members of the board of trustees with appointed members, the remaining 32 
members who are not appointed must be elected at large.  33 
 Existing law requires the board of trustees of a school district in which more 34 
than 75,000 pupils are enrolled to establish seven election districts for members of 35 
the board of trustees, each of which includes approximately one-seventh of the 36 
population of the county. (NRS 386.165) Section 6 of this bill requires the board of 37 
trustees of such a district to instead establish five election districts nearly equal in 38 
size if the board of trustees has adopted a resolution providing that two appointed 39 
members will replace elected members. 40 
 In a school district in which more than 25,000 pupils but not more than 75,000 41 
pupils are enrolled, existing law requires the board of trustees to establish: (1) five 42 
election districts for members of the board of trustees, each of which includes 43 
approximately one-fifth of the population of the county; and (2) two election 44 
districts, each of which includes approximately half of the population of the county. 45 
(NRS 386.165) Section 6 provides that if the board of trustees of such a district 46 
adopts a resolution providing that two appointed members of the board of trustees 47 
will replace elected members, the two election districts that each include half of the 48 
population of the county will cease to exist.  49 
 Existing law allows the board of county commissioners of a county for which 50 
25,000 or fewer pupils are enrolled in the county school district to provide for 51 
school trustee election areas. (NRS 386.200) Section 9 of this bill requires the 52 
board of county commissioners to modify the election areas to reflect the 53 
replacement of elected members of the board of trustees with appointed members 54 
or the replacement of appointed members of the board of trustees with elected 55 
members pursuant to a resolution adopted by the board of trustees.  56 
 Sections 14 and 15 of this bill authorize the State Board to appoint a member 57 
of a board of trustees to fill a vacancy created by or as a temporary replacement for 58 
a member who was appointed by the State Board. Sections 4, 7, 8, 10-13 and 16 of 59 
this bill make conforming changes. 60 
 
 

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA, REPRESENTED IN 
SENATE AND ASSEMBLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS: 

