AN ACT relating to elections; revising provisions governing the 

dates for certain city elections; and providing other 
matters properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law authorizes the governing body of a city incorporated pursuant to 1 
general law to choose by ordinance whether to: (1) hold city elections on the 2 
statewide election cycle; or (2) hold a primary city election on the first Tuesday 3 
after the first Monday in April and hold a general city election on the first Tuesday 4 
after the first Monday in June of odd-numbered years. (NRS 293C.115, 293C.140, 5 
293C.145, 293C.175) Sections 4-7 of this bill require that cities be on the statewide 6 
election cycle as of the year 2018. Sections 3 and 6-14 of this bill amend various 7 
other dates relating to city elections, such as the date for filing declarations of 8 
candidacy. Section 38 of this bill provides that officials of affected cities who are 9 
elected in 2015 will hold office until the city elections held in 2018, and that 10 
officials of such cities who are elected in 2017 will hold office until the city 11 
elections are held in 2020.  12 
 Certain cities that are created by charters hold general municipal elections in 13 
June of odd-numbered years (Boulder City, Caliente, Henderson, Las Vegas, North 14 
Las Vegas and Yerington). Sections 15-37 and 40 of this bill amend the charter of 15 
each of those cities to require that the cities hold primary and general city elections 16 
on the same dates as the statewide primary and general elections. The terms of 17 
office of officials of such cities who were elected in 2013 or who will be elected in 18 
2015, and the terms of office of municipal judges who were elected to 6-year terms 19 
in 2011 or will be elected in 2015, will be extended by 1 year to allow for the 20 
transition to the statewide election cycle.  21

declaration or acceptance of candidacy pursuant to subsection 2 37 
must be the street address of the residence where the candidate 38 
actually, as opposed to constructively, resides in accordance with 39 
NRS 281.050, if one has been assigned. The declaration or 40 
acceptance of candidacy must not be accepted for filing if: 41 
 (a) The candidate’s address is listed as a post office box unless a 42 
street address has not been assigned to the residence; or 43
