AN ACT relating to elections; revising the definitions of certain 

terms relating to elections; increasing the maximum 
number of registered voters that may be included in an 
election precinct; providing that election board officers 
are appointed for polling places; eliminating the 
requirements for county clerks to publish the full text of a 
statewide measure or county referendum three times; 
revising the requirements for certain information on 
ballots; revising requirements related to voter signatures 
at polling places; revising requirements relating to the 
publication of names of registered voters at polling 
places; revising certain information required for 
documents prepared during early voting; authorizing a 
county or city clerk to distribute a sample ballot by 
electronic means; making various other changes relating 
to elections; and providing other matters properly relating 
thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law defines rosters, sample ballots and tally lists that are used in 1 
elections. (NRS 293.095, 293.097, 293.113) Sections 2-4 of this bill clarify that 2 
such items may be electronic.  3 
 The terms “election board register” and “roster” are defined terms that are used 4 
interchangeably throughout the provisions of law relating to elections. (NRS 5 
293.040, 293.053, 293.095, 293.250, 293.273, 293.275, 293.277, 293.283, 293.285, 6 
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293.287, 293.303, 293.3082, 293.333, 293.3585, 293.3604, 293.363, 293.373, 7 
293.391, 293.510, 293.511, 293.524, 293.525, 293.533, 293.541, 293.547, 293.548, 8 
293.563, 293C.267, 293C.270, 293C.272, 293C.275, 293C.277, 293C.292, 9 
293C.332, 293C.3585, 293C.3604, 293C.362, 293C.375, 293C.525, 293C.535) 10 
Section 75 of this bill repeals the term “election board register,” and sections 13-11 
16, 18, 29, 31-39, 46-48, 50, 61, 62 and 64 of this bill replace the term “election 12 
board register” with “roster.”  13 
 Existing law requires an election precinct to have a maximum of 1,500 14 
registered voters. (NRS 293.207) Section 6 of this bill increases the maximum 15 
number to 3,000 registered voters.  16 
 Existing law provides that the county clerk of each county shall appoint 17 
election board officers for the various precincts and districts in the county. (NRS 18 
293.217, 293C.220) Section 7 of this bill clarifies that election board officers are 19 
appointed for the polling places in the county. Sections 1, 8, 9, 12, 13, 19-23, 27, 20 
30, 39, 43-45, 51-55, 59 and 66 of this bill make corresponding changes.  21 
 Existing law requires a county clerk to publish a copy of the full text of any 22 
proposed constitution, constitutional amendment, statewide measure, including a 23 
state referendum, and county referendum along with its condensation, explanation, 24 
arguments, rebuttals and fiscal note three times in a newspaper of general 25 
circulation in the county. (NRS 293.253, 295.045, 295.160) Sections 10, 67 and 68 26 
of this bill eliminate the requirements to publish the full text of a statewide measure 27 
three times, including a statewide referendum, and a county referendum.  28 
 Existing law provides for the ballots for a general election to include the name 29 
of an independent candidate for a partisan office followed by the word 30 
“independent” or the abbreviation “IND.” (NRS 293.267) Section 11 of this bill 31 
provides for the use of the words “no political party” or the abbreviation “NPP” to 32 
follow the name of an independent candidate instead. 33 
 Existing law requires an election board officer in charge of the roster to 34 
announce the name of a voter applying to vote and take the voter’s signature to 35 
verify that it matches the signature or facsimile thereof in the original application. 36 
(NRS 293.285, 293.3585, 293C.275, 293C.3585) Section 15, 24, 47 and 57 of this 37 
bill provide that if the voter’s signature does not match, the voter must provide 38 
certain proof of identification and update his or her signature.  39 
 Existing law requires an alphabetical listing of all registered voters for each 40 
precinct to be posted in a public area of each polling place in a county and city and 41 
for an election board officer to identify at certain times the names of each voter 42 
who has voted. (NRS 293.301, 293C.290) Sections 17 and 49 of this bill authorize 43 
the county or city clerk of each county or city to: (1) require an election board 44 
officer to post the alphabetical listing at each precinct; or (2) publish on the Internet 45 
website of the county or city clerk, as applicable, the alphabetical listing of all 46 
registered voters for each precinct in the county or city, respectively. Regardless of 47 
which option is selected by the county or city clerk, sections 17 and 49 require the 48 
alphabetical listings to be updated during the election. 49 
 Existing law provides that a voter’s precinct or voting district number must be 50 
included in certain documents used during early voting. (NRS 293.3585, 293.3604, 51 
293C.3585, 293C.3604) Sections 24-26 and 56-58 of this bill clarify that during 52 
early voting, the precinct or voting district number must be included on the roster 53 
and the voting receipt if that information is available. The statements prepared by 54 
the election board and the ballots do not require the precinct or voting district 55 
number and are not required to be sorted by precinct or voting district at the close 56 
of early voting.  57 
 Existing law requires each county and city clerk to mail a sample ballot to each 58 
registered voter in the applicable county or city. (NRS 293.565, 293C.530) 59 
Sections 40 and 63 of this bill provide that each county and city clerk may provide 60 
an option for registered voters to elect to receive sample ballots by electronic 61 
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means. If the county or city clerk provides such an option, a registered voter may 62 
elect to receive sample ballots by electronic means. Sections 3, 41, 63 and 69-74 of 63 
this bill make conforming changes.  64 
 Existing law provides for the chair and at least one other member of the 65 
election board to deliver the ballots and election materials to a receiving center or 66 
central counting place. (NRS 293B.335, 293C.635) Sections 42 and 65 of this bill 67 
revise this provision to require at least two board members to deliver the ballots and 68 
election materials.  69

used in recording the number of votes cast for each candidate and 21
