AN ACT relating to elections; authorizing a registered voter to elect 

to receive a sample ballot by electronic mail; and 
providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law requires each county and city clerk to mail a sample ballot to each 1 
registered voter in the applicable county or city. (NRS 293.565, 293C.530) 2 
Sections 2 and 4 of this bill require each county and city clerk to distribute a 3 
sample ballot by electronic mail to each registered voter who elects to receive 4 
sample ballots in that manner. Sections 1, 3 and 5-10 of this bill make conforming 5 
changes. 6
