AN ACT relating to public safety; authorizing certain governing 

bodies and the Department of Transportation to designate 
pedestrian safety zones in certain circumstances; 
providing for enhanced penalties for certain traffic 
violations in pedestrian safety zones; enhancing the 
penalty for certain traffic violations which occur in school 
zones or school crossing zones; revising provisions 
relating to pedestrians and crosswalks; authorizing courts 
to impose mandatory attendance in a pedestrian, bicycle 
and traffic safety course for the driver of a vehicle found 
guilty of certain traffic violations; providing a penalty; 
and providing other matters properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Section 1 of this bill authorizes the governing body of a local government or 1 
the Department of Transportation to designate pedestrian safety zones on a highway 2 
if certain findings are made. Section 1 also provides that a person who is convicted 3 
of a violation of a speed limit or of certain other violations is subject to a doubling 4 
of the penalty if the violation occurs in a pedestrian safety zone. Sections 3-13, 17, 5 
18, 20-22 and 25-32 of this bill make conforming changes to indicate the 6 
possibility of the enhanced penalty. 7 
 Under existing law, a driver who is convicted of a violation of a speed limit or 8 
of certain other traffic violations is subject to a doubling of the penalty if the 9 
violation occurs in a highway construction zone when workers are present. (NRS 10 
484B.130) Existing law also provides that certain maximum speeds are in effect in 11 
school zones and school crossing zones during certain times. (NRS 484B.363) 12 
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Sections 2 and 24 of this bill provide that a driver is subject to a doubling of the 13 
penalty for a violation of a speed limit or of certain other traffic violations if the 14 
violation occurs in a school zone or a school crossing zone during the times when 15 
the statutory speed limits for such zones are in effect. Section 24 also makes it 16 
unlawful for a driver to make a U-turn or to pass another vehicle in a school zone or 17 
a school crossing zone when the school speed limit is in effect. Finally, section 24 18 
requires any sign posted to mark the beginning of each school zone and school 19 
crossing zone to include a statement indicating that fines may be higher when the 20 
school speed limit is in effect. 21 
 Existing law requires the driver of a vehicle to yield the right-of-way to a 22 
pedestrian in a crosswalk under certain circumstances when the pedestrian is on the 23 
half of the highway upon which the vehicle is traveling, and when a pedestrian is 24 
lawfully in a crosswalk or intersection that is controlled by traffic lights. (NRS 25 
484B.283, 484B.307) Section 15 of this bill requires a driver to stop for such a 26 
pedestrian, specifies that the requirement applies to both marked and unmarked 27 
crosswalks, expands the requirement to when a pedestrian is within one traffic lane 28 
of the half of the highway upon which the vehicle is traveling and defines the term 29 
“half of the highway” to mean the entire width of all the traffic lanes which convey 30 
traffic in the same direction, including any paved shoulder. Section 15 also 31 
authorizes a court, upon the conviction of the driver of a motor vehicle for violating 32 
certain crosswalk requirements, to order the driver to attend a course of pedestrian, 33 
bicycle and traffic safety and to lower the amount of any fine imposed if the person 34 
attends such a course. Section 15 further provides that a person who resides more 35 
than 50 miles from the nearest location where such a course is offered may be 36 
exempted from attending the course. Section 19 of this bill requires a driver to stop 37 
for a pedestrian who is lawfully in a crosswalk or an intersection that is controlled 38 
by traffic lights. 39 
 Existing law requires a pedestrian to yield the right-of-way to vehicles when 40 
the pedestrian is crossing a highway outside of a marked or unmarked crosswalk, 41 
and when crossing a highway at a point where a pedestrian tunnel or overhead 42 
pedestrian crossing has been provided. Existing law also prohibits a pedestrian 43 
from crossing a highway outside of a marked crosswalk when the pedestrian is 44 
between adjacent intersections at which traffic-control devices are in operation. 45 
(NRS 484B.287) Section 16 of this bill eliminates the requirement for a pedestrian 46 
to yield the right-of-way to vehicles when crossing where a pedestrian tunnel or 47 
overhead pedestrian crossing has been provided. Section 16 also revises the 48 
prohibition on a pedestrian crossing outside of a marked crosswalk between 49 
adjacent intersections to forbid a pedestrian from crossing outside of a marked or 50 
unmarked crosswalk if the pedestrian is within 250 feet of a marked or unmarked 51 
crosswalk, unless the pedestrian is crossing certain streets in a residential area. 52 
Section 16 also requires a pedestrian to cross a highway at a right angle to the edge 53 
of the highway or, when a right angle is not possible or practicable, by the shortest 54 
route to the opposite side. 55 
 Existing law provides that driving a vehicle in willful or wanton disregard of 56 
the safety of persons or property constitutes reckless driving, and provides for the 57 
imposition of certain fines and terms of imprisonment on a driver who is found 58 
guilty of reckless driving. (NRS 484B.653) Section 29 of this bill authorizes a court 59 
to order a driver found guilty of reckless driving under certain circumstances to, in 60 
addition to the required fine or term of imprisonment, attend a course of pedestrian, 61 
bicycle and traffic safety if the reckless driving involved the safety of pedestrians or 62 
persons riding bicycles. Section 29 further provides that a person who resides more 63 
than 50 miles from the nearest location where such a course is offered may be 64 
exempted from attending the course. 65

a pavement striping marking such a zone to make a left-hand turn if 15 
the driver has first given the appropriate turn signal in compliance 16 
with NRS 484B.413, if it is safe and if it would not be an 17 
impediment to oncoming or following traffic. 18 
 5.  A person who violates any provision of this section may be 19 
subject to [the] any additional penalty set forth in NRS 484B.130 [.] 20 
or section 1 of this act. 21 
 Sec. 12.  NRS 484B.223 is hereby amended to read as follows: 22 
 484B.223  1.  If a highway has two or more clearly marked 23 
lanes for traffic traveling in one direction, vehicles must: 24

traffic facing the signal may enter the intersection only to make the 41 
movement indicated by the green turn arrow, but must [yield the 42 
right-of-way to] stop for pedestrians lawfully within an adjacent 43 
crosswalk and yield the right-of-way to other traffic lawfully using 44 
the intersection.