 
 Section 1.  Chapter 386 of NRS is hereby amended by adding 1 
thereto the provisions set forth as sections 2 and 3 of this act. 2 
 Sec. 2.  1.  The board of trustees of a school district may 3 
hold a public hearing to consider revising its membership as 4 
described in subsection 2 at any time. The board of trustees must 5 
hold such a hearing as soon as practicable if: 6 
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 (a) The board of trustees is presented with a petition on a form 1 
prescribed by the Superintendent of Public Instruction that has 2 
been signed by not fewer than 10 percent of the qualified electors 3 
who reside in the school district; 4 
 (b) Based on annual reports of the statewide system of 5 
accountability for public schools, the school district has received 6 
the lowest possible rating, based upon the performance of the 7 
public schools within the school district, pursuant to subsection 3 8 
of NRS 385.3594 for 2 consecutive years; 9 
 (c) The registered voters of the county have rejected a proposal 10 
for the issuance of the bonds of the school district pursuant to 11 
NRS 387.541; 12 
 (d) The State Board finds that emergency assistance should be 13 
granted to the school district pursuant to NRS 387.1245; or 14 
 (e) After reconciling the revenues of the school district with 15 
the apportionment received by that district from the State 16 
Distributive School Account for the preceding year pursuant to 17 
NRS 387.303, the Superintendent of Public Instruction determines 18 
that the board of trustees has made material errors, made 19 
unnecessary or unlawful expenditures or failed to allocate money 20 
in a lawful manner. 21 
 2.  During a hearing held pursuant to subsection 1, the board 22 
of trustees of a school district shall determine whether to adopt a 23 
resolution to revise the membership of the board by requesting  24 
the State Board to appoint two members to the board of trustees. 25 
The board of trustees must include in the resolution whether the 26 
appointed members will serve together with and in addition to the 27 
elected members or replace two of the elected members. 28 
 3.  Not less than 2 years after new members who are 29 
appointed to the board of trustees of a school district pursuant to a 30 
resolution adopted pursuant to subsection 2 take office, the board 31 
of trustees of a school district may, after a hearing that meets the 32 
requirements of subsection 4, adopt a resolution to return the 33 
board to its former composition by removing the appointed 34 
members and, if applicable, replacing the appointed members with 35 
elected members. 36 
 4.  A hearing held to adopt a resolution pursuant to 37 
subsection 1 or 3 must not take place as a part of a regular 38 
meeting of the board of trustees of the school district. In addition 39 
to satisfying the requirements of NRS 241.020, not less than 30 40 
days before such a hearing, the board of trustees shall: 41 
 (a) Post conspicuously, in each school in the school district, 42 
notice of the hearing; 43 
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 (b) Provide written or electronic notice of the hearing to the 1 
parent or guardian of each pupil who attends a school in the 2 
school district; and 3 
 (c) Publish notice of the date and time of the hearing in a 4 
newspaper of general circulation in the county. 5 
 Sec. 3.  1.  If the board of trustees of a school district adopts 6 
a resolution to revise its membership pursuant to section 2 of this 7 
act which requests the State Board to appoint two members who 8 
will serve together with and in addition to the elected members of 9 
the board, the State Board must: 10 
 (a) Appoint two members to serve until the next general 11 
election; and 12 
 (b) Appoint two members, who may be the same as the 13 
members appointed pursuant to paragraph (a), to serve terms 14 
beginning on the 1st Monday of January thereafter next following 15 
a general election. One such member must be appointed to a term 16 
of 4 years and one such member must be appointed to a term of 2 17 
years. At the expiration of each such term, the State Board shall 18 
appoint a new member to a term of 4 years. 19 
 2.  If a resolution to revise the membership of a board of 20 
trustees is adopted pursuant to section 2 of this act which requests 21 
the State Board to appoint two members who will replace two of 22 
the elected members of the board of trustees: 23 
 (a) The terms of all of the elected members must expire: 24 
  (1) If the resolution is adopted after the date on which a 25 
general election is held and on or before December 1 of the next 26 
year, on the 1st Monday of January thereafter next following a 27 
general election. 28 
  (2) If the resolution is adopted after December 1 of the year 29 
before a general election will be held and on or before the date on 30 
which a general election is held, on the 1st Monday of January 31 
thereafter following the second general election held after the date 32 
on which the resolution is adopted. 33 
 (b) The terms of all of newly elected members and newly 34 
appointed members must begin on the date on which the terms of 35 
all of the elected members expire pursuant to paragraph (a). 36 
 3.  The State Board shall appoint one member to a board of 37 
trustees as described in subsection 2 to an initial term of 4 years 38 
and one member to an initial term of 2 years. Upon the expiration 39 
of the initial terms, the State Board shall appoint each member to 40 
a term of 4 years. 41 
 4.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 6, if a new 42 
board of trustees will be formed as described in subsection 2 and 43 
the board of trustees will consist of five elected members and two 44 
appointed members: 45 
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 (a) The three elected members who represent odd-numbered 1 
election districts or election areas must be elected to an initial term 2 
of 4 years; and  3 
 (b) The two elected members who represent even-numbered 4 
election districts or election areas must be elected to an initial term 5 
of 2 years. 6 

 Upon expiration of the initial term, all members will be elected 7 
to a term of 4 years. 8 
 5.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 6, if a new 9 
board of trustees will be formed as described in subsection 2 and 10 
the board of trustees will consist of three elected members and two 11 
appointed members: 12 
 (a) The two elected members who represent odd-numbered 13 
election districts or election areas must be elected to an initial 14 
terms of 4 years; and  15 
 (b) The elected member who represents the even-numbered 16 
election district or election area must be elected to an initial term 17 
of 2 years.  18 

 Upon expiration of the initial term, all members will be elected 19 
to a term of 4 years. 20 
 6.  If a new board of trustees will be formed as described in 21 
subsection 2 and the board of trustees is located in a county that 22 
does not have election districts or election areas, then the majority 23 
of the members must be elected to an initial term of 4 years and 24 
the remaining members will be elected to an initial term of 2 years. 25 
Upon expiration of the initial term, all members will be elected to 26 
a term of 4 years. 27 
 Sec. 4.  NRS 386.120 is hereby amended to read as follows: 28 
 386.120  1.  [The board of trustees of a county school district 29 
consists of five or seven members as follows: 30 
 (a)] If [1000] 1,500 or more pupils were enrolled in a school 31 
district during the school year next preceding any general election, 32 
the board of trustees of the school district consists of seven 33 
members [.] or, if the board adopts a resolution to revise its 34 
membership pursuant to section 2 of this act providing that 35 
appointed members will serve together with and in addition to the 36 
elected members, nine members. Except in county school districts 37 
in which more than 25,000 pupils are enrolled, the members of the 38 
board who are not appointed must be elected at large until such 39 
time as an alternate manner of election is adopted pursuant to NRS 40 
386.200 or NRS 386.205, 386.215 and 386.225. 41 
 [(b)] 2.  If fewer than 1,000 pupils were enrolled in a county 42 
school district during the school year next preceding any general 43 
election, the board of trustees of the school district consists of five 44 
members [.] or, if the board adopts a resolution to revise its 45

membership pursuant to section 2 of this act providing that 1 
appointed members will serve together with and in addition to the 2 
elected members, seven members. The members of the board who 3 
are not appointed must be elected as provided in NRS 386.160 until 4 
such time as an alternate manner of election is adopted pursuant to 5 
NRS 386.200 or NRS 386.205, 386.215 and 386.225. 6 
 [(c)] 3.  If 1,000 or more, but fewer than 1,500 pupils were 7 
enrolled in a school district during the school year next preceding 8 
any general election [,] : 9 
 (a) Unless the board of trustees adopts a resolution pursuant to 10 
paragraph (b), the board of trustees consists of seven members 11 
[unless the] or, if the board adopts a resolution to revise its 12 
membership pursuant to section 2 of this act providing that 13 
appointed members will serve together with and in addition to the 14 
elected members, nine members.  15 
 (b) The board, may, on or before December 1 in any year before 16 
a general election will be held, [adopts] adopt a resolution 17 
specifying that the membership of the board will [consist of five] 18 
decrease by two members.  19 
 (c) If the board consists of seven elected members [,] or seven 20 
elected members and two appointed members, the election of 21 
members is governed by [paragraph (a).] subsection 1. If the board 22 
consists of five elected members and two appointed members, five 23 
elected members [,] or three elected members and two appointed 24 
members, the election of members is governed by [paragraph (b). 25 
 2.] subsection 2. 26 
 4.  Before the adoption of a resolution pursuant to paragraph 27 
[(c)] (b) of subsection [1,] 3, the board of trustees shall post 28 
conspicuously, in three different places in the school district, a 29 
notice containing in full the text of the resolution with the date upon 30 
which the board of trustees of the school district is to meet to act 31 
upon the resolution. Posting of the notice must be made not less 32 
than 10 days before the date fixed in the resolution for action 33 
thereon. 34 
 [3.] 5.  If a board of trustees adopts a resolution pursuant to 35 
paragraph [(c)] (b) of subsection [1,] 3, it must transmit a copy of 36 
the resolution to the Superintendent of Public Instruction on or 37 
before December 15 of the year before the general election will be 38 
held. 39 
 Sec. 5.  NRS 386.160 is hereby amended to read as follows: 40 
 386.160  1.  [At] Except as otherwise provided in  41 
subsection 2: 42 
 (a) At the general election in 1980 and every 4 years thereafter, 43 
in a county school district where fewer than 1,000 pupils were 44 
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enrolled during the preceding school year, three trustees shall be 1 
elected at large within the district, as follows: 2 
 [(a)] (1) One person who resides at the county seat; but if less 3 
than 40 percent of the residents of the county reside at the county 4 
seat then such person need not reside at the county seat. 5 
 [(b)] (2) One person who resides in the county but not at the 6 
county seat. 7 
 [(c)] (3) One person who resides in the county but not at the 8 
county seat; but if 80 percent or more of the residents of the county 9 
reside at the county seat then a person who resides at the county seat 10 
may be elected to the office. 11 
 [2.] (b) At the general election in 1982 and every 4 years 12 
thereafter, in a county school district where fewer than 1,000 pupils 13 
were enrolled during the preceding school year, two trustees shall be 14 
elected at large within the district, as follows: 15 
 [(a)] (1) One person who resides at the county seat; but if less 16 
than 20 percent of the residents of the county reside at the county 17 
seat then such person need not reside at the county seat. 18 
 [(b)] (2) One person who resides in the county but who resides 19 
neither at the county seat nor in any incorporated city within the 20 
county. 21 
 [3.] (c) The term of each person elected to the office of school 22 
trustee is 4 years. 23 
 2.  If a board of trustees of a school district that is elected 24 
pursuant to this section adopts a resolution to revise its 25 
membership pursuant to section 2 of this act which requests the 26 
State Board to appoint two members who will replace two elected 27 
members, the remaining elected members must be elected at large 28 
to the terms set forth in subsection 6 of section 3 of this act. 29 
 Sec. 6.  NRS 386.165 is hereby amended to read as follows: 30 
 386.165  1.  In each county school district in which more than 31 
75,000 pupils are enrolled, the board of trustees shall establish seven 32 
election districts for school trustees or, if the board of trustees 33 
adopts a resolution to revise its membership pursuant to section 2 34 
of this act which requests the State Board to appoint two members 35 
who will replace two elected members, five election districts for 36 
school trustees. The districts must be: 37 
 (a) As nearly equal in population as practicable; and 38 
 (b) Composed of contiguous territory. 39 
 2.  [In] Except as otherwise provided in subsection 3, in each 40 
county school district in which more than 25,000 pupils but not 41 
more than 75,000 pupils are enrolled, the board of trustees shall 42 
establish seven election districts for school trustees, as follows: 43

 (a) Five districts which are as nearly equal in population as 1 
practicable, each of which includes approximately one-fifth of the 2 
population of the county; and 3 
 (b) Two districts which are as nearly equal in population as 4 
practicable, each of which includes approximately one-half of the 5 
population of the county. 6 

 The districts must be composed of contiguous territory. 7 
 3.  If the board of trustees adopts a resolution to revise its 8 
membership pursuant to section 2 of this act which requests the 9 
State Board to appoint two members who will replace two elected 10 
members in a county school district in which more than 25,000 11 
pupils but not more than 75,000 pupils are enrolled, the districts 12 
established pursuant to paragraph (b) of subsection 2 shall cease 13 
to exist on the date on which the terms of members expire 14 
pursuant to paragraph (a) of subsection 2 of section 3 of this act. 15 
 4.  Each elected trustee of a school district to which this section 16 
applies must reside in the election district which the trustee 17 
represents and be elected by the voters of that election district. 18

appointed members, five elected members [,] or five elected 34

by law for school districts having pupil enrollments of less than 3

 Sec. 8.  NRS 386.190 is hereby amended to read as follows: 5 
 386.190  1.  If the certificate of the Superintendent of Public 6 
Instruction filed with the county clerk states that the pupil 7 
enrollment during the preceding school year in a county school 8 
district was 1,000 or more, and the board of trustees of the district is 9 
composed of five members elected as provided in NRS 386.160 [,] 10 
or three members elected at large as provided in NRS 386.160 and 11 
two members appointed pursuant to section 3 of this act, then at 12 
the next succeeding general election one additional trustee who 13 
resides at the county seat must be elected for a term of 4 years, and 14 
one additional trustee who resides in the county but not at the 15 
county seat must be elected for a term of 2 years. 16 
 2.  Thereafter, while continued pupil enrollment in the county 17 
school district is 1,000 or more, the offices of school trustees must 18 
be filled as provided by law for school districts having pupil 19 
enrollments of that size.

 386.200  1.  In addition to the manner of election provided in 31

election areas in the alternate manner provided in this section. 34 
 2.  Within 30 days before May 1 of any year in which a general 35 
election is to be held in the State, 10 percent or more of the 36 
registered voters of a county school district in which 25,000 or 37 
fewer pupils are enrolled may file a written petition with the board 38 
of county commissioners of the county praying for the creation of 39 
school trustee election areas within the county school district in the 40 
manner provided in this section. The petition must specify with 41 
particularity the school trustee election areas proposed to be created, 42 
the number of trustees to be elected from each area, and the manner 43 
of their nomination and election. The number of school trustee 44 
election areas proposed must not exceed the number of elected 45 
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trustees authorized by law for the particular county school district. 1 
The description of the proposed school trustee election areas need 2 
not be given by metes and bounds or by legal subdivisions, but must 3 
be sufficient to enable a person to ascertain what territory is 4 
proposed to be included within a particular school trustee election 5 
area. The signatures to the petition need not all be appended to one 6 
paper, but each signer must add to his or her name his or her place 7 
of residence, giving the street and number whenever practicable. 8 
One of the signers of each paper shall swear or affirm, before a 9 
person competent to administer oaths, that each signature to the 10 
paper appended is the genuine signature of the person whose name it 11 
purports to be. 12 
 3.  Immediately after the receipt of the petition, the board of 13 
county commissioners shall fix a date for a public hearing to be held 14 
during the month of May, and shall give notice thereof by 15 
publication at least once in a newspaper published in the county, or 16 
if no such newspaper is published therein then in a newspaper 17 
published in the State of Nevada and having a general circulation in 18 
the county. The costs of publication of the notice is a proper charge 19 
against the county school district fund. 20 
 4.  If, as a result of the public hearing, the board of county 21 
commissioners finds that the creation of school trustee election areas 22 
within the county school district is desirable, the board of county 23 
commissioners shall, by resolution regularly adopted before June 1, 24 
divide the county school district into the number of school trustee 25 
election areas specified in the petition, designate them by number 26 
and define their boundaries. The territory comprising each school 27 
trustee election area must be contiguous. The resolution must further 28 
set forth the number of trustees to be elected from each school 29 
trustee election area and the manner of their nomination and 30 
election. 31 
 5.  Before June 1 and immediately following the adoption of the 32 
resolution creating school trustee election areas within a county 33 
school district, the clerk of the board of county commissioners shall 34 
transmit a certified copy of the resolution to the Superintendent of 35 
Public Instruction. 36 
 6.  Upon the creation of school trustee election areas within a 37 
county school district the terms of office of all elected trustees then 38 
in office expire on the 1st Monday of January thereafter next 39 
following a general election. At the general election held following 40 
the creation of school trustee election areas within a county school 41 
district, school trustees to represent the odd-numbered school trustee 42 
election areas must be elected for terms of 4 years and school 43 
trustees to represent the even-numbered school trustee election areas 44 
must be elected for terms of 2 years. Thereafter, at each general 45 
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election, the offices of elected school trustees must be filled for 1 
terms of 4 years in the order in which the terms of office expire. 2 
 7.  A candidate for the office of elected trustee of a county 3 
school district in which school trustee election areas have been 4 
created must be a qualified elector and a resident of the school 5 
trustee election area which he or she seeks to represent. 6 
 8.  The board of county commissioners may by resolution 7 
change the boundaries of school trustee election areas or the manner 8 
of nomination or election of school trustees after: 9 
 (a) Holding a public hearing of which notice must be given as 10 
provided in subsection 3; and 11 
 (b) Receiving, at the hearing or by resolution, the consent of the 12 
board of trustees of the school district. 13 
 9.  If the Superintendent of Public Instruction certifies to the 14 
county clerk that the enrollment of pupils during the preceding 15 
school year in a county school district was less than 1,000, or was 16 
1,000 or more but less than 1,500 in a district in which the board of 17 
trustees has adopted a resolution in accordance with subsection 3 of 18 
NRS 386.120 specifying that the board will consist of [five:] : 19 
 (a) Three elected members and two appointed members, and 20 
the board of trustees of the county school district is composed of 21 
five elected members and two appointed members; 22
